MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON DECEMBER 11TH 2008 
RESIDENTS  AND POLICE FORUM  PCSO Louise Lodge was unable to attend the meeting but e mailed a Crime Report to Council beforehand. There had been 1 case of criminal damage in the last month, 5 burglaries, and 3 traffic related offences.            No residents attended the meeting.  
PRESENT Cllrs Overfield (in the Chair), Flockton, Lobley, Wright,  Bradford, Tatman and Gooch. Cllr Stentiford attended for the latter part of the meeting. 
APOLOGIES.  Cllr Hoyland. 
6191   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON NOVEMBER 13th  2008 
These were approved. 
6192   MATTERS ARISING  
1. Replacement Bench. Cllr Bradford reported that the new bench had been delivered. He will install it outside the school, with assistance from Cllr Tatman.(Action JB & GT)  
2. Highway works carried out during month .Cllr Hoyland had reported that work on the Cornmill Ginnel was expected to be carried out between Christmas and New Year. 
3. Emptying of litter bins. A contract for waste collection from Parkfield and the Playground has been received from the firm recommended by Bramham PC. It was agreed to accept the bin and to ask initially for a monthly collection .(Action JG)
4. Conditions in Hetchell Woods Cllr Bradford reported that there was no improvement and no one seemed willing to assist in clearing up. It was agreed that the Clerk would write to Natural England to see whether there were any special rules applicable to SSSI s. Inspector Griffiths is to be advised of this status applying to several parts of the reserve. (Action JG & ES)
5. Youth Provision. Cllr Bradford reported that this was going extremely well, apart from a few minor complaints about children running in and out unsupervised. He was due to have a meeting with Kate Hudson, the Leader, the next week. Numbers were on the increase, with 25-30 attending at the last meeting. 
6. West Well . There was nothing to report except that Cllr Procter had indicated that money was available from the Well Being Fund. (Action ES).
7. Flooding Report. This has now been drafted by Cllr Tatman and will be circulated to Cllrs before being sent to Cllr Shelbrooke. (Action GT).
8. Path from Congreves to Parkfield. The meeting concerning the entrance to the path from Ascot had had to be cancelled but would be re-arranged for early in the New Year. Cllr Tatman agreed to check on progress with the Mahdlo Application, which could influence progress on part of the proposed path.(Action GT).
9. Tenders for Garden Maintenance. Cllr Overfield had prepared a new work programme to replace the existing one, to be sent to GGS Groundcare, JMA Services, BY Landscapes and MB Services, with a request to send in tenders before the end of January.2009. (Action JG).
10. Work on Castle Hill Steps. It was agreed that the team of Cllrs would attempt to undertake the work at the end of January, using the gravel surplus to requirement  at the Sports Club. They would ask Stephen Hill for assistance with the hard labour. (Action JB, GT and ES).
11. Replacement Hedge on A58. Glendales had been out to Bardsey the previous day and had made a satisfactory job of replacing the hedge which they inadvertently destroyed earlier in the year. 
12. Changes to Conservation Area. Kate Newell had apologised to the Clerk , explaining that, due to illness, she would be unable to attend the current meeting as arranged. She still wished to have a public consultation meeting but suggested that Saturday January 31st might suit her better than 17th. She had sent copies of the proposed revisions for all Cllrs for distribution at the meeting. Cllrs agreed to the change of date, subject to availability of the hall. They requested further copies of the map for personal distribution. (Action JG).
6193   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  Cllrs Overfield and Bradford are to erect the replacement sign on the embankment.(Action NO & JB).
2 .Willan’s Wood – Registration of title to small triangle The Clerk had received a request from a lawyer at Hartlaw for an appropriate person to make a statutory declaration that the small triangle of land which the Council wished to register had been given to the PC by Mr Willans. 
It was agreed that Colin Martin would be asked to make the declaration in front of a lawyer,(not from Hartlaws).(Action JG).
3. Playground. Cllr Gooch had nothing to report on the state of the grant applications. (Action DG) 
4. Web Site.- Proposal from Deepblue Digital to provide additional work on Web Site for £400. 
Cllr Lobley reported that she had met Mrs Cook of Deep Blue Digital and had discussed additions to the website. She had circulated Cllrs with the detailed proposals, which would cost an extra £400 .Council agreed to pay  for this improvement in web provision.

6196   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.

