( Action JG/ ES)                                                                                                                              2.Update on 106 Money for Bardsey The following information has been obtained from Phil Staniforth(P.& C) who is now in charge of this operation:-

· The sums to be  available for the Castle Fields Development total £23,373, of which £18,321 is still outstanding.

· £20, 428 of this is to layout green space 

· £7,499.66 is for maintenance of green space 

· £8,463.69 is for provision of fixed play areas and equipment 

· £3,329.92 is for professional fees. 

As it is not completely clear from the above exactly how much influence the Parish Council will have, and whether further payments to LCC have been made by PLH, it was agreed to ask for further information. (Action JG)
3.Bowling Club Lease  Cllr Sidle has obtained further advice from Mr Dyson and he and the 2 other Sub-Committee members dealing with this matter, are now in a position to suggest terms for a new lease to the Bowling Club. The Council voted in favour of offering them a 25 year lease with a  break clause available to either party on similar terms. The Sub-Committee  will arrange a meeting with Andrew Dodsworthof the Bowling Club to reach final agreement on the terms of the new lease. (Action CS/MB/GT)
4.Highways Update   Cllr  Hoyland reported :-

· A58 – Obscured bus stop sign below Hetchell View – Bev Kirk has referred to Jessica Hodgson for LCC Street Staff to do a quick cut back.

· Bingley Arms Ginnel – Still seeking quotes for the re-surfacing/pothole filling. Companies initially seem interested but they don't follow up. 

· Church Lane – Resident at Elm Tree Cottage reported a speeding car mounting the banking by their house and wanted  Council to take whatever action it can to cut down the increasing number of cars speeding through the village. Resident even suggested speed bumps. Cllr Hoyland  is seeking advice from Nick Borras, due to return from holiday today. 

· Keswick Lane – Water issuing from carriageway below traffic lights reported to Highways but was advised that Yorkshire Water  initially needed to investigate. YW have now reported back that it is not a problem with a water main and Highways should investigate . Outcome- feedback to Highways who say that as yet YW have not notified them , but will arrange for work to be done this side of Xmas when a team should be free. Cllr Hoyland has asked that the milestone be done at the same time.

· Steve Parry is going on sick leave , at least 3 months. As yet nobody has been named in his absence. 

· Woodacre Cres/Lane – Seeking advice from Nick Borras with regard to signage both on Woodacre Cres. and the land at the entrance on Woodacre Lane. It was agreed to look into the possibility of placing a sign near the entrance emphasising the importance of using the right coloured bin. The Chairman will first consult Mark Hullah. (Action ES) It was agreed to take the suggestion for a bin pen no further. 
7.Bus shelters.  The Clerk had spoken to Neil Stewart of Metro. A survey has been conducted of all the shelters in the area. Some show virtually no usage. Some further research has to be conducted before a decision can be taken on whether any of them justify replacement. He will contact the Clerk in the new year. Any relocated shelters  will be of the modern, glass and steel type.                                                                                                                                            8.Memorial to Billy Gilmore. The Chairman had suggested to Mrs Gilmore a site with an excellent view in the vicinity of the pond. She and her family had then visited and decided that it was not close enough to the pond. After further discussion, it was agreed to allow this one extra bench on the pond site, but  the Council will choose the exact spot. After a short interval, a notice should be placed in the Newsletter stating that in future anyone wishing to have a commemorative seat placed in the village should first consult the PC.
