MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON FEBRUARY 11TH 2016

POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM  No Police Officers or residents attended, but  PCSO Alan Stead reported by e mail that no crimes had been committed in Bardsey during the last month. 

DECLARATION OF PECUNIARY AND OTHER INTERESTS.   None.

6895   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON JANUARY 14TH 2016. These were approved. 

6896   MATTERS ARISING  

1 Vacancy on Parish Council  No one has yet applied to fill the vacancy but Cllrs are approaching a number of possible candidates. (Action ES) 

2. Update on 106 Money for Bardsey.The Clerk had been given further information from Parks & Countryside who are now responsible for how the 106 money is spent. The sum of £8,463 must be spent on the provision of new  play equipment or refurbishment or upgrading of existing equipment, but not on maintenance. P & C. would need to know about ownership of the land and about future maintenance and possible liability. They have to demonstrate to new residents that they stand to benefit from the way the money is spent. There should eventually be a total of about £40k for PC use,(including that for playground projects). BPC can now start to put together a flexible  plan for how they would like to use the remainder of the money and submit it to P & C for approval. Cllrs discussed this and agreed to take no definite action until Cllr Ward returns. In the meantime they will obtain information on pieces of adult type equipment which could be purchased for the playground. In addition to work in Park Field and Willan's Wood, the Pond could be included in work justifying 106 money. (Action JG/IF) 

3.Bowling Club Lease Cllr Sidle e mailed Cllrs with  a revised draft lease from Hartlaw , also sent to the Bowling Club. This requires an annual rent payable to BPC of £300 p.a. for a term of 25 years, commencing 30 March 2015 and ending on 29th March 2040. A rent review date is set for 1 April 2018 and at the end of each third year thereafter.  No response has yet been received from the Bowling Club. 

4.Highways Update    Cllr Hoyland reported :-

· Church Lane – Following a request for speed calming measures after a car went off the road and landed up a banking, the feedback was that as the road has a relatively good safety record, it was not justified to introduce traffic calming measures, and we are advised to report such matters to the Police.

· On the bridge by the Dell an eroded drain surround was reported and has now been dealt with .

· Charlie Parkinson,(in Steve Parry's absence) is following up and plans to investigate tomorrow. 

· Beyond the Bingley arms collapsed road sign and abandoned road marker post, blocked inlets on Church Lane, carriageway issues on Keswick Lane below the traffic lights ,and A58 milestone reinstatement. 

· Bingley Ginnel – The Community Wellbeing Fund might provide money for this. Cllrs confirmed approval for this idea.(Action BH) 

· Blackmoor Lane – Leeds Voluntary Rangers have carried out improvements to the footpath off Blackmoor Lane by Sheepcote Farm. BH has passed on thanks on behalf of the Council. 

· Woodacre Crescent – LCC plans do not indicate grass verge etc on Woodacre Crescent and they could only suggest contacting Land Registry for further details of ownership. 

· Woodacre Lane – Due to blockage, a new gully and inspection chamber are to be installed in order to facilitate further investigation by camera. The work has been scheduled for half term. 

· Drainage System – Following on from the last Council meeting, BH asked if we could have a plan of Bardsey's drainage system. Dave Penty said he would do what he could to assist with this and get back to her. He said that Yorkshire Water have plans of their system. 

· Duck Pond – As a public bridleway, LCC are responsible for the maintenance of this way to a standard suitable for public use on foot, horseback and pedal cycle, but the Council does not have any maintenance responsibility to maintain the bridleway to a standard suitable for motorised  vehicular traffic. Residents who enjoy private vehicular rights would have a responsibility to maintain the routes in question for their vehicular use .Private vehicular rights would normally be considered to include invited visitors and other service vehicles- refuse lorries, the Royal Mail etc. 

 Bridleway 18 is not adopted as publicly maintainable highway by Highways and Transportation according to the Arc Map database to which BH has access. However, connecting roads – Tithe Barn Lane, Smithy Lane and the southern part of The Ginnel (from the Old Vicarage southwards) – are adopted.

Those without private vehicular rights should not be using Bridleway 18 for this purpose and to do so is actually a criminal offence under Section 34 of the Road Traffic Act 1988.This is a matter for the Police to follow up if they consider it necessary. The Public Rights of Way Service does install barriers to prevent unauthorised use where such action is shown to be necessary. However, this can only occur where it is practical to do so and where funding is provided.                                                                             Cllrs agreed that this information on bridleways should be passed to the public via the Newsletter. (Action LF) 

5. Waste Bins – Parkfield – Possible Signs. Norman Overfield has again raised the question of whether the PC intends to provide screening for the bins following an occasion when both bins were overturned in high wind. Cllrs agreed to take no further action until Cllr Ward returns. Mark Hullah has told the Chairman that a simple “No Dog Refuse in this Bin” sign on the green bins is what is required.                                                                      

6.Woodacre Crescent Parking Problem  No Further action is to be taken on this matter at present.                                                                                                                                                     7. Memorial Seat for Billy Gilmore.  A meeting of interested parties to discuss the most suitable location is to be arranged ASAP. It was agreed to include neighbouring residents who are to be advised that this was not initiated by the Council  and not intended to set a precedent for further seats in the area. (Action ES/MB)                                                                                                                  8.Hedge alongside Willan's Wood- Quotation from Craggwood Tree Care .Cllrs Tatman and Flockton had met a representative of  Craggwood  and had requested quotations for work required both on the A58 and at Park Field. Craggwood had later submitted to Cllr Tatman  some approximate figures for both sets of work dependent on the time the jobs would take, and without a breakdown of individual costs. Cllr Tatman had urged Cllrs  by e mail to make a decision due to time pressure when tree work can be undertaken. As the costs seemed substantial, the Chairman and Clerk considered the matter should go to a Council meeting for discussion,  and asked Cllr Flockton to request a quotation for the Willan's Wood work only in the first instance. When approached,  James of Craggwood still expressed a preference to quote a daily rate . He felt strongly that one particular  tree in Park Field  is dead and in danger of falling into the playground. He is prepared to coppice the hedge on Willan's Wood and remove this dead tree in Park Field  for one day's work - £550 + VAT. Cllrs agreed to accept this. (Action LF) 

