MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON JANUARY 13TH 2011.
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM There was no Police attendance but crime figures were received, showing 3 burglaries of dwellings, 1 assault, 1 theft non specific, and 1 incident of criminal damage to the telephone kiosk on Keswick Lane. The Clerk had reported the latter to BT. 
One resident, Ms. Gemma Brown attended , expressing interest in helping raise funds for the village hall. She was given permission to place an advert in the March Newsletter promoting the Beer Festival. She also mentioned that her family would be willing to allow one of their fields to be used for a car boot sale in aid of the village hall. She was invited to attend the next committee meeting of the VHC. 
DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST  None.
PRESENT Cllrs Overfield, Tatman, Bradford, Hoyland, Wright and Lobley. 
APOLOGIES. Cllrs Stentiford, Gittins and Flockton.
In the absence of the Chairman, the Vice-Chairman, Cllr Overfield, took the Chair.   
6355   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON DECEMBER 2ND 2010 These were approved. 
6356   MATTERS ARISING  
1. Youth Club. Cllr Overfield reported that this was continuing to go well but he was doubtful whether there would be sufficient interest to justify the club continuing in the summer.  
2. New Tree in memory of Mike Palmer- Jones  The Chairman had checked the prices of the 2 preferred options at Johnsons of Whixley. Both trees were roughly the same price. A Prunus with a root ball would be £26-30 and bare rooted £14-16. A stake and tie would probably add a further £3-5. It was agreed to purchase the Primus Padus Wateri with the root ball. (Action ES).
3. Parish Plan Update.-Between meetings Jack Cairns had written to Council querying the designation of provision of dropped kerbs as completed. He contended that more would be desirable and this subject should therefore be included in the list of on going projects.  It was agreed to include this item in Matters on Going. (Action GL)
4. Path from Congreves to Park Field.  Cllr Tatman reported that he has submitted a grant application form for funding of the path. He will learn in 8 days whether the project will advance to stage 2. The grant of £65,500 applied for is for Community Spaces and has been submitted on behalf of Bardsey Footpath Group as Parish Councils are ineligible to apply. 
5. Highways Update. Cllr Hoyland reported that Mill Lane has now been swept .The kerbstones and verges are unlikely to receive attention until the end of this financial year. 
6. Quotations for Hedge and Grass Cutting work requested from GGS Groundcare .Mark Hullah has submitted a quotation for 3 jobs:-
· Hedge cutting in front of Willan’s wood – from stone trough to Wood Lane – 2 cuts p.a. at £15 per cut. Grass cutting every 2 wks in cutting season on A58 both sides of Church Lane - £18 per cut. 

· Removing damaged hawthorn on Wetherby Rd., supply and planting of new hawthorn – £42.50.
Council agreed to accept all 3 quotations. 

The Clerk was asked to notify Glendales that from now until further notice they will not be required to cut the grass on the strip from the bridge at Hetchell View to the ginnel opposite Mill Lane. (Action JG)
At the request of Cllr Flockton, Mark Hullah had removed broken fencing from the grassed area opposite the entrance to the playground on Keswick Lane. 
7. Problems identified by Mrs Bradford on Wood Lane. The problem regarding blocked gullies has been passed to the Refuse Dept. who have promised to clear them, and the hedge problem to Forestry who have promised to look into the problem. 
8. Security Arrangements concerning Bardsey Sports Club/ Car Park/ Playground. Cllr Tatman had been informed that planning permission would be required for the erection of a pole mounted CTCV camera. Cllrs Overfield, Stentiford and Wright  had met and authorised Cllr Overfield to draw up a specification to go out to suppliers from other companies. Cllrs Overfield and Tatman will meet Adrian Ward (LCC Planning) to discuss the need for planning permission. (Action NO/GT)
9. Possible Partnership Framework between WISE and Bardsey Village. It was agreed to send this letter to Pauline Hills with a suggestion that the Good Companions should make contact. The Council will offer support by advertising on the website. (Action JG)
10. Follow up to Gas Works carried out on the Congreves. Cllr Lobley reported that Morgan Sindall had promised delivery of the promised bench, which is to have a hard core base, between 25 and 28 January. This must be added to the PC insurance. Residents have received a further letter advising them that there are to be 2 further excavations in Meadow Close where a new pipe has to be installed. 
6357   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  This is in good condition. 
2 .Willan’s Wood. There was nothing further to report – other than the quotation from GGS Groundcare for hedge cutting in front of the wood. ( M/A 6) 
3. Playground. The Chairman had reported that the final wording for the sign had now been confirmed and the sign would cost approximately £75. Cllr Bradford had had to call in the Mole Man once again as lots of molehills had appeared when the snow disappeared. One mole had been caught but it was possible that there was another. Cllr Wright again raised the issue of the 2 missing screws in the climbing wall, making it insecure. Cllr Bradford said that , once replaced, they were soon removed again by vandals. 
4. Web Site and Community Forum . Jason Cook has agreed to attend the February meeting Cllr Lobley said that the  Forum had not been used for 3 months.
