BARDSEY CUM RIGTON PARISH COUNCIL 
MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON JANUARY 12TH 2012.

PRESENT Cllrs Stentiford, Bradford, Flockton, Wright, Hoyland, Tatman, Bosomworth and Frankland. 

APOLOGIES  None.
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM PC Atkinson and Special Constable Holly Hutchinson attended the meeting. They reported that there had been no crime during the last month .The Chairman asked whether the Police could take any measures to reduce the speed of traffic on Keswick Lane, a problem identified by Mr Wright of The Drive, and corroborated by Cllrs. The 30 mph speed limit is repeatedly ignored, the problem being most acute in the early morning between 8 and 9.30. PC Atkinson agreed to book the SID device for this time and place. He was also reminded of potential problems in Hetchell Woods when the better weather returned. 
Mr Alan Bullock also attended to complain about the dangerous state of many roads in Bardsey – in particular Church Lane, Keswick Lane, and Woodacre Lane. 

Cllr Hoyland informed him that plans were in the pipeline to re-surface the carriageway of Church Lane from the A58 to the bridge and from The Dell to the Bingley Arms, linking up with the part beyond the Bingley already repaired. It is hoped to start work in June. Tithe Barn Lane and Smithy Lane will also receive attention. It is hoped that the work will not involve road closure , but can be dealt with by traffic lights. 
Mr Paul Carvis also attended to inquire about the application for new stables and tack room off Church Lane, opposite the Bingley. He is writing to oppose this application. Cllr Tatman explained that it was not being processed at present as the right fee had not yet been paid. 
WELCOME TO “NEW COUNCILLOR” The Chairman welcomed Barbara Hoyland back to the Council and witnessed her signature on the Declaration of Acceptance of Office form.
DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST None.  
6419   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON DECEMBER 8TH & 15TH –These were approved  
6420   TALK BY CLLR RACHAEL PROCTOR                              
Cllr Proctor stressed the importance of Bardsey producing a Neighbourhood Plan to shape the future of the village over the next few years. Without one, a village would have no redress against any development proposed for it. Although Planning would be an important element in the NP, other issues such as the impact of development proposals on education, retail facilities, medical facilities, sewerage, traffic etc. would need to be included. A working group to steer the NP would need to be set up and Cllr Proctor and her husband would both be willing to form part of it as village residents. Leeds Core Strategy would not be known until the end of February. The villages would then need to tailor their requirements to this overall plan.
Some councils have already begun their NPs and we may be able to learn from them. Julian Holmes of Collingham PC is hoping to obtain from George Hall of Scholes some of the details known to him about LCC SHLAA proposals. 
Cllr Proctor informed the Council of a meeting to be held in Bardsey Village Hall by Park Lane Homes concerning a site they wish to develop between the A58 and the A64 near Red Hall. First consultations will take place on January 25th. 
The Chairman reported that the meeting with Julian Holmes of Collingham and the Chairmen of East Keswick and Scarcroft PCs had been useful and friendly. It had been agreed that border issues would be “parked” for the time being. 
6421   MATTERS ARISING  
1. Hetchell Woods. Conditions were fine at present, although some quad and motor bikes had been detected there illegally. It was suggested that anyone encountering these cyclists should dial the Police on 101. 
2. New Seat for West Well. The Chairman reported that this has been ordered from Marmax Products at a cost of £337 + £45 delivery, and VAT of £76.40, making a total of £458.40. He estimated that professional installation would be required and would cost approx. £150. The Clerk could now send in these details to the Insurers.(Action JG) 
3. Purchase of Signs at approach to Bardsey Sports Club.  There was no further progress on this. (Action ES) 
4. Path from Congreves to Park Field. Cllr Tatman offered to accompany the Chairman on a visit to Nick Pritchard when this could be arranged.(Action ES/GT)
5. Highways Update.-“Pooling “ on A58.  Steve Parry has agreed to pass this to the Drainage Section to investigate.
Another pooling problem regularly occurs at the end of Mill Lane where the gulley is ineffective and needs jetting.(Action GW). 

Cllr Wright reported that no progress had been made re the sign requested at the approach to the Blacksmith’s field or re the hand rail at Bank Top.   
6. Purchase of new tree in memory of Mike Palmer- Jones. A week’s notice before purchase is required. It will probably be purchased in the week commencing 23.1/12. (Action ES, GT, and JB) 
7. Marker Posts on Cornmill Ginnel. Nothing had been done to date. 
8. Security Arrangements concerning Bardsey Sports Club/ Car Park/ Playground. Cllr Tatman reported that unfortunately the application from BSC and BPC for an Area grant for security lighting had been turned down. Norman Overfield had indicated that BSC would be reluctant to proceed without some form of grant and he has now completed a further grant application to EDEHL Area Panel asking for a grant of £2,575 on behalf of BSC, and stating that BPC have agreed to contribute the same amount.  
9. Purchase of new Litter Bins for Park Field.  The Clerk had obtained a catalogue from Amberol for Council to consider. (Action GW) 
10. New Noticeboard to be shared with Bardsey Sports Club in vicinity of Playground. This has now been manufactured and will be delivered to BSC on Friday. 
11. Broken Dog Litter Bin. The Clerk had sent a reminder to John Woolmer about this. 
12. Hawthorn Tree at end of First Avenue. This had been dealt with by LCC. 
13. Participatory Budgeting – the School and the Scouts. It was agreed to widen this to all organised groups of young people under the age of 18 in the village. The Chairman will prepare a notice setting out that a sum of up to £500 could be made available for a suitable project devised and voted on by the young people which would be beneficial to the community. This will be advertised in the Newsletter and on the Website. (Action ES)
6422   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  Cllr Wright reported that another tree had fallen across the path near the embankment and required immediate attention. Cllr Bradford reported that he had reminded Andrew Ward of Bardsey Tree Services about the need to deal with the previous tree and had asked him to attend to this alder tree at the same time and to clear up the debris. 
Cllr Wright also reported that half of a construction sign had fallen into the beck and might float down to Collingham. Cllr Bosomworth offered to attempt to retrieve it. (Action MB) 
2 .Willan’s Wood .There was nothing to report. 
3. Playground. SMP/Record had been sent a copy of the report from Wicksteed Leisure following their inspection of the playground. This criticised the installation of some of the equipment. Angela Massey, Customer Service Administrator, had asked their Contracts Manager to investigate. The latter had carried out an initial assessment and would be reporting on a plan of action.  
4. Web Site . Cllr Frankland reported that he had added a Lost and Found section.
5.School and Community Links.  There was nothing to report.
