BARDSEY CUM RIGTON PARISH COUNCIL 
MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON JULY 21ST 2011.
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM PC Hurrell( Tel; L. 2855 374) attended and reported 3 crimes during the last month – 1 burglary other and 2 burglaries of dwellings. One of the  burglaries of dwellings involved gaining entry by forcing euro profile locks with vice grips, now known to be susceptible to forced entry. 
The problem of fly tipping was discussed. The Police Officer agreed to check known rural dumping areas when possible at night. (MA 23).
The Officer was also advised about the parking issue on Margaret Ave/Mill Lane and asked to check on cars parked there unsuitably. (M/A 5c).

APOLOGIES. Cllrs Powell and Mamojlovic. 
6383   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON JUNE 9TH  2011. These were approved. 
6384   MATTERS ARISING  
1. Hetchell Woods.  The Chairman reported that all seemed well when he visited the wood the previous Sunday. He asked the Clerk to arrange a meeting for him with Steven Wood, Clerk to Thorner PC to discuss mutual problems re the woods. (Action JG)
2.Callister Hall Steps – Hand Rail.   A wooden hand rail had been supplied by LCC. The PCC had expressed their appreciation and queried whether it should be varnished. Cllrs considered that the rail was rather flimsy and this should be reported to ROW .(Action JG)  
3.Grit Bins. There was still no information about when these could be supplied.   
4. Path from Congreves to Park Field. The Chairman said that he had yet to discuss with Nick Pritchard what type of permissive path would be most suitable. He and Cllr Bosomworth would discuss the feasibility of stepping stones. Cllr Tatman suggested that someone (not necessarily a Cllr) with a real interest in obtaining this path, should put in a new grant application.  (Action ED, MB).

