MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 8TH MAY 2014
POLICE AND RESIDENTS’ FORUM No Police or residents attended. 
WELCOME TO NEW CLLR AND SIGNING OF DECLARATION OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE.  The Chairman welcomed Julie Norton to the Council and she duly signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office and submitted her Register of Interests. 
DECLARATION OF PECUNIARY AND OTHER INTERESTS. None. 
APOLOGIES.  Cllrs Hoyland and Frankland. 
ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN  It was proposed Cllr Sidle, seconded Cllr  Bryant ,and agreed unanimously,  that Cllr Stentiford should continue to serve as Chairman. Cllr Stentiford agreed to serve for a further year. 
ELECTION OF VICE – CHAIRMAN  It was proposed  Cllr Bryant , seconded Cllr Bosomworth, and agreed unanimously, that Cllr Frankland should continue as Vice- Chairman. Cllr Frankland had agreed in advance, if nominated, to serve for a further year.

6597   MATTERS ARISING  
1.Report on APM.   The attendance at the meeting had been very poor. Cllr Bryant suggested that in future the Council should make better use of e mail to remind residents of the meeting. This requires establishing a good data base. At present there are only about 250 people on the list held by Cllr Frankland. There is also need for a free promotional leaflet next year,and it was agreed to ask Jack Cairns for the April 2015 slot for a leaflet to accompany the Newsletter. It was also agreed to discuss the next APM in September this year.  (Action JG)
2.Follow up to Governance Review. The Council has received a reply from NALC advising that BPC is out of time for challenging the decision made by LCC. It is possible to apply for a late review but only under special circumstances which they do not think apply in this case. Cllrs, however, decided to write again explaining that it had been BPC, not LCC, which had carried out the survey of residents’ views, a key requirement of the legal process, and the name for the village had been given as Bardsley, not Bardsey. 
3. Outside Toilet at Village Hall  The new development for the Village Hall should cover this matter. 
4. Update on 106 Money for Bardsey. There has still been no reply on this matter.
5. Highways Update The Chairman reported that he had met Trevor Wheatley who was concerned about the need for re-surfacing  Rigton Bank . He also suggested a speed bump at the traffic lights to prevent motorists  attempting to jump the lights. (Action BH).
6. Advertising Boards on A58.  Cllr Norton offered to speak to Sally Clark , Head Teacher at Bardsey School, and ask that the banner promoting the school at the junction of Cornmill Ginnel and the A58 , be removed. Cllr Flockton volunteered to ask Thomlinsons to remove one of two signs advertising property on Grange Close. (Action JN/LF).
7. Condition of Telephone Box on Church Lane. BT had replied, asking whether the box required repair. Cllr Frankland later e mailed a list of the defects which the Clerk then passed to BT. As far as we are aware, the equipment is still in working order. 
8. Defibrillator. There was much discussion on the best location for this. The landlord at the Bingley is happy to have it installed there but most Cllrs considered the Village Hall would be a better location. The Chairman offered to invite Richard Hall to consider the sites and to do the necessary installation work. (Action ES) 
9. Duck Pond and Surrounds. A letter had been received from Rachael Procter, writing  as a resident, and complaining about the state of the grass and roads surrounding the pond, both  the responsibility of BPC. There is a discrepancy between the views of the Procters and those of the Council on the appearance of the pond area – whether it should be manicured or natural.  John Procter also wrote offering assistance with his digger for the work required on the road. The Chairman later had an agreeable meeting with the Procters on site. Council agreed that the Chairman should order materials from Mone Bros. and a working party from the Council, probably assisted by John Procter, would undertake the work one weekend in May. Suitable dates to be googled to Cllrs and to John Procter. (Action ES).
GGS should continue to cut the grass at present but the Chairman is to discuss with members of the East Keswick Wildlife Trust the possibility of arranging a Management Agreement with them for taking charge of the pond area and Willan’s Wood. (Action ES).
10. Areas of Grounds Responsibilitiy for Continental Landscapes and GGS Groundcare.and Care of the Horse Trough on the A58. Continental Landscapes have supplied a map showing the areas for which they take responsibility for grass cutting. This does not correspond exactly with the areas previously cut by Glendales and is on a small scale. The Clerk is to ask their manager to come to the next meeting if convenient or to meet a Cllr individually to discuss exactly where their responsibility lies. 6601   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.

1.Review of Leases and Rental Agreements . The Secretary of the Bowling Club had written to the Council pointing out that the Club’s lease would shortly expire. The Chairman studied the Bowling and Tennis Club leases and the summary of both prepared by Norman Overfield was circulated to all Cllrs. There are differences in opinion amongst Cllrs as to whether or not rents should be increased in line with inflation, but it was agreed that it would be appropriate for all rental agreements to be reviewed. Cllr Bryant suggested that the triangle of land rented to Mr Greenwood could instead be made into allotments, for which there appears to be some demand. 
This led to a discussion on allotments. Cllr Flockton offered to contact Leeds NE Homes who may be responsible for letting the land on Woodacre Lane currently used for allotments, and Cllr Norton will make similar inquiries with a known contact on the Estate.    (Action LF/JN) 
2. Parish Walks. The following was agreed:-
· Cllr Bryant will lead the West side walk, where he may make minor changes to the route. 

· Cllr Tatman will lead the East side walk. 

It is hoped to contact all residents who are on Cllr Frankland’s e mail list. 
3. Problems concerning Insurance for residents considered at risk from flooding. Cllr Sidle has been approached by a resident who has experienced difficulty in obtaining house insurance because of alleged proximity to water, and hence the possible danger of flooding. He asked whether the PC would be able to offer support. Cllr Frankland has also encountered people experiencing similar difficulty. The problem appears to be a national one, following last winter’s flooding. Residents living within 200 metres of a watercourse, regardless of environment assessment of risk, can find themselves unable to get insurance cover. It is possible that the PC may, in certain cases, be able to make representation, but this would only be possible if we were more aware of the criteria used by the EA in assessing risk from flooding. Cllr Norton will make inquiries about the most suitable contact in the EA for further information.  If possible, it would be helpful for, first the Council, and then later possibly all residents, to have a meeting with someone from the Dept. who could provide advice. 
4. Trees, Hedging and Bulb Planting Offer from Harewood Ward Cllrs. The Ward Cllrs have listed examples of the above which they are prepared to finance in the villages in the Ward if there is sufficient demand. A list has been e mailed to Clerks for councils to complete. Bardsey Cllrs did not see any need for further trees, but would like to have the hawthorn hedge on the A58 re planted , and more bulbs – snowdrops, crocus, and bluebells. One preferred area for bulbs is that round the village map on Church Lane. (Action JG)
5. Annexing of Land Cllrs are disturbed about how this occurs and anxious to learn more about how to protect land from being taken into private ownership. The Clerk agreed to make inquiries. (Action JG).
5. Enforcement Issue on Bankfield properties. Although the houses have been served with notices to restore the gardens to open space, no action has been taken. Cllr Tatman expressed concern that the Enforcement Order was applicable only to people living in the properties at the time and could not be “passed on” to any new purchasers. making the whole proceedings unenforceable. The Clerk agreed to check this. (Action JG).
