POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM No Police or residents attended. 
ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN AND SIGNING OF DECLARATION OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE. It was proposed Cllr Flockton,  seconded Cllr  Sidle , and agreed unanimously that Cllr Stentiford should continue as Chairman. Although, Cllr Stentiford was not present , the Clerk affirmed that in her opinion Cllr Stentiford was willing to continue as Chairman if this was the wish of the Council. 
ELECTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN. It was proposed Cllr Flockton seconded Cllr Sidle, and agreed unanimously that Cllr Frankland should continue as Vice- Chairman. Cllr Frankland agreed .

1. Parish Council Election  No election had been held in Bardsey as all existing Cllrs had agreed to stand again and no further names had been put forward.  

2.Willan's Wood and Horse Trough.   Cllrs Flockton and Ward had met Andy Ward again and discussed plans for improvement of the wood with him and Richard Lapish. The most ambitious scheme for improvement to both the boundary and the interior, including the formation of a footpath for pedestrians through the wood, would cost £3,600+ VAT. Boundary work only would cost £600. Cllrs agreed that the first option would be possible only if the Council could obtain 106 money or some other grant. Cllr Flockton has written to Cllr Rachael Procter asking her whether the 106 money from Castle Fields is now available and could be used for this project, or whether another suitable grant is obtainable. The Clerk will go back to LCC and ask them the same question. (Action JG)
The Clerk is also to remind Mark Hullah about the request for a price for cobble sets in front of the horse trough on the A58. 
3..Bowling Club Lease It was agreed to take no further action until an answer is obtained from Sport England. 
4.Grassed Area on Grange Close. Cllr Frankland had been informed by British Rail that they do not own the land. After some discussion, it was agreed to make no further attempt at present  to take ownership of the land , but in the interests of keeping a prominent part of the village neat and tidy, to ask GGS to continue to cut it. It was also agreed to check on the public liability insurance for GGS. Cllr Frankland has taken a number of photographs showing the need for repairs. It was agreed that he would send these to the Clerk who would submit them to Metro with a further request for action. Although Cllr Bosomworth has hammered down the protruding nails, the seat still requires 2 new slats. Cllr Bryant volunteered to check whether this can be dealt with by Cllrs. (Action CB)
11. Village Pond.  It was noted that the grass round the pond has again been cut short by residents .As this is contrary to Council wishes and against professional advice , it was agreed to write to all nearby residents reminding them of Council wishes. (Action JG, GT and CB) .  It was also noted that the inlet pipe needs repairing. Cllr Bryant will contact a neighbour in Syke Lane and ask him to undertake the work. It was agreed that this sounded a worthwhile project and should be advertised on the village website and at the Bowling and Tennis Clubs.                                                                                                       3 Light Pollution Problem and other Issues concerning property on Wetherby Road. Strong external lights have recently been installed on a house on Wetherby Road. These will cause light pollution for a property on the opposite side of the road. Cllr Tatman will mention this to Jessica Thomas in the Planning Dept. There had previously been a problem concerning fencing on top of a wall, for which there had been  no planning application.  The resident has, however,  promised to apply for planning permission retrospectively. He has also been subjected to abuse in the form of defacement of   an Arabic sign of greeting on the property. This has been reported to the Police and Cllr Flockton has expressed sympathy on behalf of  BPC.
