MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON OCTOBER 8TH 2015 
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM  There was no Police attendance.

A small number of residents attended to discuss further the new leases to the Tennis and Bowling Clubs. One speaker asked for clarification as to why in the 1980's the then Parish Council offered the Tennis Club a 37 year lease and the present council is offering only 15 years. Cllr Bosomworth explained that the world has changed in this period and further change can be expected. The Council does not therefore wish to tie the hands of future councils who may face different conditions. The second point made by residents was that the land was gifted to the Council by the Lane Fox family and may have been offered for purposes of sport only. The Clerk had been advised by the PC solicitor that even if there were such a covenant on the land, it is possible to appeal to the donor to have it revoked.  The residents' third point was to reiterate that 25 years is the minimum length of lease required in order to apply for a full grant. The Chairman said that he proposed to convene a meeting of representatives of the 2 clubs and members of the PC to come to an agreement on the length of the leases.

6698   MATTERS ARISING 

1.Sign at end of Woodacre Crescent. Stewart White has written to the Council regretting their attitude towards the sign. He claims that there is not undue pressure on parking at the Village Hall and although parking continues to take place on Woodacre Crescent, it is now far less disruptive. If the Council persist in their intention of erecting their own sign, he suggests 4 points to be included:- parking permitted only on Bowling Club frontage, no parking opposite residents' driveways, no parking on corner with Woodacre Lane, and no turning in residents drives. Cllr Sidle said that he was still considering a suitable form of words for a PC sign. (Action CS)
2. New Waste Bins    The Clerk has ordered 3 new red pole mounted dog bins for Park Field to be delivered in 2 weeks time.  She has signed on behalf of the Council for the 2 new Biffa bins which have been delivered to site today for hazardous and none hazardous waste. The blue dog waste bin has to be replaced as the lock is defective.  Biffa have kindly emptied the AWM bin today and Mark Hullah has agreed to power wash it. The contract with AWM is terminated and they have agreed to remove the bin once it has been emptied and cleaned .Mark Hullah has suggested that a fenced off area on the grass verge be erected for bin storage. This would look tidier and make accessibility by the public less easy. Council agreed to await developments before committing to this arrangement. There is no label on the Dog Waste bin and the Chairman offered to get one.  (Action ES)                                                                        

3. Duck Pond Area.  Bob Beevers has carried out the work requested on the pond. Mark Hullah and PC reps. have cleaned out the weed from the pond.
4. Update on 106 Money for Bardsey. The Clerk has spoken to Chris Bolam who informed her that Park Lane Homes have deposited £3,499 with LCC and are now being invoiced for the next instalment. From November 1st all work in this connection will be handled by Parks and Countryside. Chris suggests compiling a list of suitable projects up to the value of the amount now deposited and seeking the approval of Ward Cllrs before submitting it for approval. Cllr Ward will be asked to suggest a possible list. (Action MW)                                                                           5.Highways Update Cllr Hoyland reported:

· A58/Woodacre Lane Footpaths – Awaiting an update for Steve Parry as to whether sections of the path have been assessed. She has asked for an update on reinstatement of the milestone, stressing the Council does not want it forgotten. 

· Mill Lane – faulty valve now repaired but YW are keeping case open for 5 days in case of further problems. 

· Mill Lane – She has raised replacing damaged or missing marker posts again with Steve Parry and is awaiting a reply.

· Rigton Bank – In view of continuing concerns and incidents, she has asked Nick Borras if traffic calming measures could be considered further up Rigton Bank, after they were rejected as unsuitable on the road up from the A58. 

· Woodacre Lane – Flood alleviation work – Dave Penty apologises for long delay and blames heavy rains for stretching their resources. He hopes to form a team to work in next school holiday. Due to blockages, they have not yet been able to do a camera survey. An inspection chamber will have to be placed on the drain to provide access which will be useful for future maintenance. He will keep us informed of a date when a return to site is arranged. 

· She asked D Penty to look at temporary reinstatement on the carriageway near the village hall which is badly sunken. They will inspect and make good. 

· Bingley Ginnel – Due to continual concerns about the uneven surface, she has asked Bob Buckenham to review the ginnel, widely used by residents connecting parts of the village with the centre. Awaiting a reply.

· Gill Beck – Residents' concern about pollution of beck. Several incidents have been reported to the Environmental Agency Incident Line (0800807060) who have been out but unable to establish the problem. Incidents are intermittent. Several people will monitor the situation and report as necessary.
6. Bowling and Tennis Club Leases. The Clerk has received numerous letters of protest from residents of Woodacre Crescent who have been wrongly informed of definite intentions by the Parish Council to allow building on the land they currently rent from the Council. This impression was formed by those attending the last PC meeting when one Cllr, when asked, had estimated a possible number of houses on the site and a possible valuation. Previous minutes of both the PC and the SC will show that such figures have never before been mentioned and neither committee has expressed any desire to allow building on the land in the foreseeable future. They simply wish to avoid limiting possible future options for other councils in the future. The Clerk has been in regular touch with Mr Dyson, Solicitor for the Council, concerning the leases. He recommends that the 2 clubs should have similar leases for the same period of time, commencing and terminating at the same time. Cllr Bosomworth has drafted a letter to be sent to all who have written in on the subject explaining the Council's position. Cllr Tatman felt that it was too long and offered to re-draft it.  The Chairman has sent Cllrs an email setting out his proposals for new leases for the 2 clubs. He asked Cllrs Bosomworth, Tatman and Sidle to meet with Andrew Dodsworth , Secretary of the Bowling Club. (Action MB, GT CS and JG) 
7.Willan's Wood .As it has recently become known that Richard Carter, who has done work in the past for BPC, has moved back to the area, it was agreed to ask him for a quotation for cutting back the hedge alongside the A58. (Action LF) 
8 Bus Shelter on A58 at junction with Wood Lane. There has been no further news on this. 
9. Seat ?in memory of Billy Gilmore .  The Chairman offered to speak to Mrs Gilmore about the alternative suggestion made by Cllr Ward for a new sign. Cllr Bosomworth suggested that an existing sign listing pond regulations should be removed and a new enlarged sign to include this information in addition to detail of pond life be obtained using the Billy Gilmore money and including a memorial tribute to Billy. Payments to Dom Alarms .  A bill for £90 has been received for annual maintenance.  The Acting Chairman of the  Sports Club (Cllr Bosomworth) will  take it to his committee for consideration. It is expected that the PC will pay half. (Action MB)                                                                                                                12. Paint damage to bridge in Cornmill. The Clerk has sent a letter to Mr  Foster                   but has received no reply.                                                                                                                                             13. Footpath from Cornmill to Callister Hall and Cornmill Ginnel . Mark Hullah has cleared the footpath and  has reiterated  that he sweeps the Cornmill ginnel once a fortnight.                                                                                                                         14. Vacancy on Council.  The Clerk has posted a notice of the vacancy on the notice board. It will also be advertised in the newsletter and on the website.                                                             15. Site Allocations  This issue was discussed but no action will be taken, if any, until more clarity on Headley Hall is available. Cllr John Procter has called a meeting on SAP at Wetherby Town Hall next Thursday which Cllr Sidle will attend.
