MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON NOVEMBER 11TH 2010 
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM  No Police  representatives or members of the public attended the meeting. 
DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST   None. 
APOLOGIES.  Cllrs Lobley and Bradford. 
6341   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON OCTOBER 14TH  These were approved. 
6342   MATTERS ARISING  
1. Youth Club. . A bill for rent of the Sports Club by the Youth Club had been received and is included for payment.  The number of youths attending seems to be increasing. 
2. New Tree in memory of Mike Palmer- Jones. It was agreed to check on which type of silver birch would be most attractive and to find out whether this would be available under the current free tree planting scheme. (Action JG)
3. Conditions in Hetchell Woods  Everything was in order at present. 
4.Parish Plan Update. There was nothing further to report. The Clerk was asked to remind Cllr Lobley to bring her final report on the Plan to the next meeting in order that discussion could commence on producing a new Parish Plan. (Action JG)
6. Path from Congreves to Park Field. Cllr Tatman offered to speak to Rob Meetham about progress. (Action GT)
7. Highways Update. Cllr Hoyland had reported the following between meetings:- 
· She had reported to YWA a complaint concerning a strong sewage smell on the ginnel by the beck . YWA investigated and later checked the outlet and reported that the drain now appears to be clear. 

· She had reported to Highways the state of the fencing on Keswick Lane. Steve Parry had investigated and had replied that the street nameplate was intact , requiring no work. The fence itself, however, did require remedial work as it had suffered, probably by vandalism. Highways were aware that the salt bin at this location was frequently vandalised and tipped over. They were therefore reluctant to replace like for like. Their suggestion was to remove the timber fencing and replace with key clamp fencing i.e. metal poles with scaffolding type poles to act as cross members. Their reasons were:-
(a) Some fencing was necessary to assist pedestrians due to the steepness of the footway and it could not simply be removed. 

(b) This type of fence was more robust and better able to stand up to vandalism. In the long term it was therefore more cost effective, with minimum maintenance requirements. However, the initial cost was greater and the Harewood budget allocation for the year was already overspent ,so Mr Parry would try to get the replacement granted on safety grounds. This would take 6-8 weeks. 

· On Mill Lane complaints had been received about large areas of erosion of the verges, following the re-surfacing work. These had probably been caused to some extent by large farm vehicles but most of the problem was likely to have been caused by machinery operated by LCC vehicles driving on the verges. Steve Parry had explained that the surfacing process used was known as shallow depth recycling. This involved recycling existing carriageway material which can take out any potholes etc and then reshaping and finally sealing with several layers of bitumen emulsion and chippings. Any large voids at the edges of the carriageway would be removed and additional material imported on to the site if required.  
· The Dog Wardens have been asked to pay attention to the path across the Blacksmith’s Field. 
8.Rights of Way not included in Parish Walks.  There was nothing definite to report. 
Cllr Gittins reported on a request he had received from the householder living next door to the Bingley who was applying for planning permission for works in her garden which could involve some excavation work, and may necessitate the temporary closure of the Ginnel for a brief period, probably in February. Cllr Tatman advised that the lady’s contractor would have to apply for a temporary official notice of closure of the Right of Way. Cllr Gittins agreed to report back to the lady. (Action TG)
9.Condition of Congreves following work by United Utilities.  Dave Hutchinson, Area Network Manager for LCC, had apologised and expressed willingness in future to notify the Council of its intended works. 
10.High Hedges obscuring Electricity Sub-Stations. CE Electric had agreed to cut back both the overgrown hedge on the Congreves and that at the junction of Woodacre Lane and Woodacre Crescent (later brought to their attention).The Clerk was asked to check on progress with the second request. (Action JG)
11. New Speed Limit Proposals. All Cllrs approve of the proposed new regulations. The Chairman had written requesting that Spear Fir, currently de-restricted, be included. 
12. Report on Meeting between Chairman, Vice-Chairman and PC Dave Muscroft. Cllr Overfield reported on the meeting held on the Sports Club site  on October 29th to discuss the problems of drugs and vandalism in this location. The Police strongly recommended lighting and various options were discussed to focus on those arriving at the car park and the more difficult task of monitoring of the playground. Bardsey Sports Club members, at their subsequent meeting, had discussed low voltage lighting which, like householder security lighting, would stay on for 15 minutes at a time and would shine downwards. They also considered erecting a sign at the entrance to the car park indicating members only, dawn to dusk. The Parish Council had no objection to a sign. It was agreed that Cllr Stentiford (representing the PC, and Cllr Overfield, representing BSC) ,should meet with a representative of Dom Alarms to discuss costs. (Action ES/NO)
It was also agreed that the final drafting of the sign notice for the playground, welcoming people to the playground but banning certain activities, as revised by Cllrs on e mail, be accepted. The Chairman offered to arrange to get one sign constructed by the firm used by LCC. (Action ES)
13. A58 Hedge. Mark Hullah has trimmed the front of the hedge but has left the top. Cllr Overfield recommends keeping this the same height as the railings. GGS is to be asked to quote for inclusion of this area in their annual contract,  for a few years , instead of leaving it in the hands of Glendales.(Action JG) 
6343   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  There was nothing to report. 
2 .Willan’s Wood.- Hedge. It was agreed to ask Mark Hullah to cut the hedge in front of the wood. (Action JG)
3. Playground. Cllr Overfield had e mailed Cllrs between meetings reporting on wild behaviour in the playground at Halloween, when, following 2 phone calls he had received from the BSC Club Steward, he had to make 2 calls to the Police, who , following the second call, had arrived promptly and flooded the area with search lights, causing the youths(thought to be mainly from Wetherby) to flee. This occurred on the day after the meeting (M/A 12) with PC Dave Muscroft.

