MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON OCTOBER 9TH 2008
RESIDENTS AND POLICE FORUM  PCSO Louise Lodge and PC Stephen Lane attended on behalf of the Police .No crimes had been reported to the police during the last month. The problem of inconsiderate parking near the School was discussed and various solutions considered .Parking tickets could only be issued if the driver was causing an obstruction. 200 letters had been sent to the school asking for considerate parking and the possibility of having double yellow lines on the bend would be discussed with the Police. 
On Hetchell Woods, it was emphasised that no action could be taken unless there was proof of criminal activity at the time the Police were present.  

Regarding speeding on the A58, the Police were made aware that a group of concerned residents, led by Mr Clink, had agreed to learn how to operate the Police SID device. 

Mr and Mrs Smith, owners of Mowbray House, 42 Church Lane,  were present to discuss their retrospective application for a covered barbecue area. This had not yet been received by the Council but the PC promised to contact them if further information was required.

6177   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 11th SEPTEMBER  2008 These were approved.
6178   MATTERS ARISING  

1. Follow up on Kisdorf Reunion. There was nothing to report. 
2. Follow up from Fest. There was nothing to report. 
3. Emptying of litter bins .It was agreed to ask Cleansing whether Mr Joy, the Lengthman, could be asked to include emptying the bin at the end of the Blacksmith’s field which Parks & Countryside constantly promised, but failed, to do. The Clerk was asked to obtain a price for emptying the playground bin into a “dumpster” container to be emptied every month from the firm used by Bramham PC. 
4. Conditions in Hetchell Woods  Cllr Bradford had informed Cllrs between meetings that there were now 4 camp sites in the woods and he and his wife had collected a large amount of rubbish left by the campers. Both the Police and the Wildlife Trust had been informed. An e mail had later been received from Caroline Comins of YWT reporting that Trust members were visiting the woods in the next week to coppice the hazel, and would clear any remaining rubbish. She thanked Bardsey PC for all their efforts to keep Hetchell tidy and asked whether there were volunteers to check on the10-12 Hebridean sheep they intended to introduce to the site on October 20th.
Council agreed to check whether the SSSI in Hetchell was an area where camping was talking place, as there might be help from a national organisation in combating the litter problem if this was the case. 
5. Youth Provision. Cllr Bradford had informed Cllrs that the LCC Youth Worker was delighted to be able to utilise the Sports Club facilities one night a week for use as a Youth Club. She suggested a starting date of November 13th from 6.30 – 8.30 pm for children in the 11-15 year age group. Cllr Overfield emphasised that the Youth Leader must first liaise with the Sports Club about which facilities they would require. It was agreed that the Youth Club evening should be advertised in the Parish Newsletter. (Action LF).
6. West Well .Cllr Stentiford had obtained a map showing the position of the well itself which was clearly outside the boundary of the neighbouring property. He intended to liaise with Pauline Hills and the nearby householder about landscaping and possible provision of a seat . There could be a wildlife issue and it might be necessary to conduct a newt survey before any action was taken. (Action ES) 
7. Flooding Report. Cllr Tatman was still waiting for further info. before compiling this. 
8. Methods of reducing speed on A58.The Clerk was asked to remind Highways of the PC request of the previous month for a suggested scheme ,including the provision of one or more road islands. (Action JG)
9. Report on Meeting of Parish & Town Council Forum at Civic Hall. The Clerk had attended this meeting and reported that another conference , on the lines of the well attended one in the previous year, was planned for Spring 2009.In the course of new business, Quality Councils were discussed.  No one present saw the value of the present QC scheme, other than having a trained Clerk. 
10. ”Private “Sign on Dog Walk. Cllr Overfield had obtained the price of £45 for a new sign. Council agreed to accept this price. (Action NO)
11. New Lengthman Scheme .The Chairman suggested a new “Litter Man ”to organise a team of helpers to clean up the village. Other Cllrs considered that such a position  was unlikely to be acceptable to LCC.
12. Condition of Hedge on Church Lane beyond the Bingley. Cllrs would check and advise the Clerk as to whether any action had been taken. 
13. Repair to Path adjacent to Village Green. Cllr Overfield thought it likely that Cllr John Procter would deal with this. (Action NO)
14.. Tenders for Garden Maintenance. A letter had been received from a firm in Tadcaster offering to tender for the work in Bardsey. The Clerk had informed them that they would be advised of details when the new schedule was drawn up. All Cllrs are to receive copies of the current schedule and Cllr Overfield agreed to compile from comments received a new schedule to be sent out to a number of firms in the area. (Action NO)
