Many matters remain outstanding e.g. photos for inclusion, layout to be agreed, suggested special viewpoints.   

                                                                                                                                                           d.Update and Review – Actions List , Content  and Progress :-                                      

· Scope of an NDP to prescribe measures to protect hedges, fences etc. - JG had consulted David Gluck on this. He had replied that this was possible, particularly in the conservation area, but had not supplied any further information. 
· Review of the Leeds Local Plan to locate any discrepancies David Gluck had agreed that this was essential. 
· Compilation of Comprehensive List of Scheduled Monuments, Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas for inclusion. - ES has the list of Listed Buildings and Heritage Structure . Some of the latter  could be shown on a map  (ES has a comprehensive map which he circulated) but it might be preferable to pick out important ones only. Listed buildings should probably not be shown in map form.
· Green Spaces – David Gluck had sent JG a Local Green Spaces Assessment Framework , including key criteria for those to include  from the National Planning Policy Framework. It is not necessary to restrict the list to those already listed by LCC. Others, agreed as important by the SC, can also be included. ES offered to use the pro forma supplied to do a first draft . Other members of the SC can then add their views.(Action ES)  
· Footpaths, Bridleways  and Cycleways :- MB provided members with sight of a map of these .It was considered that at some point a professional draftsman  might be required . It was agreed that aspirations for cycleways should include both the route from First Avenue to Keswick Lane and along the old railway line (identified by Sustrans). MB thought it should be  possible  in the future to obtain  a cycleway from Bardsey to  Scarcroft. It was agreed to list paths already in existence, and extensions and links with other paths outside the village should be listed as aspirations. ES will discuss with Derek Hills an idea for a path crossing part of his land adjacent to Wike Lane, from Keswick Lane to Gateon House Lane, avoiding the need to cycle along the busy Wike Lane itself. (Action ES)

· Formal Commitment by Parish Council to conduct a review of NDP policies every 5 years during the course of its validity. This was agreed at the last meeting and CS will draft an amendment to the NDP text for inclusion at the next circulation.                                                                                                                                                                                                                  
 Resources and Needs   :- ES said that  he will apply to Locality for a further NDP grant after the end of the current financial year- April 5th 2016.  By this time the Project timetable  should be agreed.  The Locality grant period runs to 2018 and nothing precludes us from putting in more than one application, provided the total of all applications does not exceed £8k. DG has offered to have a free advisory  session with him and CS to suggest the way forward. JG is to consult him as to whether instead he is willing to attend the next meeting for free. CS reported that the PC has received a 28 page  Consultative Document from the Department of Local Government setting out proposed changes to Planning regulations and inviting responses from the public.
