 Use of Ordnance Survey Maps- David Gluck has supplied the appropriate link on the internet and CS will complete the Member Licence Application Form. This will be free.(Action CS) 
 Designation of old Railway Line as PROW. MB is looking into this. (Action MB) 
 Drop In Session – Arrangements were made for the session to be held in the Village Hall on Saturday July 16th, from 10 until 4. ES hopes to be able to borrow boards from the University. On these the Policies, Visions and Objectives should be displayed, together with some of the maps and a number of the photos.  A background slide show should be running throughout. MW will check with Martin Smith whether the Village Hall has a music licence.  There was some discussion on the size of display items – A2 or A3. It was agreed to discuss this with Write Design to agree a budget, and ask them to design and print the agreed items for display. Visitors will be greeted at the door, with a brief explanation of display items , and invited to look round at their leisure. Tea and coffee will be available, with tables around the Hall where people can sit and discuss the items on show. A comment box will also be available.  (Action ES/ MW)

 Possible Inclusion of References to specific LCC Core Strategy Proposals in NDP.    David Gluck had informed JG that this was not compulsory. He sometimes, but not always, includes references to the Core Strategy in the Plans he draws up for PCs.  
 Resources and Needs   ES has applied for a grant from Locality of £2k plus, which will hopefully be sufficient to finance work on the NP up to November. 
 Listing of Bingley Arms as ACV.  JG has obtained the appropriate forms ,and with some assistance on details  from SC members concerning current value and boundary of property, will complete and submit the application form.(Action JG) 
 Possible Repercussions for Bardsey from Refusal of Grove Road Appeal in Boston Spa. CS explained that the Secretary of State had upheld the appeal for the building of up to 104 new dwellings on a PAS site. He had also accepted the LCC Core Strategy figure of 70,000 ,as the basis for housing requirements  from 2012 to 2028 . This decision has no direct effect on Bardsey, which has  no remaining PAS sites. It could, however have ,a knock on  effect on the village.  If housing requirements for the ONE area are not fully met by the proposed Becca Hall site (currently being assessed as a possible replacement for the withdrawn Headley Hall site), then other PAS sites in the region are likely to be used as replacements. LCC would then be obliged to create new ones.    
 E mail from Ian MacKay announcing presentation of Panel Reports on Site allocations Plan (SAP) to Development Plans Panel (DPP) for Outer NE Area on July 19th, for presentation to Executive board in October.
