Site notes for public meeting on 10th November
Notes
1 - It should be noted that all the SHLAA sites considered in this document are in the green belt.

2 – The allocation of house numbers to the sites has been carried out by Leeds City Council on the basis of around 30 houses per hectare. The numbers per hectare in Bardsey are likely to be considerably lower than this.
Site no 78 – Blackmoor Lane - caravan site (Moor Lodge)
Number of houses – 25

Site nomination: Red
· The site is not in view from any nearby residential sites and has good access onto an existing road,  but is remote from the village core and is a considerable distance from other residential areas 
· The site is also at the top of the hill, and some distance from the nearest bus route, giving problems for transport for those without cars.

· The additional concern here is that this site is currently providing low cost accommodation (static caravans) for many Bardsey residents and any development will, at least in part, represent replacement by more expensive dwellings. 

Site 1027 – Wetherby Road
Number of houses – 565

Site nomination: Red
· A large site which is not sustainable within the context of a smaller settlement such as Bardsey.

· The site joins the core of the Village with Wayside Crescent taking away the open countryside ‘feel’ when you climb the hill on the A58 out of Bardsey. 

· A substantial part of this site is highly prominent. 

· Access would be off the A58 but the road would require re-designing and re-aligning to allow safe access to the site.

Note – a consideration of the NE corner of this site has been submitted by the Bardsey Neighbourhood Plan Steering Committee, the site is designated 1027 NE.
Site 1027 NE – Wetherby Road (part of 1027)
Number of houses – 80 (?)

Site nomination: Green
· The NE corner of site 1027 is on the lower part of the site and is well screened from view from most vantage points 

· Access would be off the A58 but the road would require re-designing and re-aligning to allow safe access to the site.

· The size of the site is in keeping with the number of houses required in a small settlement, such as Bardsey over the proposed development period

· Site not subject to flooding
· This site would strenghthen and enhance the core settlement of Bardsey village, whilst having only minimal impact on Green Belt encroachment

Site 1028 – Scarcroft – between Scarcroft Village and Wayside Mount
Number of houses - 288 
Site nomination: Red
· This site is remote from Bardsey Village core 

· A large site which is not sustainable within the context of a smaller settlement such as Bardsey, or a village such as Scarcroft.

Site 1106 – Wetherby Road – between the Drive and the Congreves

Number of houses – 315

Site nomination: Red
· The site has good transport links, but access would be off the A58 and the road would require re-designing and re-aligning to allow safe access to the site. 

· Development of the site would facilitate the building of a safe footpath/cycle track between Keswick Lane and the Congreves
· The site joins two residential developments – the Drive and the Congreves. 

· The site would be highly visible from East Keswick and take away the open rural aspect from the A58 when leaving Bardsey village core en route to Wetherby. 

· A significant part of the lower part of the site is in the flood plain of the beck. Several reports have been produced on this area detailing the flooding over the past 10 years.

Site 1153 – Keswick Lane – site of the Catholic Church

Number of houses – 5

Site nomination: Green
· Small contained site on Keswick Lane.  

· It would constitute an infill site   

· It could be a good candidate for classification as an exception site, e.g. for affordable housing or housing for the elderly 

· Good transport links with the bus service along Keswick Lane

· No history of recent flooding

Site 1182 – Woodlands Farm, Syke Lane, Scarcroft

Number of houses - 26
Site nomination: Amber

· This site is remote from Bardsey Village core and its development would bring little benefit to Bardsey Village
· Access would be from Syke Lane which already has vehicular capacity problems

·  It would need to complement,and have the support of, Scarcroft’s Neighbourhood Plan as a pre- condition for inclusion as one of Bardsey’s preferred sites  

Site 1329 – Blackmoor Lane
Number of houses – 32

Site nomination: Red
· This site has good access to Blackmore Lane, which forms its boundary on one side and two other sides are bounded by existing houses. 

· The major drawback with this site is that it will obstruct the only remaining long distance view on the Western side of the village. On a clear day the white horse at Sutton can be seen from this point. The loss of this panoramic view would be a major loss to the residents of Bardsey and the many walkers who use Blackmore Lane.

· The site is also at the top of the hill, and some distance from the nearest bus route giving problems for transport for those without cars.
Site 3126 - Syke Lane, Scarcroft  – adjacent to the golf course

Number of houses – 31

Site nomination: Amber
· This site is remote from Bardsey Village core and its development would bring little benefit to Bardsey Village

· Access would be from Syke Lane which already has vehicular capacity problems

·  It would need to complement,and have the support of, Scarcroft’s Neighbourhood Plan as a pre- condition for inclusion as one of Bardsey’s preferred sites   
Site 3133 – Woodacre Lane
Number of houses – 46

Site nomination: Red
· Sky line development to the upper west part of the site. 

· Some distance from village core. 

· Steeply sloping site.

· Road access likely to be difficult

· Opens up the possibility of ‘off road’ pedestrian access from Keswick Lane to the School

Site 3134 S – Woodacre Lane (part of 3134) 

Number of houses – 40 (?)

Site nomination: Green
· Easy access to Woodacre Lane and the School

· Close to the village core

· The land is less sloping at this southern end of the site

· Pedestrian access via Cornmill to A58 buses.
· Development of this part of the site not as intrusive as 3134 as a whole.

Site 3134 – Woodacre Lane
Number of houses – 149

Site nomination: Red
· Easy access to Woodacre Lane and the School.  

· Less sloping at southern end. 
· Close to the Village core
· Large sloping site overall which is highly visible from Eastern part of the Village.

Site 3363 – Mill Lane

Number of houses – 11

Site nomination:  Green
· The site can be regarded as infill (‘white’ land).

· It is quite close to the village core.

· Close to the A58 and  bus routes for both commuting and school travel
· The numbers of houses on this site are far too high and impractical both in terms of the site and the surrounding dwellings
Site 3429 – Blackmoor Lane – caravan site

Number of houses – 59

Site nomination: Red
· Flat site with access onto Blackmore Lane

· Remote from the village core and a considerable distance from other dwellings
· The site is also at the top of the hill, and some distance from the nearest bus route giving problems for transport for those without cars.
· The additional concern here is that this site is currently providing low cost accommodation (static caravans) for many Bardsey residents and any development will, at least in part, represent replacement by more expensive dwellings. 

Site 3481 - Tithe Barn Lane

Number of houses – 30
Site nomination:  Amber
· Reasonably close to village core and adjacent to other residential dwellings

· Could be considered a strategic gap between existing houses
· Flat site with access onto Tithe Barn Lane which then has a difficult exit onto Blackmoor Lane

· The site is also at the top of the hill, and some distance from the nearest bus route giving problems for transport for those without cars.
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
