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Bardsey Neighbourhood Plan—Update

Work continues on the draft Neighbourhood Plan, and on preparation for conversion to a final draft, ready to be submitted for inspection.

A vital part of this process is a further round of consultation with residents, to gain your views and feedback on the draft. Although we are working to extremely tight deadlines, and not all of the pieces are in place as yet, assuming the present target is achieved your Steering Committee will be organizing a drop-in day at the Village Hall on 29th March. There won’t be another issue of Bardsey News published before then, so we are using this update to give everyone advanced notice of the planned event. If all goes well, an invitation and details of the arrangements will be sent to you nearer the time.

We would encourage as many of you as possible to participate in this latest part of the process, for two key reasons. Firstly (and most importantly), the more feedback we have the better we can hone the final version of the plan, and the better it will reflect the wishes of our community. Secondly, the more residents who participate the better placed we will be to convince the inspector that our consultation process has been demonstrably effective, and we have done all we can to comply with the requirements of the Neighbourhood Planning process. Hence we improve our prospects of the draft being passed to go forward to a village referendum without further delay.

There is no further news to on either the SHLAA process, or the previously reported initiative to force Leeds City Council to increase its core strategy housing volume. The Steering Committee continues to monitor developments.
