MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON NOVEMBER 12TH 2009 
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM PC Steve Lane attended on behalf of the Police and reported on 2 criminal damage cases, one of them the fencing at the playground. It was agreed to keep Hetchell as the chief priority. In the course of discussion, it was learnt that Natalie Westwood, who had been appointed as PCSO to Bardsey and other villages, had in fact resigned and these villages were now without a PCSO. 
The Council felt strongly that they should have been informed of this matter and agreed to write to Inspector Griffiths expressing their disquiet. 

Two residents from the First Avenue  area of the village, Messrs Groombridge and Baker, attended to put the case for opposing the new flood storage area proposals (Planning item 1(b), on behalf of 108 residents of the Congreves who had signed letters of objection to the scheme, which they claim is inadequate to prevent future flooding. The Council listened to their views and urged them to present their case to the Planners. 
Mr John Lofthouse attended to ask for details of when the ancient right of way in front of the Bingley cottages ceased to be included on the definitive map. Council promised to investigate. (Action JG) He also asked that LCC be requested to extend the white line marking up Church Lane beyond the Bingley to Blackmoor Lane. The present lines do not extend to cover the bends which can be problematic.

6265   MATTERS ARISING  
1.Youth Club and Suggestions for further use of Park Field for young people  The Youth Club will continue to meet in the village hall for the time being. They occasionally make use of Park Field when the village hall is not available. The Sports Club may provide some goal posts for Park Field but would not wish to take responsibility for them. There is still a strong need for better outdoor provision for 12-16 year olds. 
2.Ginnel off A58. It had not been possible to establish ownership.
3. Conditions in Hetchell Woods  These were better . The Chairman had spoken to Paddy Procter, the new Chairman of Scarcroft PC, about joint action to tackle the problems there.
4.West Well . The Chairman had submitted an application for a grant from the Environment Section of the Well Being Fund. There had been no official response but the Clerk had been informed verbally that it had been unsuccessful as there was no money left in this fund. District Cllrs were looking into the possibility of obtaining funding from another source. 
5. Flooding Report. Cllr Hoyland had been informed that clearing drains was not necessarily the answer. She had also been told that implementing the suggestions by Bardsey PC in its flooding report was more difficult due to the refuse collectors’ strike.  
6.Ascot Path  This was well on the way to completion. 
7. Highways Update.  Cllr Hoyland had reported between meetings that Steve Parry of Highways had informed her that the developer responsible for the work on Church Lane resulting  in the blocked drains,was being sought. If necessary, Highways would carry out the work themselves and pass the costs to the developer.
A later e mail from Steve Parry  in response to queries raised from the Council concerning the Milner Lane, area stated that:-

· The junction of Holme Farm Lane with Milner Lane was due for a complete IMS refurbishment in the next financial year. 
· Road markings in East Rigton would be replaced if money permitted in this financial year, but more likely in the next financial year.
· The inside edge of 3 badly potholed  bends on Holme Farm Lane – next year if possible.

· Whole length of badly potholed left hand side of Milner Lane – next year.

· Milner Lane lay bye for Hetchell- missing hazard road warning sign for narrow roads & bends – This has been dealt with.
· Passing places in verges made by traffic on Milner Lane – to be filled in next year.

· Triangle at junction of Milner and Thorner Lanes – white lines have been re-marked as requested but  road surface still requires  treatment – next year.
Cllr Hoyland  had checked with the Police on accidents on Wike Lane but all those shown in their records were of a minor nature. It was apparent that not all accidents came to Police attention.  

