6663   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON MARCH 12TH  These were approved. 
6664   MATTERS ARISING  
1.Willan's Wood and Horse Trough. Cllrs Flockton and Ward had obtained a quotation from Dalby Landscapes for the work required, which was cheaper than that from Andy Lloyd. . Mr Lapish had  informed them that none of the trees on the perimeter can be touched as they are in the conservation area. As Cllrs are unsure whether this is correct, it was agreed that Cllr Ward would check again with Mr Lapish. No tree work  can , however,be done at present as it is the bird nesting season. The two Cllrs explained that they were not proposing to chop any trees down , but simply considering what trimming could be attempted in the future. (Action MW/LF) 

Re the Horse Trough, Cllr Frankland discussed options with Mark Hullah who has done a trial dig and found no evidence of any original hard standing in front of the trough. Mark was against the suggestion for landscape fabric and gravel as he believes weeds will still grow through. Instead, he thinks the front of the trough to the back of the pavement  should be furnished with slabs – but not Yorkshire Stone , liable to theft. Some low shrubby hedging should be placed at each side to prevent Continental Landscapes from spoiling the stonework with their cutters. Cllrs wondered whether pebble sets or grass crete would be possible alternatives to slabs. Mark Hullah to be consulted. (Action JG)
2. Update on 106 Money for Bardsey. There was nothing to report (Action JG)
3.Bowling Club Lease  Mr Dyson has advised the Council to offer the Bowling Club a 21 year lease, which , whilst being fairly long, would not entail having to find them an alternative site in the event of a possible eviction in the future. The “market rent” clause to which the Bowling Club objects, was also discussed. No decisions were taken and an answer from Sport England is awaited. (Action ES) 
4.Grassed Area on Grange Close.  Cllr Frankland has still received no response from Network Rail.                                                                                                                                                   5Highways Update  Cllr Hoyland reported the following:-

· Alban's Close/Congreve Way- Nick Borras confirms line marking should now have been done.

· Woodacre Lane – Extensive conversation with Tony Penniston who confirms agreed work needs to be done and still intends doing, and money has been allocated. He will notify Nigel Eastwood who is responsible for patching that it is still outstanding .However, no guarantee it will be done. Steve Parry still on leave (2 weeks).

· Woodacre Crescent – Planning can do nothing about the “No Parking” sign unless it exceeds 3 sq.metres. 

· LCC has applied and been awarded £26 million for a cycle way between Leeds and Bradford which has manpower implications for Highways. 

· Bardsey Ginnel (Path Surface), Duck Pond (Potholes), Blackmoor Lane Footpath (Grass reported as boggy) – Bob Buclenham had hoped to feed back before meeting about all these. He has been on leave and was not in office. Informed that ROW are now short of 2 staff who are not going to be replaced, and their office is now further away from us.

· Highway Programme 15/16 – Keswick Lane is included in the programme for surface dressing.

6. New Seat on Compton Lane – It is hoped to install this during the coming week. It is not yet known whether there will be an election.                                                                                                                   8.Annual Parish Meeting   Arrangements are in hand. Cllr Flockton will buy the wine. Cllr Frankland will speak on Planning and Cllr Hoyland on Highways. David Gluck will attend and speak on the Neighbourhood Plan.                                                                                                            9.Snow Ploughing Agreement.Cllr Sidle will adapt the East Keswick Agreement for Bardsey when this is finalised. 
10 Woodacre Crescent Parking Problem  The local residents are reluctant to remove their sign. There is some doubt about the legality of attaching a private sign to a LCC one.  The Chairman will speak to them again. Request from Bev Kirk for use of Village Hall Facilities.  Cllr Ward has offered the group , on behalf of the VHC, use of the facilities requested for a charge of £50 per week, which must be agreed on an annual basis. Cllr Bosomworth has knocked in the nails, making the seat safe, but it still needs new slats. The Chairman offered  to look at it. (Action ES)

6665   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  Cllr Ward has explained his ideas for a circular walkway to Jody Foster and has invited Nigel Dalby also to meet him. Any plans for the area are, however, dependent on obtaining 106 money. 
2. Neighbourhood Plan. There have been no further meetings of the SC.  David Gluck has made minor amendments to the agreed draft in line with Ian Mac Kay's comments. Two members of the SC have written , strongly urging the Council to postpone agreement to sending out the draft consultation document until further revision takes place. The Chairman suggested holding an extra meeting the following week to discuss proposed changes. After some discussion, it was agreed to ask David Gluck if he could attend a meeting on Wednesday April 15th , and also to invite the SC to attend. Following the meeting, the Parish Council alone would take a decision on whether to send out the document as it stands or whether to delay further until there is time to incorporate at least some of the revisions suggested by Ian Mac Kay.
3. Playground. Cllr Sidle will discuss with Mark Hullah whether there would be any problem mowing over rubber matting if 106 money is obtainable for increasing the soft surfacing  area. 
4. Web Site .Cllr Frankland had reported that he was unhappy with an e mail received from the Patient Participation Group of Church View Surgery, who complained that their advertising initiative has now been given a lower profile than when first included on the Web Site. Cllr Frankland is of the opinion that if he met their wish this would  afford them a higher profile than other local surgeries. Cllrs agreed with Cllr Frankland's views, but pointed out that if there were items of general interest ,like the retirement of 2 doctors from the surgery, these could be given prominence on the web site.  
5. Sports Club.The Chairman had attended the last meeting . The main item of interest concerned whether the club would in the long term benefit from the concession they had been awarded of paying a lighter rate of tax, given that their bar takings heavily outweigh  the limit for such benefits. They now have a new member on the committee – a lady representing the Women's Cricket Section.
