6962   POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM  A Police representative attended. The Council was later  informed  that there have been 2 crimes- during the month.- a theft from a motor vehicle and a burglary dwelling.

PRESENT  Cllrs Stentiford, Frankland, Sidle, Tatman, Bosomworth, Ward, Flockton and Hoyland. Cllr Ryan Stephenson also attended.

MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 10TH NOVEMBER 2016 These were approved. 
6963   MATTERS ARISING  

1 Vacancy on Parish Council  The Chairman suggested that Norman Overfield , when home from a long hospital stay, might be invited to fill the vacancy, as despite his disability, he still has an active mind and a long standing knowledge of the village. It was agreed to consider this suggestion again when Norman is back at home.
2. Update on 106 Money for Bardsey.  There was nothing further to report. Cllr Frankland had explored the area in Park Field provisionally allocated for the new adult play equipment after recent heavy rain. The first 18 metres were quite boggy but further on it was drier. He wondered whether it would be possible to extend the path with the provision of a fork.
3.Bowling Club Lease Mr Dyson has now engrossed the document for execution by the Parish Council. When completed this has to be returned for him to complete the transaction. The counterpart lease has been sent to the Bowling Club for signature. Cllr Bosomworth agreed to check the lease and if acceptable to sign it on behalf of the Council , together   with the  Chairman. (Action MB/ES) 
4.Highways Update   Cllr Hoyland reported :- 
· A58 – Mill Lane to Rigton  Bank – Forestry have cut back overgrowth reported hanging over the footpath.
· A58 Milesone – The trial milestone has been ‘cured and stripped’ and the process worked satisfactorily so they are anticipating proceeding with the rest of the milestones and finishing the work required for reinstatement which should include painting.
· A58 Bus Stop Flooding – This was reported and attended to. Due to its strategic position, this area will be monitored for future flooding. 

· Bingley Ginnel -At the last meeting Mr Lunn expressed his concerns about  the poor condition of the ginnel’s surface and expressed a desire to be at any meeting of PROW to discuss what could be done. As yet it has not been possible to arrange a convenient date. Early this year PROW assessed the ginnel and classed it as satisfactory but there has probably been some deterioration since then.
· Church Lane – As  water is again bypassing the inlets and going down the carriageway, BH asked Nick Hill, Highways, and he has agreed to look at the inlets, as in the past when running  water froze on the carriageway it resulted in an incident between two cars and damage to the bridge. 
· Keswick Lane – Water has again been issuing from the middle of the carriageway and Highways are going to have a look at it. Due to the location, BH emphasised the implications if this water froze .Highways understood and have taken this on board. 

· Keswick Lane – Water has again been issuing from the middle of the carriageway and Highways are going to have a look at it. Due to location, she emphasised the implications if this water froze and Highways fully understood and took this on board.
· Church Lane/ Woodacre Lane – Dave Penty referred the problem with flooding to properties to LCC Legal Dept., which she was informed is long and protracted. For this reason she has sought advice from Matthew Robinson, Ward Cllr, in order to try to resolve the matter sooner rather than later. Dave Penty had agreed that LCC are legally responsible for resolving the problem. The problem did not exist before re-surfacing/ re-kerbing.  
5.Cornmill  Ginnel.  Mark Hullah has informed the Council that he does actually sweep the ginnel every fortnight ( monthly only requirement in his contract). He has offered to e mail Cllr Frankland each time he does the job. Cllrs Frankland and Tatman both accepted this arrangement and would not press for any further action at present.                                                                                                      

6.Village Archives.  Cllrs are in process of sorting through these. 
7.Bus Shelters. Since the last meeting Neil Stewart of Metro has written informing Cllrs of the latest proposals for the bus shelters. He says that, following discussions with Ward Cllrs, unhappy at ‘encroaching  urbanisation ‘ in a semi- rural location ,Metro has agreed that the 2 remaining wood bus shelters should be repaired, the shelter hit by a vehicle should be replaced by a wood and metal frame shelter, and the 4 new shelters painted dark green and cream .Work on these projects has  commenced.                                                                   Cllr Stephenson, attending the meeting  apologised for the way the matter has been handled. He explained how the 3 Ward Cllrs had reached a compromise agreement  over the shelters, pointing out that he had mistakenly been under the impression that the PC had been kept more fully in the picture.                                                                                                                                      Cllrs informed Ryan of their bitterness that their stated preference for replacement shelters   of the modern type, in accordance with the preference of bus users consulted, have been totally disregarded and they had not been consulted by Ward Cllrs. The Chairman had written to all 3 Harewood Ward Cllrs deploring  the lack of communication over this issue and suggesting  improved  communication generally with Parish Cllrs. He had received replies from only two of them .

Cllr Tatman asked whether it would be possible to reverse the restoration work on replacement wooden shelters, but was informed by Cllr Stephenson that this would not be possible as the new equipment has already been ordered. Cllr Frankland suggested a change of location for a new shelter in place of one which served little purpose. Cllrs also asked about the procedure for making complaints against a Ward Cllr and were advised that the best course of action would be to contact LCC Monitoring Officer.  

Cllr Stephenson suggested that the PC keep him informed through circulation of the agendas and minutes of meetings and promised to help whenever possible.. 

All Cllrs thanked him gratefully for his attendance and help.  
Later, there was further discussion as to what further action should be taken, and it was agreed that the Chairman should draft a letter to the Monitoring Officer complaining about the lack of communication generally by one of the Ward Cllrs. 9. Two Village Telephone Boxes. BT had provided extremely low usage figures for both the kiosks they suggest removing. Cllrs had therefore agreed to their removal. 
10. Emmerdale Stakeholder Fund – Application Form.  Adam Ward has supplied an application form and suggestions for the projects for which grants may be obtainable. These are for improvements/restoration for heritage assets and public rights of way of benefit to the public, or for open spaces or recreational projects which can include public buildings used for recreational purposes, again of benefit  to the community. The Chairman offered to complete the form on behalf of the Council with a proposal for a pedestrian/ cycleway to be constructed from a section of the Leeds Country Way in Bardsey. · A slight lifting of the matting around edges and some sinking in places.

· The cone shaped circular piece of equipment requires oiling.

· Park Lane Homes have not yet refitted the sign.

· The gate needs some adjustment.

· The red bin still needs replacing – The Clerk reported that the replacement is on order.
· The new green bin has graffiti on it. 

· There are piles of leaves against the fence and moss growing on the matting. – The Clerk has passed this to Mark Hullah for attention.
