6426   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON JANUARY 12TH 2012. These were approved with  

           one small amendment. 
6427   MATTERS ARISING  
1. Neighbourhood Plan & Public Meeting on March 15th 2012.The Chairman suggested the formation of a small working party from the Council to meet at frequent, possibly weekly, occasions to discuss the best way to present the NP at the meeting and to take it forward afterwards. The group would report back to the full Council monthly.  It was agreed that it should consist of Cllrs Stentiford, Frankland and Tatman. The draft of Leeds Core Strategy document has now been published and circulated. It suggests 5000 new houses for our area.  
2.New Seat for West Well.  This is now ready for erection. (Action ES/JB)   
3. Purchase of Signs at approach to Bardsey Sports Club.  This has not yet been agreed.(Action ES)   
4. Path from Congreves to Park Field. An e mail has been received from Nick  Pritchard agreeing to a suggestion made by Pauline Hills in 2006 for a fence line consisting of 2 plain wires along the length of the proposed path. It is still considered desirable for Cllrs Stentiford and Tatman to arrange a meeting with Nick Pritchard at some time in the future. 
5. Highways Update                                                                                                                        a. New  Speed restrictions on Wike Lane. The Clerk had been informed by Highways that the new speed limits had been approved by the Dept. but would now have to go out for public consultation and any objections received would have to be taken into consideration. 
b.Cllr Hoyland reported that Tithe Barn Lane and Smithy Lane would have to be closed to traffic when re-surfacing work is underway. 
c. Gill Lobley has complained about the amount of rubbish on the A58 extending up to the Collingham boundary. The Clerk agreed to contact John Woolmer about getting LCC to have a thorough blitz on the area as they had done a few years earlier. (Action JG)
d. George Newton has complained about the poor re-surfacing working on Tarn Barn Lane, where the new surface is wearing away. He suggested that the contractors be asked to re-do their work. (Action JG)
6. Purchase of new tree in memory of Mike Palmer- Jones.  This is on hold until the weather improves and the ground is less hard. (Action ES)
7. Marker Post on Cornmill Ginnel. It was agreed to remind Highways.(Action IF. JG)  
8. Security Arrangements concerning Bardsey Sports Club/ Car Park/ Playground. News of the decision on the planning condition requested is expected next Wednesday. 
9 Purchase of new litter bins for Park Field. Cllr Wright was not enthusiastic about the Amberol bins. It was agreed  that metal bins would be more  durable and less subject to vandalism. Streetscape  to be asked for advice. (Action JG) 
10. New Noticeboard to be shared with Bardsey Sports Club in vicinity of Playground .It was agreed to ask Mick Neal to install this when erecting the seat at West Well. (Action ES) 
11. Broken Dog Litter Bin. John Woolmer to be reminded again.(Action JG)  
12. Participatory Budgeting for Young People in Parish. The Chairman had circulated his ideas between meetings, which, with slight modifications from Cllr Bosomworth, were  accepted by the Council. It was agreed that the Chairman would explain the project to those  present at the Annual Parish Meeting. 
13. Date of next meeting. This would be held as usual on March 8th, but the venue would be the Callister Hall.

1 .Park Field  Andrew Ward has carried out all the tree work requested . The stream is flowing well, with a large log removed from it. Cllr Bosomworth has retrieved the sign floating in the water. 
2 .Willan’s Wood.There was nothing to report. 
3. Playground. SMP have rectified all the faults identified by Wicksteed Leisure in their playground inspection. It was agreed to thank them .(Action JG)

6431   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.

1 Quotation from GGS Groundcare for Annual Maintenance. Mark Hullah quoted £4408 p.a for garden maintenance for 2012- 13(Quarterly Payments of £1102.10).Council agreed to this but Cllr Bradford was asked to check whether anything further should be added. 
2.YLCA – Leeds Branch Meeting – Feb. 14- Pool in Wharfedale VH at 7.30 p.m.This was noted. 
3. Gullies and Pavement Upkeep – Report from Cllr Flockton from meeting of Forum. 
· One vehicle is available for the entire Harewood Ward to clear gullies. Councils can make requests for any known blocked gullies to be drained.

