 BARDSEY CUM RIGTON PARISH COUNCIL 
MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON FEBRUARY 14TH 2013.
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM 
The new PCSO e mailed to report 3 burglaries dwellings and 2 thefts motor vehicles during the last month. PCSO Mike Driscoll attended the meeting . He reported an increasing problem of thefts from cars parked in isolated beauty spots but advised that the Police were now aware of this. Cllr Bosomworth told him that the Sports Club are experiencing problems with cars parked there during the day. 
PRESENT Cllrs Bradford, Tatman, Frankland, Bosomworth, Bryant, Wright and Hoyland.
APOLOGIES  Cllrs Stentiford and Flockton.
In the absence of Cllr Stentiford , Cllr Bradford chaired the meeting. 
DECLARATION OF PECUNIARY AND OTHER INTERESTS. None. 
6493   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON JANUARY 10TH These were approved. 
6494   MATTERS ARISING  
1. Emptying of Dog Bins on Park Field and Maintenance Quotation from GGS 2013-14. GGS had suggested no increase in their quotation from that of the previous year. The requested £4,408.40 per annum, with quarterly payments of £1,102.10. It was agreed to accept this. It was further agreed to pay GGS £250 per annum for emptying the dog bins, but to ask for the bin at the entrance to BSC to be included. (Action JG)
2. Request for financial help towards road re-surfacing adjacent to Bowling Club on Woodacre Crescent. The Clerk agreed to write to Martin Smith once again about this.(Action JG) 
3.New Scheme at Moss Syke  to replace grassed area with tarmac for car parking. Highways have assured the Council that the water problem experienced at 27 Syke Lane would not be exacerbated by this scheme.  Cllr Bryant said that he had spent some considerable time reinstating the verge at the end of the road and had spoken to the bus driver who regularly turns round here about taking care. Despite this, wheel marks have again appeared. It was agreed that the Clerk would contact the Bus Company. (Action JG)
4.Road Gritting and Help with Snow Clearance.  The blue bin at the end of First Avenue requires refilling but the one on Wayside is still half full. Although the original intention was that once supplied, the refilling of these bins should be the responsibility of the residents of the road, Council agreed that this could be difficult for the Bin Champions. It was therefore agreed that the Council would pay for refills as and when required.  Cllr Wright offered to make inquiries about locating a cheaper source of salt/grit than that supplied by LCC.(Action GW) 
The Clerk reported that Andrew Ward was considering using his equipment for snow clearance in the villages but had not come back to her with any firm proposals. 
5. Highways Update .Cllr Hoyland reported that the speed restrictions on Wike Lane are due to be implemented this week. 
6. Work on Dropped Kerbs.  There is nothing to report.  

7. Marker Posts on Cornmill Ginnel. Nick Borras has agreed to re-position the posts in the agreed places and will place 2 wooden posts to restrict circumnavigation of the bollards.  He still maintains that a lighting scheme would be helpful but understands our objections. He agrees that regular cleaning is necessary. This can be requested through Cleansing.  Cllr Frankland offered to confirm Council’s agreement to the plan but suggested that GGS should be asked to quote for regular sweeping of the Cornmill ginnel and strimming the vegetation at the sides. (Action IF/JG)    

8.Flooding Problem experienced by Ruth Middleton at 27 Syke Lane .The Council has seen a copy of further correspondence between Andrew Meadley and Steve Parry. He now recognises that Highways have done all in their power to help him and he must now approach other Depts. for assistance. It was agreed that the Council could do no more to help. 
9. Speeding Problem on Keswick Lane .  A reply has been received from Highways stating that they cannot implement a traffic calming programme on this road as the accident evidence would not justify it. The PC should continue with Police checks. They will carry out a zebra crossing assessment by the Sports field footpath, along with Blacksmith’s field exit on Keswick Lane and the A58. 
10. Possibility of Zebra crossing on A58 – Letter from D. Bowden. Mr Bowden wrote expressing his opposition to a Zebra crossing in this location. He is not convinced it is warranted, having crossed the road at this point every day and not found any difficulties whatsoever. His main concern is that if installed it would necessitate road lighting of the approaches, leading to light pollution as has occurred at Bank Top. This would destroy the village ambience. Cllrs agreed with Mr Bowden but would leave the decision to Steve Parry. 
11. Drainage – Rawnsley claim for re-payment. Sam Rawnsley is seeking reimbursement for the payment she made for drain clearance. The Clerk had advised approaching BSC on this but it has recently been learnt that the PC Chairman had accepted responsibility on behalf of the Council as it is considered that leaves from the playground were the cause of the blockage. The Council agreed to pay the bill on this occasion and to study terms of the lease again.(Action JG)  
6495   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  Cllr Wright queried whether dealing with Himalayan Balsam should be added to the GGS contract. Cllr Bradford said he would speak to Mark Hullah about it. (Action JB)
2 .Willan’s Wood. There was nothing to report. 
3. Playground. Nothing to report. 
4. Web Site . Nothing to report. 
5.School and Community Links. Nothing to report. 
6. Neighbourhood Plan.- Resolution from Ian Frankland, Deputy Chairman of Bardsey  Steering Committee to spend approx. £4,000 on a Housing Survey   Cllr Frankland reported on the January meeting of the SC at which Rosemary Kidd, ex Housing Planning Officer for Harrogate, had outlined a scheme for conducting a survey throughout the village of the likely housing needs of residents over the next 15 years. He explained the charges she would personally make for drafting the questionnaire and compiling the results. There is likely to be additional cost for postage .The total cost should be £3,853. This was seconded by Cllr Bosomworth and agreed unanimously. (Action JG)
Cllr Frankland also asked for Council agreement to pay for a flyer being produced by Chris Sidle, a new and very active member of the SC. This colourful leaflet explaining the importance of the Neighbourhood Plan is to go out with the next Newsletter. Cllr Bradford seconded this and it was agreed unanimously.(Action JG)
Cllr Frankland next reported that a new site has been added to the SHLAA  list for Bardsey. This is Hampson House, adjacent to Cllr Tatman’s site. 

