MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 12TH FEBRUARY 2015 
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM The Police reported 2 crimes in the last month- 1 burglary dwelling and 1 theft non-specific. 

DECLARATION OF PECUNIARY AND OTHER INTERESTS.   None.

6649   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON JANUARY 8TH 2015 These were approved. 
6650   MATTERS ARISING  
1.Willan’s Wood and Horse Trough Cllr Frankland had emailed suggesting covering the surrounding area with good quality ground cover membrane covered with chippings/gravel and possibly a heritage notice explaining why it was installed. It was agreed to ask him to find a price for the membrane proposed.  (Action IF) 
2..Snow Ploughing Agreement Cllr Priestley of EKPC has drafted an agreement for East Keswick which is to be submitted to Bardsey Tree Services for approval. When approved, it can be adapted for Bardsey PC. 
3.Bowling Club Lease Mr Dyson has drafted an agreement for BPC approval before submitting it to the Bowling Club. Andrew Dodsworth from the Bowling Club had meantime forwarded an e mail from the Tennis Club claiming that if a rent agreement contains a break clause it is more difficult for the club to obtain a grant .Mr Dyson had agreed and proposed one of two solutions – shortening the lease, or retaining the 28 year lease but inserting a clause stating that no break clause would operate for the first 10 or 15 years. Council agreed to the second option,based on 15 years.  (Action JG) 
4.Grassed Area on Grange Close  Mr Dyson pointed out that there could be disadvantages in trying to take over ownership of the land in that the PC would be liable for any damage/ accidents. Cllr Frankland had obtained from Lyndsay Burns of the SC  copies of the Land RegistryTitles for properties 14-20 Grange Close, 3 of which he had attached. In the case of one of them (No 15) LNER is mentioned . This is the property which has ownership of the land on the other side of the road – the grass strip. No 19 also mentions LNER but does not own any of the grass strip. No 18 does not mention LNER and their title seems to be representative of the rest of the titles obtained. It is therefore possible that the first owner of No 15 acquired the land from LNER and even possible that LNER owns the remainder. He is happy to write to Network Rail about it. It was agreed to ask Cllr Frankland to contact LNER. (Action IF)                                                                                                                              5.Highways Update  Cllr Hoyland reported:-

· Bingley Arms Ginnnel – still seeking contractor to repair parts of ginnel breaking up

· Blacksmith's Field – Gate now self-closing. Work carried out by Mark Hullah of GGS.

· Congreve – A parishioner raised concerns about junction between Alban's Close and Congreve Way and requested white lines across start of Alban's Close .In the absence of Nick Borras, she contacted Nick Hunt. 

· Mill Lane – Resident reported only North side of road was cleaned and asked if we could arrange for South side to be cleaned. Request made. Also requested cleaning for Bingley Bank where a large accumulation of tree debris could be washed on to Church Lane.

· Wike Lane – Manhole cover reappearing after covered during road surfacing and now needs looking at. Reported to Steve Parry.

· On Saturday 24 January a meeting held between Matthew Robinson and Cllr Hoyland to discuss highway matters, particularly Woodacre Lane. Mr Cookman also present for part of time. This covered the following topics, all of which Matthew promised to follow up, but with no feed back received to date.

· A58 – manhole covers by traffic lights opposite Bank Top Stores are sinking. One was attended to by Highways about  a year ago  but is sinking again.

· Church Lane – inlets put in to catch water running down Church Lane after two cars crashed causing damage to the bridge are now ineffective and water is now again running down the road missing the inlets and collecting by the bridge. 

· Stones gathering on footpath below Bingley Cottages, also raised by 2 residents , and started after banking was cleared of foliage. In the past Bev Kirk has been involved and residents were asked to replant, but this does not appear to have been done. There will be an ongoing problem as long as the banking remains the same and will require regular cleaning. 

· Woodacre Lane – many potholes particularly on East side of road, some would have been filled within  the last 12 months. 

· Footpath needs clearing, particularly up from Keswick Lane to the school. Pointed out that this is an annual concern,and a request has to be made at least once a year for the path to be cleared. 

· Erosion of roadside on the roads causing narrowing and drops by the side of the road. Cllr Robinson had concerns about whether the lay-by is private land and therefore limits Highway's ability to address this area. Pointed out to him that Highways recently used the area for containers and material and have periodically laid material on the surface. Also informed Matthew that Highways had agreed work needed to be done, year 13/14, and still no indication it will be carried out.

· Erosion of banking towards Callister Hall which Mr Cookman pointed out leads to water on Wioodacre Lane missing the drains and exacerbating the flooding on Church Lane. Mr Cookman suggested kerbing which would restrain vehicles from driving on the banking.

· Footpath in many areas worn and in need of resurfacing.

· Waiting for an update from Dave Penty due back next week.
6. New Seat on Compton Lane. This will be installed when the weather is warmer. 
7.Woodacre Crescent    Nothing to report except complaints about the Private Road notice inhibiting many from parking there. The Chairman offered to discuss this with Stuart. (Action ES).

