MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON JULY 9 2009.
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM  The Police were represented by PCSO Louise Lodge and PC Steve Bilton. They reported on 2 burglaries of dwellings and one non specific crime during the last month. Speed checks had been carried out in East Keswick and Bardsey on Saturday June 27 when no problems were encountered. Cllrs raised various concerns:-
· Speeding on Keswick Lane and problems associated with Bank Top junction. Some residents had suggested that the 30mph signs should be enlarged (to be passed to Highways), and that parking on Keswick Lane by people travelling by bus into Leeds was becoming an increasing problem (Police would monitor).At Bank Top junction it is impossible for cyclists, having to wait on the flat, to see the traffic lights (to be referred to Highways).(Action JG)
· Problems at Hetchell were again discussed. At Pompecali there were many broken bottles and at the Milner Lane entrance a broken fridge, clothes and sleeping bags had been found. There was also evidence of shooting activity (advised to report to Police A.S.A.P and provide car registration details if applicable). In connection with the latter Cllr Gittins cited a recent example of inadequately slow Police response which Louise agreed to look into. 
It was agreed to retain the local priorities for Police attention as Hetchell and Speeding on Keswick Lane.

6244   MATTERS ARISING  
1. Possibility of obtaining a reduction in the Speed Limit on Wike Lane. The Chairman had sent a letter to Cllr Shelbrooke, with copies to Cllrs Procter and Castle, urging support for a reduced speed limit. 
2. Path from Congreves to Park Field. Cllrs agreed that they would write as agreed at the previous meeting to the 2 landowners concerned. (Action ES)
3. Conditions in Hetchell Woods  See above
4 .West Well . The Chairman is liaising with Andrew Pomeroy of LCC about the scheme. The proposal is to have a stone wall around the well. Mr Stott will donate a stone bench which he wishes to have inscribed with his mother in law’s name. 
5. Flooding Report. Cllr Shelbrooke had acknowledged receipt of the comprehensive report submitted by the Council. He planned to arrange a meeting with Joe Smallman of Land Drainage to discuss the issues raised, and would report back. 
6.Ginnel off A58 between Second Avenue and Congreve Approach .Mark Hullah had cleared the Ginnel but had advised that one of the  hedges required cutting. The steps also required re-setting. It was agreed to ask Roger Brooks whether ROW could undertake both tasks. (Action JG)
7. Highways and Gullies Update. 
· Highways have installed channels to allow the water to enter the ditches but need funding to pipe the ditch and then fill in. (Church Lane)
· The pipes under driveways have been broken by residents during drive construction work . The Legal Dept. will ascertain responsibility.(Church Lane)
· Other areas referred to Highways are:- Keswick Lane/ Wike Lane junction , Holme Farm Lane/Milner Lane junction, Church Lane resurfaced road, Potholes on Holme Farm Lane corner, 30mph sign on Holme Farm Lane.

· Environmental Services have supplied a list of gullies already dealt with, and promise that the remainder will be dealt with soon. They aim to clean all gullies every 8 months. A list of those requiring more frequent treatment has been compiled.
8. Condition of Brick Wall adjacent to Tennis Club Pavilion endangered by Trees. Nothing  to report.  

9. Builder’s Advert on house fence on A58. This had been passed from Highways to Planning who are investigating the complaint. 
10. Purchase of additional litter picks. The Clerk had obtained various options which she had passed to Cllr Bradford for his consideration. 
11. Parish Paths Partnership. Copies of the scheme had been received and were passed to Cllr Tatman for consideration. 
12. Report on East and  West Side Parish Walks. The first had been walked by 8 residents and 2 dogs , the second by 7 residents and 2 dogs. Cllr Flockton reported that they had observed a recently planted hedge on Path 13 which was likely to spread across the footpath and required monitoring. There was also a broken wooden stile on Wike Lane opposite the water house as the path turned to go across a field on the Leeds Country Way. It was agreed to ask whether the ROW volunteers could repair it. (Action JG)
13. Heritage Lights for Castle Grove The grant for £2500 requested from the LCC Well Being Fund had been approved.

1 .Park Field   Nothing to report 
2 .Willan’s Wood. Nothing to report.
3. Playground. The working party had received schemes from 3 of the 5 playground providers consulted. One grant application had been submitted by the Clerk to the Well Being Fund Committee of LCC. At short notice the Council were made aware that two applications on behalf of Council property, were due to be assessed at the same Well Being Fund Committee meeting. The Council was advised to withdraw one application and re-submit it later, in late July (outcome made known in late September). The Chairman of the Council had taken notice of the advice and made an executive decision that the application from the Council for the playground should be withdrawn. The Clerk pointed out that the grant had been intended for the purchase of new fencing. An annual safety inspection was due in September and Cllrs considered that some temporary replacement fencing was required , and agreed to seek quotations.   (Action JG/NO) 
Cllr Gittins suggested that to avoid similar clashes of interest in the future it would be wise to draw up an asset register comprising details from all the groups linked to the Parish Council. He agreed to set this in motion and would commence by approaching all main organisations in the village.
