MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON JUNE 10TH 2010
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM  The Clerk informed the Council that in future Police attendance at PC meetings will be confined to meetings in January, April, July and October. . This month therefore no Police attended, but the crime figures had been e mailed. There had been 2 crimes during the month – 1 burglary other and I theft of a motor vehicle. 
DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST  None. 
PRESENT Cllrs Stentiford ,Overfield, Lobley, Hoyland, Wright, Bradford,  and Gittins. 
APOLOGIES.  Cllrs Flockton and Tatman. . 
6314   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD MAY 13TH 2010 These were approved. 
6315   MATTERS ARISING  
1. Paving Slabs at bus stop opposite First Avenue. These have been repaired satisfactorily. The flagstones were removed and new kerbing installed around the new area with a stone sub base and tarmac surface. 
2.Broken Step in small ginnel off A58. Repairs to the steps have been made but instead of completely re-making, the cracks have simply been filled with cement. Council consider this work quite inadequate and the Clerk has sent photographs taken by Cllr Wright to Highways, together with an overheard comment from one of the workers that he was aware that they were doing a “botched” job. She received a reply from Russell Martin explaining that the workmen had been asked simply to make the steps safe as there was no money at present for a complete re-build. Cllrs accepted this explanation but agreed to write back asking that the matter remained in the pipeline for when further monies were available. 
3. Conditions in Hetchell Woods  The Chairman had cleared up after finding litter from another camping episode. Cllrs were in agreement that it was essential for people visiting the woods to use their mobile phones to alert Police immediately they witnessed any trouble. The peak trouble times were the weekends. 
4.West Well and Village Pump .West Well is almost complete and now looks very attractive. Grass seed has been planted. The leylandi hedge has been cut back and later in the year will be replaced by a mixed hedge. 
M.A.N. Developments are willing to repair the pump at cost – possibly £200 - £300. It was agreed to explore the possibility of A MICE grant. Cllr Gittins has obtained maps to be passed to Hartlaw towards the registration process. 
5. Path from Congreves to Park Field. The Chairman hopes to walk this path during the next few weeks. 
6. Highways Update:-.
· A58  Contrary to  previous information from Highways, the footpath will not be refurbished in Bardsey from Keswick Lane to the  Wetherby roundabout. Any issues will be addressed as they arise. 
· Church Lane Cllr Hoyland had expressed concern to Highways that the work being done regarding drainage on Church Lane may not address the substantial water flow coming from Woodacre Lane. The work on the gully has not been carried out  as previously stated , and because 6 months has elapsed, the council has had to apply for a RASWRA (utilities) update. When this has been addressed the work will be scheduled and costs borne by Highways, with no charge to residents as previously stated. . 
· Mill Lane is to have further investigations carried out in order to establish and resolve the issue of water still breaking through the footpath. We had been told that investigations were concluded and the problem solved. 
· Wike Lane Steve Parry has agreed to inspect Wike Lane for potholes – last dealt with on May 20th. 

· 30mph speed limit Nick Borras has replied to the Council’s query about the original decision for the 30 mph limit  terminating before the Congreve Estate. It was based on the fact that there was housing on only one side of the road along this stretch, but he advised that it was possible the decision could be reviewed in the future.  
· SID training The Chairman reported that Mr Clink has undertaken the training for SID. 
7. Rubbish disposal on land off Cornmill Lane. It was agreed that there was nothing illegal and this was essentially a neighbour matter in which the Council should not get involved.  
8. Update of Parish Plan. Cllr Overfield promised to attend to this.
9. Condition of Telephone Box on Church Lane. The request has been forwarded to the Payphone Customer Service Team. It was also agreed to ask BT to clean up the new style telephone box at the corner of Tithe Barn Lane which was in a very bad state of cleanliness. 
10. Polling Station at East Rigton. The Clerk had been informed that it was the Elmet and Rothwell Conservative Association , supported by Alec Shelbrooke, who had made the decision. It is not possible for 2 separate polling districts ( as now applies to Bardsey) to use the same polling station. It was agreed to ask whether the new Sports Club could be used instead. 
11. Registration of Parish Council land. The Clerk now had some material to take to Hartlaw in this connection. 
12. Replacement Hedge on A58. Cllr Overfield had met a Glenfield representative on site and had pointed out the damage caused by them. He now awaited their response. 
13. Report on Spring Conference of Parish and Town Councils. The Clerk and Cllr Hoyland attended the conference. They considered the information supplied by the Highway and Refuse Depts to be useful and the contacts with senior officers in these departments of particular value. 
14. Grit Bins Steve Parry had refused Council’s request for a replacement bin at the end of First Avenue. He said that although the road met the steepness criteria, it failed to meet other requirements. 
6316   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  Mark Hullah had been asked to clear the logs impeding the flow of the beck but was finding them difficult to handle. 
2 .Willan’s Wood .There was nothing to report. 
3. Playground. The new equipment has been installed and the playground is now very well used. The Clerk had bee informed by Green Leeds that it was now in order for her to order the remaining item – the whirly playpod, and she had accordingly placed the order. 
The question of supervision of the equipment by Cllrs was discussed and it was agreed that it was desirable to return to the previous system whereby Cllrs were supplied with a check list and each given a month in which to check weekly on the equipment ,record results in a notebook ,and report to each PC meeting. 
Andrew Ward of Bardsey Tree Services had agreed to trim the trees overhanging the playground for free. 
It was noted that weeds were appearing in the grass bordering the new Ascot path to the playground and some shrubs at the playground end were dying. It was agreed to ask for both to be made good by LCC. 

