BARDSEY CUM RIGTON PARISH COUNCIL 
MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MARCH 29TH 2010
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM  PCSOs Louise Lodge, and Rebecca Jackson (new PCSO for Bardsey)attended the meeting  and were welcomed by the Chairman .They reported 2 crimes committed during the last month – one of criminal damage and one of theft, none specific. Cllr Lobley informed them of an issue she had raised with PC Mae Lae concerning the horse box constantly parked at the end of First Avenue. Louise offered to check again but said that if it was not causing an obstruction there was nothing the Police could do.
It was agreed that Hetchell Woods was the main priority for Police attention. Mrs Beverley Humphreys, a resident who also attended the meeting, had brought photos of the bad state of Pompecali , fast becoming a no go area for pedestrians and for animals, due to the amount of broken glass left by  irresponsible campers. Cllrs Bradford and Stentiford who have paid frequent visits and cleared up rubbish,  endorsed these comments. They consider that meetings are arranged through Facebook, cheap tents purchased and then set fire to when the camp is over. A well built camp has been discovered in the Quarry off the bottom of Wood Lane. Louise asked anyone witnessing trouble to contact the Police (on L. 285 5374) but admitted that the Police preferred youths to congregate there in preference to on the streets of Wetherby.

MINUTES OF MEETING HELD FEBRUARY `11TH 2010. These were approved. 
MATTERS ARISING  
1. Annual Parish Meeting. The Clerk had received an e mail from YLCA explaining that there were no essential requirements for the parish meeting.  Cllr Gittins had later e mailed fellow Cllrs suggesting that seating, apart from the Chairman and Clerk, should be random and the bulk of the time should be given to responding to questions from the public. Cllrs should follow the example of Cllr Gittins and briefly summarise their year’s work which should be collated by the Clerk in written form and circulated on the web site earlier. He further suggested sending out flyers inviting representatives of all village organisations to attend and learn about the proposed new website facility and the new community forum. Council discussed this and agreed that the Chairman should welcome everyone and give a brief synopsis of the year’s work. The Clerk should  circulate the financial report but would speak only briefly about it. An update on the Parish Plan should be given. Cllr Overfield should be invited to speak about the new clubhouse and Cllr Bradford about the playground (both with illustrations). (Action JG) Cllr Flockton is to ask Cllr Gittins to obtain the wine. 
2.Broken Step and Overhanging Trees in small ginnel off A58. Reminders were to be given as no action had yet been taken. (Action JG)
3.Pavement outside Hairdresser’s  This had been made safe (see M/A 7).
4.West Well . A grant of £3000 had been awarded from the LCC Well Being Fund and had been paid into the PC account. The Chairman asked the Clerk to confirm acceptance of the quotation from Michael Neal of M.A.N Developments for the construction of the wall at a cost of £6,000.Dennis Stott would provide a seat. It would be necessary to co-ordinate work with LCC. The Chairman is to be the Project Manager with assistance from Cllr Tatman. 
5.Broken Paving on Bus Stop opposite First Avenue. The Clerk was asked to remind Highways about this.(Action JG)
6.Ascot Path and Path from Congreves to Park Field.- Lease for Land at Keswick Lane. The lease had been sent to the Council for approval. On return from holiday, the Clerk had taken it to Chris Walton of Hartlaw who had agreed to check the details before it was signed. The Chairman hoped to walk the Congreve route in the near future. It was noted that any new path would be damaged each time there was a flood.(Action ES)
7. Highways Update. Cllr Hoyland had e mailed a report prior to the meeting:-
· Dropped kerbs have been approved for Callister Hall, Village Hall, Church Lane near the noticeboard and opposite. Grange Close might also be included. 

· Mill Lane – This has been referred to drainage experts because of geyser problems which will require excavation work, to be carried out preferably between June and October. Money has been allocated and will be carried over if necessary. White lining has been added to the specification but has to be cleared legally.
· Church Lane – Gulley reinstatement still on going as the council are only obliged to reinstate driveways as they were originally – probably grass verges. 

· Wetherby Road – Pathway at Bank top “made safe” 3 March. The footpath on the road from Keswick Lane to the roundabout is to be re-furbished in the new financial year, starting at the roundabout end. 
· Keswick Lane – Road signs were finished in November, and a cycle way up to the traffic lights has been included. 
· Potholes – Due to high demand, LCC can only “make safe”,(below normal standard.) 