1. Positioning of Bardsey Parish Map. Cllr Overfield had sent Cllrs a copy of a detailed e mail, including photographs, of his proposals for the placement of the new map. The suggestion is that it should be placed at the junction of Woodacre/Church Lanes in front of the vicarage wall. The present seat should be moved and replaced with a sister seat either side of the map. The mounting and positioning of the map should be undertaken by the contractors who recently framed a similar one in Clifford. Cllrs agreed to the proposal.
2. CE Electric UK – Annual Winter Leaflet. It was agreed to request further leaflets for distribution to elderly residents. (Action JG/LF).
3..Crime Prevention Newsletter. Circulated. 
4. Report to Parish Council of meeting held on Nov. 24th to discuss improving links with Kisdorf. Cllr Flockton reported on the meeting called by Pauline Hills and Tim Gittins and attended by approximately 20 villagers. There was strong support from this gathering and from friends in Kisdorf for further contact between the 2 communities in addition to the 5 year official reunions. On Bardsey’s side, it was considered highly desirable to encourage members of the newly formed Youth Club to become involved in the twinning scheme. The possibility of a visit to Kisdorf by a group from the Sports Club would also be welcomed. The idea of some sort of party in Bardsey with a German theme was also discussed. 
6. Resolution to adopt Freedom of Information document completed by Clerk and e mailed to Cllrs prior to meeting. Council accepted the responses drafted by the Clerk to the guide to proactively published information for the public, including the suggested charge of 20p per sheet for hard cover documents requested by the public. It was formally resolved that   Bardsey cum Rigton Parish Council adopt the New Model Publication Scheme 2008 without modification, under the Freedom of Information Act. This supersedes the 2003 scheme, previously adopted . The scheme will be operational from January 1 2009 and will be valid until further notice. It was agreed that all the information would be publicised on Bardsey’s web site. (Action GL).
7. Response to Code of Conduct Questionnaire circulated between meetings. It was agreed to accept the responses drafted by the Clerk and circulated between meetings.(Action JG). 
8. Letter from Pat Rowlands re proposal for new seat at East Rigton in memory of Frank and William Varley .Mrs Rowlands wished the seat to be placed on the small triangle of land on Rigton Green, as both men had worked and lived in this area. Council had no objection. 
9. New Register of Electors 1.12.2008 – “CSV” Format. Cllr Lobley agreed to circulate this to Cllrs .(Action GL).
10. Sports Club Lease. Cllr Overfield explained that the present lease , with only 17 years still to run, was unlikely to be considered  long enough for the Club to obtainin a grant from Green Leeds. He considered that it would be a fairly simple legal procedure to “surrender” the existing lease and add a new attachment, extending the lease up to 2029 or 2032.It was proposed Cllr Bradford, seconded Cllr Flockton, and agreed unanimously, that the lease should be extended to the time considered most appropriate by the solicitor. 
11. Letter from Ralph Hill re Village Green and Tithe Barn Lane. Mr Hills made 3 points
· Ruts have been formed from wheel tracks of heavy goods traffic, causing scraping to the undersides of cars on the stonework on the central portion of the roadway, on the east side of the pond. The ruts require filling in to the central height.

Council agreed to reply that they were aware of this and hoped that it would be remedied by Cllr John Procter in collaboration with the Council. 

· A plant of the water lily variety is still growing in the summer in the pond, despite attempts to eradicate it. Its flat leaves prevent water fowl alighting on the water. Would the PC consider taking professional advice on how to eliminate it?

Council to reply that advice had been sought and methods of elimination tried . The best solution appeared to be to drain the pond every 2 years. This was due to occur in January 2009.

· Several of the telegraph pole bollards on the grassed edges have been dislodged and require re-setting. 
Council agreed that such action was necessary and would be undertaken. (Action JG, NO).   
12. E mail from NALC re Addresses of Parliamentary Candidates at Elections. An e mail had been circulated asking for the views of Cllrs on whether the addresses of Parliamentary Candidates should be made public at election times. The Council considered that they should not be made public. 
6197   MINOR MATTERS FOR DELEGATION TO CLERK/NEXT AGENDA.

1. Congreve Notice Board Cllr Lobley asked for a progress report. Cllr Bradford said that it was in hand.

2. Wood Lane Verges and Grates Cllr Bradford reported that his wife had written to Leeds City Council about the state of these. She had been informed that the verges would in future be part of Glendales’ schedule. Street Cleansing had been asked to attend to the grates.