9.Tour of Yorkshire – 2016   The Chairman gave some details of activities being arranged. The School is planning to hold cycle races on April 29th.                                                                                                                             10 Bus shelters on A58   Neil Stewart of Metro has sent the Clerk details of the type of shelter Metro is prepared  to install.  They will replace all the existing shelters on the A58 in Bardsey but cannot provide any extra ones. Cllrs agreed to the proposals but will request that in place of the shelter at Wayside Mount, there should be a replacement shelter on the opposite side of the road at Congreve Approach where there is a wooden one at present. Village Pond  Cllr Hoyland is to seek further clarification on the status of the bridleway outside The Ferns . Cllr Bosomworth  is to consult Martin Hammond about suitable maintenance of the pond and Norman Overfield is to be asked for information he received on grass cutting in the area. Cllr Bosomworth will at some stage go through the file on the pond and compile a list in conjunction with N O on a regular maintenance programme. 6897   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 

1 .Park Field  Nothing further to report.

2. Neighbourhood Plan.Cllr Sidle reported on decisions made at the January meeting and subsequent actions taken. Cllr Frankland has produced a Project Plan with which the SC was in agreement. Revisions to NDP policies were also agreed but some points require further clarification. As a follow up to the meeting, Cllrs Sidle and Frankland visited Ian Mac Kay and went through the entire text of the revised version, objectives and policy ,word for word with him. Some suggestions for improvement were made by IM. They discussed schedules and it now looks as though publication could be achieved during  April 2017, although much depends on the time taken for consideration by LCC. As the SC has already consulted extensively with the village, IM considers that when the formal consultation stage is reached all that will be required is a letter  to residents inviting any further comments on the pre submission draft of the NDP.  Copies of the plan should be made available to residents in various parts of the village and on the village website . The SC is advised to concentrate more on its Statutory Consultees. A detailed list of all responses obtained and subsequent actions taken to the Consultation Statement will be submitted to our chosen Inspector,together with the Basic Conditions Statement and the Final Draft NDP.It is hoped that this will be during mid- September  2016.The NDP Referendum is expected to take place during February 2017. He also explained that the SC had decided against making a joint response to the document from the Dept .of Local Government on proposed changes to the National Planning Policy  Framework. One of the main reasons was that if the proposed changes were ultimately approved, this would lead to a reversal  with the now clearly established wishes of the village. Such a reversal would be impossible to justify without  further village consultation. 

3. Playground.- Purchase of additional camera from Dom Alarms. Cllr Sidle has placed the order for an additional camera to be purchased by the PC. at a cost of £450 + VAT. 

4. Web Site – Jason Cook had contacted Cllr Frankland and suggested that the current website is outdated,  insecure, and not obtainable on smartphones. He asked whether the Council had any money they could use for him to update the site. Cllr Frankland is not completely happy with the proposal and is most anxious that the NP work should not be lost in the process. He is also not keen on inclusion of Twitter and other social sites. He agreed to ask Jason  for further details and costs. (Action IF) 

5. Sports Club. Cllr Bosomworth reported that BSC is not in favour of further cameras . A good cricket club dinner had taken place ,with no hostilities shown. There are still problems for the Football section, however, with the Juniors and Seniors poles apart. He is trying to meet with the chief protagonists to try to identify the problem. Finances are on track, though the Senior Football  Section has not yet paid its dues. 6900   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.

1 Phone Call from Peter Guest re parking on Margaret Avenue. Mr Guest had asked the Clerk whether the Council could take any action to prevent residents of Margaret Avenue parking without due consideration for their neighbours. He had later rung again to report that the situation had improved . He agreed to continue to monitor it and to report back to the Council if he considered it necessary. 

2.Invitation from Nick Lane Fox to view preliminary planning application for development on 2 fields owned by the Estate between The Drive and First Avenue and to view Wothersome Plant    Bramham Estate is about to submit a planning application for development on these fields . They are not yet ready to hold a public meeting but invite members of Bardsey PC and SC to attend a preliminary presentation at Bramham Park ,preferably in late afternoon during the week commencing March 7th . Cllr Tatman had encountered  Nick Lane Fox at a social event before Christmas and had ,expressed a desire to see the Wothersome Grange  anaerobic plant, now that it is operational. If other Cllrs are interested ,this could be arranged following the presentation. After some discussion, it was agreed politely to turn down the invitation which could be misunderstood  by the village as implying support for the proposal. Cllrs are quite willing to view the Wothersome Plant. 

3. Debris in Beck .Cllr Frankland had reported that a considerable  amount of debris has accumulated in the beck near the  bridge on Cornmill Ginnel. By the time of the meeting, however, he reported that he had witnessed tree surgeons on Mr Foster's land. 13 trees on the East side of the beck appear to have been felled and the debris has been cleared.  

6901   MINOR MATTERS FOR DELEGATION TO CLERK/NEXT AGENDA

.1.SID Device Cllr Flockton reported that at the recent Wetherby and Harewood Forum meeting it had been made known that this device is available for use by Cllrs interested in using it as a deterrent to speeding motorists. Cllrs are not in favour of accepting the offer.