Highways Update:-                                                                                                             a..Letter to Mill Lane residents re Parking   Letters had been distributed to all residents of Mill Lane requesting more considerate parking , preferably off the road.                                                                                                                                               b. Reply from Highways to Complaint from PC re condition of Road Surface  Highways considered that in general the road surface was satisfactory. There were a few places apparently damaged by wagons on which they would keep an eye. Cllrs considered that the surface was deteriorating further and Highways should be advised of this. (Action JG).                                                                                                                               c. Letter from Beverley Humphries re Parking by Mill Lane residents on Margaret Avenue. Mrs Hughes complained about Mill Lane residents parking on the junction of Margaret Avenue , an extremely narrow road .She had received abuse when asking one owner to park more considerately. Cllrs hoped that the Police would deal with this ,as agreed. 
6. Official Opening of Table Tennis Facility. The Chairman reported that this was likely to take place on a Tuesday evening, possibly August 2nd at around 5.30pm. It was agreed that the PC should provide soft drinks and refreshments similar to those offered at the Playground Opening. He would consult with Caroline Hills. (Action ES)
7. Marker Post on Cornmill Ginnel. It had been agreed between meetings that John Mills, Highway Engineer, would meet with Cllr Frankland to discuss the possibility of Highways funding a replacement on safety grounds. (Action JG)
8. Security Arrangements concerning Bardsey Sports Club/ Car Park/ Playground.- Grant Application and Planning Application. The Planning Application had been submitted with the appropriate fee of £85 but had been returned with a request for further information. Cllr Tatman and Norman Overfield had completed an application for a Well Being grant for the lighting .The requirement for PCs to pay for planning applications was raised and Cllr Tatman agreed to check whether this applied to councils in the Leeds area.  (Action GT)
9. Subsidence of road on either side of Kisdorf Bridge. Jen Heskell, Assistant Engineer, had examined the bridge and reported that the problem arose from settlement of fill and was not serious. There had been no deterioration since 1999 and there was no safety risk. They would carry out some minor remedial work. Cllr Frankland reported that Highways had carried out some work on the verge. It was agreed to thank Highways for the work done and to ask  whether further work was intended. (Action JG).
10. New Noticeboard to be shared with Bardsey Sports Club in vicinity of Playground .The  brochure had been passed to BSC for them to choose the design they preferred .Cllr  Bradford will discuss with Norman Overfield. (Action JB)
11. Saplings opposite Ghyll Cottage, Church Lane. The Chairman has arranged to meet Mark Hullah to discuss whether anything can be done. (Action ES)
12. Problem of Subsidence at Village Hall. Cllr Bradford explained that the subsidence was getting worse and various methods of dealing with it are under discussion and being discussed by “experts”. The Chairman offered to check whether any funding could be provided by the organisers of the Bramham Festival. (Action ES) 
13. Hedge on Keswick Lane obscuring view for motorists. The hedge has now been cut. 
14.Possible Sponsorship of Police Community Support Vehicle by Parish Councils. This is still being considered. John Wright is to be asked to obtain further details of the use for the van. (Action GW)
15. Bardsey Fest/ Queen’s Jubilee Celebration 2012. Cllr Flockton reported that she, the Secretary, and the Chairman and Treasurer, all wished to resign from this committee. Cllr Powell had told the Clerk that she has been invited to become the new Chairman and will attend the first Fest meeting on Monday evening. 
16. Possible Encroachment in area adjacent to Village Pump. The Chairman will speak to the residents. (Action ES).
17. Date of Week for Parish Council Meetings. It was agreed to retain Thursdays as the meeting date.
18. Wooden Gate adjacent to Wearmouth’s old shop. Cllr Flockton , after consultation, accepted that the gate belonged to Wearmouth cottage and the cottage next door . There was therefore no problem about its erection over a ROW as the gate could be opened by the public .Council agreed to put up a yellow waymarker sign. (Action JB) 
19. Damaged Steps on small ginnel off A58.The Clerk had contacted Morgan Sindall. Their representative, David Hirst, had requested further details/photos before accepting responsibility. Cllr Wright had taken photographs and e mailed them to him. .It was difficult, however, to ascertain whether the damage had been caused by this firm or by Northern Gas who are currently working there, updating the sub-station. It was suggested that Cllr Wright should try to persuade the latter to repair the 3 bottom steps whilst on site. (Action GW).
20. Vegetation on Wood Lane.  Although the cutting back of the trees has been carried out satisfactorily, there has been no response to the constant requests from the PC to cut back the vegetation. The Clerk was asked to remind Highways once again. (Action JG).
21. Youth Club and Discipline at BSC.  E mails had been received from the Youth Club Leader and in response from Norman Overfield. Shaun Macklin complained about the permanent banning of 2 boys and temporary banning of a third  from BSC and thereby from the Youth Club . He claimed that they were all well behaved at the YC and their banning had resulted in other youths leaving. Norman Overfield explained that BSC discipline was tighter than that of the YC.Council supported the actions of NO and BSC.   
22. Report on Parish Walks.- Path across field from East Keswick to Gateon House Lane.  The first walk had been undertaken by 2 ladies, accompanied by 2 dogs. The second walk  had been cancelled due to inclement weather and was re-scheduled for the coming Saturday. 
East Keswick PC had suggested that Bardsey PC should seek to get the path which was the continuation of their Path No 9 from Moor Lane to Gateon House Lane reinstated. Cllrs thought this unnecessary as the route was clearly indicated and the route rarely walked. Cllr Flockton, however, said that they would consider the idea when walking it on Saturday. A suggestion was made that the walks could in future be advertised at the school to encourage better participation. 
23. Fly topping on Holme Farm Lane.  One incident -, involving some asbestos dumping, had been reported to LCC and removed by them. 10 days later, however, a further pile of rubbish, including 81 old car tyres had been found in the same location. It was feared that this was becoming a systematic tipping area. The Police had been notified as it was considered that the majority of the rubbish was commercial. Some domestic rubbish dumping, including an old mattress, had been dumped at the entrance to Hetchell. 
6385   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  Cllr Wright reported that GGS were still due to mend the fence (Cllr Bradford had spoken to Mark Hullah about this). One bin had been set on fire and an attempt made on a second one. GGS are to be asked to clear up the mess and to clear the debris on the embankment. It was agreed to check whether there were any new bins in Norman Overfield’s garage. (Action JG). An overgrown ash tree required attention and a quote would be required from Andrew Ward. 
2 .Willan’s Wood. There was nothing to report. 
3. Playground. This was being well used and had even become an “attraction” for grandparents living outside the area to visit with grandchildren, using the free bus service .
4. Web Site . Cllr Frankland reported that he had held a meeting with Jason Cook which he had found useful. He had learnt:-
· There is a filter system.
· Jason will pass on his list of e mail addresses .