Cllr Wright reported that another small screw had been removed from the climbing apparatus. Cllr Bradford is to be asked to deal with it. (Action JG) . 
4. Web Site and Community Forum Cllr Gittins reported that he had held a useful meeting with the Acting Head Teacher at the School about use of the web site, but felt that many village organisations were disinclined to use it and some way had to be found to market it to them. He considers that a different format is required for the web site and the forum. He suggested that Jason Cook be invited to the next meeting to discuss options. 
5.” Private “Notice for Mr Lupton’s land off the Embankment  Cllr Overfield has recently found the sign he made for this location. Cllr Bradford is to be asked to erect it. (Action JB)

3. REFUSALS BY LCC:-
(a) P/10/03175 – Villette, Woodacre Crescent – Exts. 
4. Report on Public Meetings at Scarcroft Village Hall on November 1st and 8th  to discuss Syke Lane  Housing App. Cllrs Lobley and Flockton had attended the first meeting and Cllrs Flockton, Stentiford and Tatman the second. Cllr Gittins had been invited by other Cllrs to help with advice concerning the Public Inquiry due to be held in January ,and has discussed possible approaches with Peter Hart of Scarcroft PC. Cllr Gittins,from his previous experience of dealing with Public Inquiries, considered  that it is essential for a small group to meet beforehand with the Planning Officer concerned to agree how best to back up the arguments used by LCC in refusing the application.  This is a test case for Leeds Planners which they consider important enough to require the services of a QC .One suggestion made by Cllr Gittins is for Scarcroft to lobby for the area to be designated as POS as there is now nowhere else suitable in the village. The first priority should be to get the land taken out of the future development category. (Action TG/ES) 
5. Moor Lodge Caravan Park Application. Mr Brown of Viking Lodge had written to the Clerk asking why the Council had not opposed the application. The Chairman had drafted a reply explaining that, as they had not been notified of any local objections, they had been unaware of any valid reasons to object. Mr Brown had written again asking for more specific reasons for Council’s failure to object. The Clerk had consulted the Planners and had learnt that there had been 30-40 letters of objection, and the Officer was minded to refuse the application on the grounds that the site was presently a field in the Green Belt. Cllr Gittins raised the general issue of responding to applications of this nature and it was agreed that in future the Clerk would circulate to all Cllrs notice of new applications when she received them. Cllrs would then be able to check details on public access and send in their comments to the Planning Committee. (Action JG)
The Chairman agreed to speak to Mr Brown about why the Council had not objected to the application. (Action ES)

2. Precept for 2011. A final decision was deferred until the December or January meetings. The Clerk had circulated Cllrs between meetings with a draft budget and details were discussed at the meeting with a final draft to be drawn up at a later date when the amount of further expenditure on major items  was clearer. 
6346   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.

1.Grit Bins. Highways had circulated full details of the provision of Blue Grit Bins ( bins available to Cllrs to provide at suitable locations where the local community is responsible for purchasing the bin and salt, and for spreading, and replenishing the latter).The cost of the initial bin and fill is £207.14, refills cost £88.56, and replacement of a damaged ,  vandalized  .or stolen bin is £150.08 each. It was agreed not to purchase any further bins. Street  residents could combine to buy their own if they so wished. 
 2. E mail from PCSO Rebecca Jackson re Problem in Bankfield concerning removal of tyre valve caps. The PCSO had been told that this was becoming a common occurrence in this location. She had promised to visit and reassure residents but hoped that the Council would publicise the matter. Cllrs considered that no further publicity was necessary as the neighbours had been informed. 
3. Copy of Letter sent by Mrs S. Bradford to LCC re Issues concerning Grates and Overhanging Vegetation and Mud on Wood Lane .Mrs Bradford provided Cllrs with a copy of a third letter sent to LCC on issues concerning Wood Lane. She acknowledged that her first letter in 2008 had resulted in some clearing of the overgrown grates but contended that her second letter seemed to have been ignored. She expressed concern that the road had still not had the overhanging trees cut back or the 30mph sign made clearly visible. In addition, the vegetation and mud at the edges of the road still continued to encroach on the tarmac, making the road even narrower- virtually a single track road , particularly hazardous to pedestrians. She added that the grates cleared in 2009 were not all uncovered and have become overgrown again .It was agreed that the Council would follow up the matter with LCC . (Action JG)  
4. Rural Action Yorkshire AGM and Conference – East Keswick Village Hall – Saturday November 27th.  The conference is free but numbers for lunch are required in advance. 
6347   MINOR MATTERS FOR DELEGATION TO CLERK/NEXT AGENDA. 
1. Village Flower Tubs.  Cllr Flockton reported that these have been planted. 

2. Praise for PCSO Rebecca Jackson Cllr Overfield reported that he had found the new PCSO to be extremely helpful. 
3. Meeting of School Governors  Cllr Wright reported that she had attended her first meeting as PC representative on this body. The Governors recorded thanks to the out going representative, Cllr Flockton, for 7 years of loyal service. They had agreed on the need to secure more lettings of the premises, both in the evenings and at weekends. They had also expressed a wish to be included in any Diamond Jubilee celebrations organised by the PC. 
Cllr Gittins queried how best the Council could communicate with the PTA.