15. Locations in village for additional Trees- Proposals from Rachael Procter for trees and for allotments on Parish Council Land off Blackmoor Lane. Cllr Procter had responded to an e mail request from Cllr Flockton, suggesting 3 oak trees (Parkfield, Willan’s Wood and Compton Lane) and 3 flowering cherries on Keswick Lane. She had also proposed the conversion of the PC piece of land on Blackmoor Lane into allotments, or planting it with trees which could be grown commercially.  Council  agreed to have the 3 oaks but to consult neighbours about the cherries. They also  agreed  to remind Cllr Procter that the land on Blackmoor Lane was a village green and therefore not suitable for either of the uses  she proposed.(Action LF) 
16. Grant of Easement re Water Main at East Keswick – Eccup to East Rigton Water Main Scheme. Marie Storey of Hartlaw had written following completion of the deeds by the PC, stating that Yorkshire Water would now register the deed at HM Land Registry which would feature a charge against the Council’s title to the land.
17. Report on Harewood & Wetherby Parish & Town Council Meeting held 18 September. Cllr Flockton reported on the 2 issues discussed at the meeting. Some of the Councils in the area were anxious to persuade LCC to allow them to take responsibility for their own grass maintenance. The other matter was raised by Cllr Janet Thornton of East Keswick who wanted all councils within the NE wedge to form an organisation to reduce carbon emissions. Bardsey Cllrs discussed both topics but were not enthusiastic about either scheme, although they agreed that the principle of reducing carbon emissions was laudable.             
18  New Ascot  Cycleway – Construction of Path and Lease to Parish Council .Details of the Planning Permission, including the full landscaping scheme, have been received. A letter has also been received from LCC Asset Management Division explaining the options available to the PC in relation to the construction of the cycleway. The City Council can either provide a sum of money to the PC to enable it to oversee the construction of the path, or it can undertake the work itself .Regarding future ownership of the site, a long lease to Bardsey PC is proposed at a peppercorn rent. The PC will be responsible for all maintenance and upkeep of the cycleway. In response to questions from the Clerk, Mr Child, Surveyor, had confirmed that legal costs would be borne by the City Council but it was most unlikely that there could be any financial help for future maintenance. Council agreed to the proposals ,choosing to leave construction of the path to LCC, but asked the Clerk to check on the amount of the peppercorn rent.
19. Rights of Way Improvement Plan. The Chairman and Vice Chairman, with some contributions from other Cllrs, had drafted a letter, detailing a case for changing  the proposed path from the Congreves to the Park Field from medium to high priority. This will be submitted to LCC, together with a response from Cllrs present to a questionnaire listing their order of considerations in determining the Dept’s priorities. 
6179   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  Cllr Overfield had e mailed Cllrs prior to the meeting, following a site visit he had made together with Cllr Wright,  with a list of jobs to be done. One item , repair to the beck wall on Park Field side of the bridge on Keswick Beck , will require outside labour and may be very expensive. Advice on costs will be sought ASAP (Action NO)
2 .Willan’s Wood. There was nothing to report. 
3. Playground.  Cllr Gooch brought the plan from Wicksteed Leisure for suggested new items for the playground and explained which ones would have to be excluded until further funding could be obtained. He outlined which grant providers he was in process of approaching for each item. He suggested allocating £5000 in the PC budget for playground provision. (Action DG)
4. Web Site Cllr Lobley reported that she had learnt how to update the web site and was happy to take over this aspect of work. Cllr Overfield again stressed the desirability of including some input from young people in the village and it was agreed to approach the Headmistress of the school for suggestions of suitable pupil(s) who might  become involved.

6183   MINOR MATTERS FOR DELEGATION TO CLERK/NEXT AGENDA.
1. Suggestion for a mirror at end of Second Avenue. This idea had been suggested by residents. Council did not consider that it would be of any great benefit.

2. Report from Highways by Cllr Hoyland The following was reported:-

· The Cornmill Ginnel is to receive attention during the period from 17th November to 19th December. It will be closed for 2 days for forestry work , and for 2 days to install a “French drain”, excavate the verge, install a filter pipe,  and alter the level of the pathway.
· On the stretch of Church Lane from the A58 to The Dell, an attempt is to be made to alleviate the flooding problem and rectify the uneven road surface. The camber is to be altered to aid the flow of water into the gullies and to remove the problems of flooding.  Potholes on Church Lane will be dealt with. 
· It had been explained that if extensive repairs are carried out on a road surface, this could alter its scoring , which , in turn, could affect how soon the rest of the road’s problems are addressed.  

3. WYPT Meeting.  Cllr Hoyland said that she would be unable to attend and asked whether any other Cllr could attend in her place.