She reiterated that kerbing is likely  to be carried out along the whole length of Mill Lane sometime between July 2010 and April 2011. 
8. Parish Paths Partnership. Cllrs Flockton and Tatman had considered the details of the scheme and recommended that it was not in the interests of the council to join. This was accepted. 
9. Hedge on A58. Additional hawthorns are to be planted. (Action LF/NO)
10. Bardsey Community Forum. Cllr Gittins will prepare a draft for the next meeting. 
11. Registration of Sportsfield, Park Field and Playground Lands. The Clerk had satisfied the last requirements of the Land Registry concerning identification and had subsequently heard officially that the registration of all the above land was complete. The Council had been sent a copy of the official registration certificate. Hartlaws retained the original.
6266  STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  The work required- laying wood chippings, terram in the wet corner, gravel, and drainage pipes, and removal of a broken tree,had all been carried out by Mark Hullah. 
2 .Willan’s Wood. It was noted that the water was currently not running through the water trough, which required a thorough cleaning out. Cllrs Stentiford and Bradford would do this. (Action ES/JB)
3. Playground, including ROSPA Safety Inspection.  The Clerk had circulated a detailed report to Cllrs prior to the meeting of actions taken by the working party and of proposals for progressing the playground renovation. It is hoped to complete work on the playground by the end of 2010.  The Council had been pleased to learn that the Well Being grant for £9,624  for the fencing had been approved. Streetscape will commence work during the week commencing November 23rd and hope to complete by December 7th. The report from Rospa, following the annual playground inspection,had been received. This listed the junior swings as being “high priority” for attention or removal. Cllr Bradford and Philip Day, MD of Streetscape, had subsequently examined the swings and confirmed this view. It was then proposed Cllr Bradford, seconded Cllr Wright, and agreed unanimously that the Council should accept the quotation of £140 + VAT from Streetscape to remove the swings , retaining the concrete tiled base. Also arising from the requirements in the Rospa report, Cllr Bradford had asked Mark Hullah to cut back tree branches overhanging the playground  This had been carried out immediately. 
4. Web Site. Cllr Gittins had studied various Parish Council web sites and now considered that the Bardsey web site  would benefit by becoming inter active. He would discuss this possibility with Cllr Lobley.(Action TG) 
5. Fest and Twinning. The next meetings will be at the Bingley on November 24th. Cllr Gittins had found some enthusiasm for twinning exchanges at the local primary school and at Wetherby High School. 
6. Parish Plan – Suggestion from Graham Plant for dropped kerb opposite Callister Hall. It was agreed to ask Highways whether it would be possible to provide dropped kerbs on both sides of the road outside the Callister Hall when kerbing work is carried out as promised on Mill Lane. They are also to be informed of a piece of loose kerbstone which needs attention a little further downhill from the hall.(Action JG)

2. Budget 2010/11 and Precept for 2010/11.The Clerk had circulated a draft budget prior to the meeting .Council accepted this, subject to a 2 and a half % increase on the Precept for next year, which would now become £27,060.
It was agreed to write to The Chairman of the Village Hall Committee, copied to the Treasurer, advising them that the annual grant of £3000 is conditional upon receipt of annual statements of their accounts, particularly important at a time when there is a heavy demand on Council expenditure, arising from the anticipated expenditure on new playground equipment. 
6269   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.

1. Broken Flower Tub on Congreve Way. It was agreed that this was too badly broken to repair. Cllrs had that day filled the tubs around the village and Stephen Hills had agreed to transport the newly filled tub from outside the school to the site on Congreve Way. 
6270   MINOR MATTERS FOR DELEGATION TO CLERK/NEXT AGENDA.

1. Letters to Bramham Estate and to Mr Oldham  The Chairman would draft these letters as soon as possible. He would ask for the renewal of the permissive path and would suggest a site meeting with Nicholas Pritchard of Bramham Estates. (Action ES)
2. Accumulation of Rubbish on Spear Fir. Cllr Bradford said that his wife would report this . 

3. Signposts around village in need of cleaning Cllr Tatman asked that Highways be asked to undertake this work, as the poor state of many road signs, covered in algae, made them difficult to see at night.(Action JG)
4. Bus Shelter at end of Wood Lane  It was agreed to report to Metro the bad state of the shelter which was dirty and had rotten back panels ,and ask for it to receive appropriate attention.(Action JG) 
5. Seat at bottom of Wood Lane  The wooden laths on the seat were rotten. Cllr Bradford agreed to look into replacing them. (Action JB)
6. Dumping of Garden Rubbish on Congreve Open Space A resident of the area had asked whether Cllr Lobley would speak to the individual concerned. (Action GL)
7. Sports Club representatives Cllr Overfield thanked Cllrs Bradford and Stentiford on behalf of the Sports Club for attending the meetings when free to do so and hoped they would be able to continue to attend.