· A brush vehicle is similarly available for sweeping muddy pavements and ginnels and can also be requested. 

· There is also a graffiti team.
It was agreed to ask that the Cornmill ginnel should be swept. 
4. Complaint from resident concerning litter blown on to Woodacre Lane from Park Lane building site. The Chairman had spoken to Brian Clink of Park Lane Homes about this. 
5. Complaint concerning possible illegal dumping of builders’ rubbish in field off Spear Fir. Catriona Laycock had brought this to the attention of the Clerk, mentioning concern expressed by many villagers aware of the practice. The Council had taken steps to ascertain further details but had taken no further action as they understood on good authority that the dumping was only temporary. Rubble from the extension on Tithe Barn Lane is being left at present on a field owned by the Burns family at Spear Fir for the use of JMA. A further e mail from Catriona reported that Cllr Rachael Proctor had informed her that the Environment Agency had been informed. Council welcomed this information as the agency would have power to put pressure on JMA or the landlord, if required. 
6. Arrangements for Annual Meeting. It was agreed to hold this on Thursday April 26th, commencing at 8pm. Cllrs would provide details of the year’s work and finances, in addition to reporting on current and future projects. 
7.Formal recognition of Bardsey Fest Committee as a Sub-Committee of Bardsey Parish Council. This request was made by the Fest Committee in order to avoid the expense  of taking out their own independent insurance for the Fest activities. Council felt unsure about endorsing this as it could involve extra implications for the Fest Committee which they might consider unacceptable. It was agreed that the Clerk would check with the Insurers about the possible need for extra insurance cover for the Fest.  (Action JG)
8. Visit of Kisdorf Cllrs and residents for Jubilee Fest in June 2012. It is possible that up to 15 Kisdorf residents may attend. Council agreed to look into the possibility of holding a buffet lunch for the visitors at the Bingley Arms on either Friday June 1st of Tuesday 5th (Action JG)
9. State of Telephone Kiosk at end of Tithe Barn Lane. An East Keswick Cllr had reported to the Clerk the leaning state of the box. BT had been informed and had promised repair but had taken no action to date. The Clerk to remind them.(Action JG) 
10. State of Castle Hill Footpath. Following a complaint from a  Bardsey resident about the muddy state of this path, Cllr Tatman had contacted ROW and asked whether the Rangers could do further work here. Rosie Watts has been asked to contact Cllr Tatman about this. 
11. Letter from “Bardsey Residents” concerning state of Bottle Banks at Bingley Arms. The Clerk had received this letter stating that the “Bardsey residents” had written to the Manager/Landlord of the Bingley on 11/1/12 regarding the number of bags and boxes left around the banks which are overfull and not emptied on a regular basis. A similar complaint in the past had resulted in the facility being removed. They asked the Parish Council to look into the matter .Cllr Hoyland, who lives close to the Bingley, confirmed that this was a real problem . It was agreed that the Clerk would speak to the landlord. (Action JG) 
6432   MINOR MATTERS FOR DELEGATION TO CLERK/NEXT AGENDA.

1. Dumping of Garden Rubbish It had been noted that householders from the last 3 properties on Woodacre Lane are in the habit of dumping their rubbish on the grass banking opposite. 
It was agreed to keep a watching brief on this, and if it continued, to write to all three individually. 

2. Name of Fest Cllr Frankland asked whether the Fest Committee had changed their official name to include East Keswick. The Clerk said that this had not been mentioned at the last meeting. Cllr Flockton will raise the question at the next Fest meeting ,(Action LF) 
3. Long Shoots from Lime Trees across Footpath – bottom of First Avenue. Cllr Wright agreed that her husband would deal with these.