One further matter of interest is that Nick Lane Fox has asked for a meeting with the SC. Cllrs were asked their views on this, as the majority of SC members appeared to be against the idea. Cllrs were less certain about opposing the request as there could be merit in learning Mr Lane Fox’s ideas for the sites ,and other SHLAA developers could present their ideas in the same way if they so wished. 
Cllr Bosomworth wished Cllrs to be aware of the large volume of work undertaken by some members of the SC, in particular by Cllrs Frankland and Stentiford.

It was agreed to pay the bills listed above. 

2. Further consideration of Precept in light of new information from LCC. It had been explained to the PC that the extra money allocated to Bardsey this year from LCC arising from the changes being made in Govt funding to Local Authorities, would be paid them regardless of whether they chose to increase their precepts or leave them the same as the previous year. The total amount claimed by Bardsey PC at present including the proposed increase in the precept, is £3,900. With the additional money (£1,199) from LCC it would be £32, 099.  The Council had to decide whether it still wishes to ask for the increase. To assist in the discussion, the Clerk had suggested some modifications to the budget, in the light of recent receipts and payments and future commitments. 
At the meeting it was proposed Cllr Tatman, seconded Cllr Frankland, and agreed unanimously that the increased precept and the additional payment be accepted.  
6498   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.

1 E mail from Helmut Degn re 40 year twinning anniversary. Kisdorf was proposing a period in September(7th & 8th) for the next twinning anniversary. The Clerk was later rung by Ray Addy, a founder member who now lives in the Dales. He has contacted a number of those likely to attend, including himself, and found that most would not be able to manage this period.  A later e mail from Helmut suggested the following weekend – 14th/ 15th.
2.Dog Fouling and Children’s Football -  The Drive. Mr Wright of the Drive had phoned the Clerk to complain about these issues and about speeding on Keswick Lane and the need for a fatality before action is likely to be forthcoming from LCC. He asked whether the PC could once again write to residents asking that their children refrain from setting up goal posts for football outside other people’s property. Council agreed to ask the new PCSO to look into this. (Action JG)
3.Tennis Club Lease. The Secretary of the Tennis Club wrote that, despite having 10 years to run on the lease, they would like to extend it now, instead of waiting until the last year to apply. This is to give the members reassurance that the Tennis Club will remain a permanent fixture in the village. He also thought it timely to update the trustees as some of those identified have since left the village. Council discussed the matter and agreed that there was no justification in extending the lease at present with a potential of 17 years to run.(Action JG)
4. Cuts in local Bus Service. Wetherby is currently organising a petition opposing the proposed cuts in the Sunday service to the area .Jim Dedicoat of East Keswick has been lobbying for improvement in the service through East Keswick It was agreed to write opposing the cuts. (Action JG)
5. Broadband. Cllr Frankland had learnt at the East Keswick SC meeting he had attended of the possibility of applying for faster broadband. BT has set aside funds for this to cover 60%of Leeds within the next 6-18 months. He considered that Bardsey PC should apply for inclusion. It was agreed that Bardsey should write accordingly.(Action JG) 
6. Position of Bus Stop at end of The Drive. Mr Wright had asked the Clerk about the possibility of having this moved as the buses often cause problems for those entering/ exiting the Drive.  Council considered this to be a matter for him to bring up with Metro if he wished.  
6499   MINOR MATTERS FOR DELEGATION TO CLERK/NEXT AGENDA.

1.Condition of Bus Shelters on A58  The Clerk was asked to  remind Metro about the 2 bus shelters in need of attention. (Action JG)
2. Saplings opposite Ghyll Cottage, Church Lane – Mrs Harrison had asked what action was being taken about having these cut back. The Clerk was asked to consult Mark Hullah about this. (Action JG)
3. Footpath on A58 from Hetchell View to Church Lane – Highways to be asked to repair this and to cut back the verges which are narrowing the path unduly.(Action JG) 

4. Vandalised Litter Bins – Cleansing to be reminded that the bins at First Avenue still need replacing. (Action JG)
5. Possible use of Park Field at weekends for Junior Soccer practice. Cllr Bosomworth brought this request from BSC. Cllrs were unsure and he agreed to obtain further information on the extent of likely usage before the next meeting. (Action MB)
6. Card for Chairman – It was agreed to send the Council’s best wishes to their Chairman who is still in hospital.(Action JG)