1 .Park Field  Cllr Ward has walked round the area with Jody Foster with a view to obtaining suggestions and costs for improvements. He intends to do the same with Andrew Ward.                                                                                                    2.Neighbourhood Plan. David Gluck has circulated the PC and the SC with the latest draft of the NDP, incorporating some of the recent proposals for amendment. The Chairman explained  that it has now been decided to circulate the Summary of the NDP, the Newsletter prepared by Cllr Sidle, the Questionnaire prepared and about to be circulated to the 2 committees by David, and possibly a stamped addressed envelope for questionnaire returns .David explained that the questionnaire is a simple document which lists the vision, the objectives and the policies, and asks for a simple agree/ disagree with each .It is hoped to send them out in the next couple of weeks and the consultation period should last for 6 weeks .E mail copies should be sent to all stakeholders (names to be supplied by David).It will also be possible to reply on line. One copy should go to each household and until the change in the boundary is approved by LCC Legal Dept, they will have to go out to the parts of Bardsey now in Scarcroft. They will be hand delivered.  

                                                                                                                                                Jack Cairns asked to make 2 points 

· Following agreement at the last SC meeting that comments/ suggested amendments to the draft NDP could be sent to David Gluck ASAP, he had suggested 2 amendments but these were not accepted by David. He later re-submitted them together with an explanation of why he considered them important. Again, without explanation,the draft NDP was not amended in accordance with his wishes they were excluded. David replied that he had changed factual comment only and after the full consultation other changes would be considered. 
· The draft final document for approval at this meeting has not been formally approved by the SC. Neither has the survey form, promised but not yet received. This he considers very improper and should be noted. 

                                                                                                                                                     Cllr Ward pointed out that his amendments had also not been included but he was content to wait for them to be considered  following the consultation.  
The Chairman pointed out that the draft NDP had been circulated to the SC for comment before the last meeting, and that there had been no other calls from the SC for changes to substance or policy, only minor typographical errors and the like which had been addressed. Neither was support evident for JC's proposed changes. l 
Cllr Tatman then explained how he had decided to send the draft NDP to Ian Mac Kay  with a couple of questions concerning the HNS section and a general question about whether Ian should not have had a chance to comment on it before it went out for public consultation.  PC members had only been informed about this after the Chairman was  copied into  the correspondence by Ian Mac Kay.  Cllr Ward asked on whose authority Cllr Tatman had acted in this way and why had  the Clerk/ and or Chairman not been copied in or consulted beforehand. The Chairman reiterated the point that this was incorrect procedure and Cllr Tatman apologised.                                Cllr Sidle pointed out that the document , once approved by the PC, would be sent to Ian Mac Kay as one of the statutory stakeholders and furthermore it was important to understand that publishing the first draft and the questionnaire constitute informal consultation and is not part of the formal consultation process. Ian MacKay had suggested that his input would be beneficial prior to the formal stage. Thus it could be sought in parallet with feedback from residents, and there was no case for further delay. 

The Chairman then asked for a vote on whether to accept the final draft NDP. This was proposed Cllr Sidle, seconded Clllr Ward . All Clllrs present voted in favour, except for one abstention.                                                                                                               3.Playground.- Cllr Hoyland had noticed  that there was a noise when rotating the cone climber. Cllr Sidle investigated and noted that 2 bearing carrier bolts were working loose. He tightened them but found that the bolts would not tighten fully and advised keeping an eye on it and reporting  to the Inspector before his February visit.                                                                                                                         4 Web Site – Cllr Frankland reported:-
· He had received Cub update from Alex Halliday .
· Re NDP – Queried whether there had been any further investigation concerning social media communication from Cllrs Sidle and Ward? Answer nothing significant.
5.Sports Club. Cllr Bosomworth had sent in a report from the last BSC meeting.

· The accounts are in a better state than last year

· The cricket section held a successful annual dinner at Scarcroft Golf Club on Sat. 17th January, with 75 in attendance.

· The cricket AGM was held on Sunday 18th January

· Cricket intend to have an end of season social event in September and have already booked a singer.

· 29th June – Yorkshire Cricket Club will be playing a 20-20 charity match in Bardsey

· Football's Saturday First Team were expelled from West Yorks County Cup for allegedly fielding a player who should have been serving a one match ban. The club had been told that none of their players were suspended but this seems to have been an administrative error for which the first team are paying a very heavy price. They appealed the decision but were unsuccessful.

3.Parish and Town Council Forum Meeting – Cllr Sidle reported that he had attended this meeting and noted the following points of interest- 

· An extensive presentation on WY Transport Plan (will shortly be explained when the minutes of the meeting are published)

· Gully cleaning is now done regularly on main routes only and must be requested specially elsewhere. 

· CIL and S106 monies – both are to be available but there is some confusion over when each will operate. Developers of large sites will not be obliged to contribute to either.

                      They may be required to build schools or other forms of infrastructure. 

· There is to be a change to the way planning applications are dealt with .To save money, all documents will be sent out to councils electronically. The difficulties of dealing with this in the transition period had been noted  and  volunteers were requested (Cllr Sidle put his name forward)to join a working group to improve communications between LCC and PCs etc and will be notified when it is set up. 

· A talk from the Bereavement Services (responsible for the city's crematoria and cemeteries)  revealed that their forecast for future population growth in Leeds authority area , as presented is greatly less than could ever require the 70,000 proposed by the City in its recently adopted core straregy.