It was agreed to move the current playground sign close to the new gate and to have another sign near the gate opposite. It was essential to mention the exclusion of dogs on the signs. Highways were to be asked for a road sign indication the road to the playground. 

Cllr Wright had approached the new temporary Head at Bardsey School about the possibility of a child and herself opening the playground officially. 

The subject of official annual  inspection had been discussed that morning when Cllrs Bradford and Wright and the Clerk had met with Debbie Chambers of Record at the playground.  She had suggested that her company should provide a quarterly inspection in place of the annual one by ROSPA. An alternative would be to use the ROSPA trained Inspector used by Martin Wright, Playground Supervisor for LCC who could also be asked for a quotation for a monthly inspection .Martin Wright might also be able to provide a weekly checklist for Cllrs when making their inspection of the equipment. 
Cllr Bradford asked that thanks be expressed to the Clerk for work on funding the playground. 
Two goalposts had been acquired as part of the Record playground scheme. It was agreed to use only one which should be moved at intervals around the central part of Parkfield. 
4. Pond  Cllr Overfield reported that this was looking attractive but he was concerned at the removal of a number of large stones donated to the PC in the past and used to prevent parking on the Green. The Chairman offered to supply replacement stones.                                                                                                                                                            5. Web Site.and Community Forum Cllrs Gittins, Lobley and Flockton had met Jason Cook to discuss how to take the forum concept further. They had agreed that the 4 of them and the Chairman would take turns in administering the site and they would attend a training course. It was essential to find ways of enthusing both individuals and groups to use the site. The idea of compiling a list of e mail addresses of people who would welcome information should be adopted. 
6. Bardsey Fest Cllr Gittins explained that on the Saturday morning of the Fest (July 31st) village groups are to be encouraged to meet in the village hall and “sell “themselves. He wanted the Council to be included and to have a board and presentation of work carried out in recent years. 
7. Youth Club Cllr Bradford was concerned at the serious decline in numbers attending and the Leaders had suggested that if there was no improvement in attendance they might consider their position. The young people to whom he had spoken all maintained that they were waiting to return to the Sports Club.

It was agreed to pay the bills listed above. 

2. Audit of Accounts .The Internal Auditor, Philip Oddy, had approved the Statement of Accounts and had filled in the section for completion by the Internal Auditor. He warned the Council against all expenditure above that already budgeted for as there would be a large reduction in the end of year balance, well below the recommended level of reserves.  He also recommended that the Council should agree to adopt or revise its Financial Standing Orders. The Council completed the Annual Statement of Governance and the Clerk and Chairman signed this and the Annual Statement of Accounts.
3. Letter from Ward Cllrs re grant allocation for 2010/11 The Cllrs advised that due to the current economic climate the Area Management’s revenue fund is only £37,783.00 for the financial year and there is no capital funding available .It was agreed to pass this information to the Village Hall Committee. 
4. Insurance Requirements  The Clerk is revising the figures for Council property following the purchase of the new playground equipment. She wished to check on the number of seats in the village which should be included for insurance. Cllrs eventually decided that it would be preferable to exclude seats from insurance and instead put aside monies each year in a sinking fund  to cover replacement costs.
5. Grant to Sports Club  The Chairman reported that he had been approached by the Chairman of the Sports Club for further financial assistance due to a cash flow situation The Clerk advised  against ,as the PC funds were dangerously low. It was agreed to discuss the matter further when more information was to hand. 
6319   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.

1.Letter from BYCV re working together to improve green spaces in locality. BTCV offered to work with the Council to improve green spaces in the locality. They are able to construct footpaths and fences, clear vegetation and lay hedges. 
2. Changes to the Bingley Arms. Cllr Hoyland asked advice on how she should respond to complaints from residents living near the Bingley to the new Indian restaurant and take away now operating from the restaurant. Cllr Gittins had also been approached on the subject. Council agreed that if the complaints related to noise and smell, concerned residents should be advised to contact Environmental Health.  
3. Bin Emptying It was agreed to ask Mark Hullah to empty bins in the playground and surrounds. 
4. Bardsey Sports Club Bar Licence. Cllr Overfield reported that BSC had agreed that all applications for extensions to the licence to midnight should be sent to the PC Clerk a month in advance, placed on the PC agenda, and approved by the Council at its next meeting. Council agreed to the proposal.