Cllr Lobley asked that Highways be kept aware of the need to re-surface the Milner Lane/ Holme Farm Lane area. 
8. Removal of Graffiti Cllrs would check whether all graffiti had been removed. 
9. New Florescent Jackets. These had been purchased. 
10. Conditions in Hetchell Woods .It was agreed that a joint approach was necessary and agreed that the Clerks of Scarcroft and Thorner, Mr Pritchard of Bramham Estate and Caroline Cummins of YWT should be invited to a joint meeting in Bardsey to discuss ways of tackling the problem. 
STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  Cllr Wright considered that the dog fouling problem still existed but had not become any worse. A big tree trunk lodged under the embankment was impeding the flow and stumps of saplings near the bridge on Keswick Beck needed  removing. Mark Hullah will be asked to deal with these. (Action NO).
2 .Willan’s Wood. There was nothing to report. 
3. Playground. The Clerk had e mailed Cllrs prior to the meeting with the latest update. Prior to her holiday, with the Chairman’s consent, she had placed the order for the equipment , less the whirly playpod costing approximately £10k, which Record would supply at a later date for no extra cost.  The Green Leeds Board had felt unable to offer Bardsey the full grant of £10k requested as they considered the village had just benefited from a very large grant for the Clubhouse. They advised a submission to the Small Grants Panel,( next meeting April 19/20) for their maximum grant of £5k. This application should be successful provided they could be assured of the source from which the outstanding amount would come. The Clerk had pointed out to Cllrs that a provision had been made in the last budget for a further £2k and suggested that Council use a further £3k from its reserves.  Cllr Bradford proposed that Council adopt this idea He was seconded by Cllr Flockton and Council agreed unanimously. Cllr Wright had visited the school again to inform them of progress to date. She asked the Clerk to obtain a small copy of the 3D new playground layout to show them. She also offered to write to the Wetherby News with an update on the playground. (Action GW)
4. Web Site. Cllr Lobley had been in discussion with Deep Blue Digital about a blog facility but felt she required more information before recommending that Council go ahead with adopting the scheme. Jason is to be invited to the next meeting and to the Annual Parish Meeting. 
5. Bardsey Community Forum.  There was nothing to report.

CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.

1.Grounds Maintenance for 2010. GGS Groundcare had quoted the same rate as the previous year for grounds maintenance. Council agreed to accept. 
2.Letter from Green Communities re Energy Saving.  Noted. 
3. Notice from Lord Mayor for 3 Cllrs to attend Civic Reception , Banqueting Hall, Civic Hall 7-9pm Wed. 14th April.  Cllrs Flockton, Hoyland and Wright agreed to attend. 
4. Spring Conference – Wed. 26th May. The Clerk had circulated details and asked that those interested in attending contact her. 
5. SLCC W. Yorks Training Day – Friday 30th April – Parish Centre, Thorner – cost £35. Noted. 
6. YLCA – Training & Development Programme 2010.Noted. 
7. Request from resident for removal of self seeded trees on bank opposite lychgate, Church Lane. A resident on Church Lane near the church lychgate had complained of loss of light to her property from these trees. Cllr Overfield offered to investigate. (Action NO)
MINOR MATTERS FOR DELEGATION TO CLERK/NEXT AGENDA.

1.Sports Club and Clubhouse Developments Cllr Overfield informed Council of details of the new licence for which the club was applying. They wanted a time extension from 11 pm until 1am on Friday and Saturday nights. The Trustees have modified this proposal to add “with Parish Council approval”. They consider that the clause could prevent over use of the extended hours facility. After some discussion, the Chairman proposed that the Council accept the proposal, including the referral to them for permission. Cllr Bradford seconded the motion and it was carried unanimously. Cllr Bradford suggested that the Council might at a future date increase the amount of the grant already given to the Sports Club so that a particular item of new furniture (possibly for the patio) could be identified as having been donated by the Parish Council. No decision on this could be taken until prices were obtained by the Club and the end of year financial position of the Council ,including commitments already in place, were known.
2. Possible Flood Damage Cllr Lobley reported that she had received a phone call from a worried resident living opposite the Bingley Arms about potential danger to his property when flood protection work commenced. She had advised him to contact Cllr Alec Shelbrooke. 
3. Fly tipping on Lay Bye on Holme Farm Lane Cllrs Lobley and Bradford have noticed this and have reported it to the authorities on a number of occasions. 
4. Electoral List  Cllr Lobley asked the Clerk to obtain a copy. The electronic version sent in December 2009 had been password protected so she had been unable to open it. 

5. Broken Bin in Playground It was noted that this was broken. No action was required as 2 bins are included in the new equipment to be supplied shortly.
6. Overhanging Hedges in village encroaching on to paths  and increasing amount of parking on pavements Cllr Hoyland considered that, due to concerns for the safety of pedestrians and other pathway users,  more attention should be drawn to these matters.  Residents should be encouraged via the Newsletter to cut their hedges back. Cllr Bradford said that LCC are willing to cut back hedges and then charge the negligent resident, and it was illegal to park on pavements.