· He is still requiring some photos of Cllrs. 

· The Sports element on the website should become a separate link to avoid overload. 
5.School and Community Links.- Diamond Jubilee Celebration. Cllr Wright reported that this had been very successful and the Parish Council quiz had proved popular.

6388   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.

1 Letter from Mr and Mrs Bowden re Removal of Litter Bins on A58.The Bowdens complained that the litter bin adjacent to Grange Close and the one at the bus stop opposite Hetchell Woods had both disappeared. Council agreed to remind the Refuse Dept. of the need to reinstate.(Action JG)
2.Request for Late Bars – August 13(until 1am), October 22 ( until 12mn).This was made by Caroline Hills on behalf of BSC. The Council had no objection. 
3. Letter from Crime Stoppers re Funding. The W. Yorks. Branch requested a contribution of £150 towards its work. It was agreed to circulate the literature before making any decision. 
4. YLCA Joint Annual Meeting – Saturday 23 July – Poppleton Community Centre – 2pm. Noted. 
5. Letter from Stephen Smithson re Grass Cutting in front of his property – The Coppice, 41 Church Lane. Mr Smithson asked the Clerk to contact Glendales about inclusion of the grass in front of his property in their regular schedule. (Action JG)
6. Retirement of Ian Strong from YLCA – Buffet Lunch (10/9/11)/ Contribution to Retirement Gift. Noted. 
7. E mail from Stephen Wood – Suggestions for formula for Councils when setting up special Sub- committees. Noted. 
8. Letter from Su Cairns re state of Duck Pond, Condition of Ginnel, Verges and Potholes on Tithe Barn Lane .Mrs Cairns complained that the pond was becoming silted up with weeds due to lack of attention since Norman Overfield retired from the PC. The ginnel was overgrown with brambles and weeds. The grass verges on Tithe Barn Lane required regular cutting and the road was full of potholes. No decision was reached on the most suitable person (not necessarily a Cllr) to ask to accept responsibility for pond maintenance. The Clerk would contact LCC about the potholes and grass cutting. (Action JG) .
6389   MINOR MATTERS FOR DELEGATION TO CLERK/NEXT AGENDA.
1. Telephone Box on Church Lane The Clerk was asked to contact BT once again about cleaning the windows. (Action JG)

2. Tree planted in memory of Mike Palmer – Jones This is still struggling. It was agreed to replace in Jan/Feb with a smaller specimen with a full root structure. 

3. Highway Work noted by Barbara Hoyland  Cllr Wright reported that Barbara had expressed concern at the number of skips and vans on Church Lane outside No 12 but Cllrs were aware that these were required for the extension work being carried out at the house.  Steve Parry has been asked to investigate. She also wondered what was happening to the gullies. She also suggested acquiring reflector signs at the end of Bingley Bank similar to those at the end of First Avenue ,but Cllrs did not consider this would be justified. (Action GW)
4. Maps of Village Cllr Wright has obtained maps of the TPO’s in Bardsey. Cllr Bosomworth will circulate electronically. A definitive map of the village showing land ownership is sought/ required. 
5. West Well  It was reported that 2 stones had been thrown in. The Chairman would remove them . (Action ES)
