6434    MATTERS ARISING  
1. Condition of Bottle Bank at Bingley The Clerk had telephoned the Bingley and had been told by the Manager’s son that rubbish was frequently dumped beside the bins even when empty. Cllr Hoyland had cleared up rubbish on occasions. Another anonymous letter had been received asking for action from the Council to deal with the nuisance. It was considered that there was no more which could be done and action arising from an anonymous letter could not be expected. 
2.New Seat for West Well. This is now in place, tried, tested, and approved. The Chairman suggested that the leylandi should be cut down before” The Brow “is sold. 
3.Purchase of Signs at approach to Bardsey Sports Club.   There was no progress on this. (Action ES)
4. Path from Congreves to Park Field. Roger Brooks had suggested a new fund to which the PC might apply for a grant.

Highways Update-                                                                                                                (a) Moorland Posts on Mill Lane Cllr Tatman is in touch with “Darren”, the roadman who will replace those unsuitably placed.(Action GT)                                                                                                 (b) Publication of Order from Legal Services for 30 & 40 MPH  Speed Limits for Scarcroft, East Keswick,  Wike & Bardsey , The Clerk said that she was aware that objections were being raised to the proposed speed limit on Wike Lane on the grounds that it would mean a proliferation of repeater signs ,creating an urban environment.                                                                                                                (c)Signs. Cllr Hoyland reported that there were a number of places in the village where what appear to be advertising signs are appearing on private property.  It was agreed to check with the Planners whether planning permission was required.(Action JG) 
6. Planting of new tree in memory of Mike Palmer- Jones.  The tree is now planted. 
7. Marker Posts on Cornmill Ginnel. Still awaited. 
8. Security Arrangements concerning Bardsey Sports Club/ Car Park/ Playground. It has not yet been decided whether the condition required has been satisfied and the application  approved.
9..Erection of  New Noticeboard to be shared with Bardsey Sports Club in vicinity of Playground. This is now in place. Both BSC and BPC have been given 2 keys each. The Clerk and Cllr Bosomworth will hold those for the PC. 
10. Purchase of new Litter Bins for Parkfield. The Clerk had received further phone calls from Amberol who had supplied details of one of their bins with a fire retardant liner at a cost of £65 + carriage + VAT. It was agreed that Cllrs Hoyland and Wright would choose the bin most suitable and would consult with BSC who also wanted new bins. (Action BH & GW)
11. Broken Dog Litter Bin .Action had been promised but there was still no replacement. (Action JG)
12. Possible additions to GGS  Contract. Cllr Bradford had discussed details of the contract with Mark Hullah who had explained that the slight increase in charge was due to the number of extras for which he had not been charging to date. He queried whether the Council wished to add an additional charge of £18 per cut for the grass on the A58 previously cut be LCC. Council agreed that LCC should resume responsibility for this. GGS to be asked whether regular clearing of the Congreve ginnel was included. (Action JG)
13. Dumping of Rubbish at Spear Fir and on A58 There was nothing further to report re Spear Fir but the Clerk was asked to remind LCC about the large clean up required on the A58. Cllr Bosomworth also suggested that a clean up should be requested between Wike and Slade Hill.(Action JG)
14. Annual Parish Meeting –It was decided not to invite a speaker.
15. Relations with Fest Committee and Public Liability Cover. The Clerk had been informed by Zurich Insurance that they could not cover the Fest Committee under the Council’s public liability policy. There was thus no case for setting up this committee as a sub committee of the Council. 
16. Possible Buffet Lunch for Kisdorf Visitors. Helmut Degn from Kisdorf had told the Clerk that there were currently only 5 residents from Kisdorf hoping to attend the Fest in June but he hoped the number would rise to 10. It was agreed that if numbers remained low, the Sports Club would be the most suitable venue. The Clerk to discuss a suitable time with Norman Overfield. (Action JG)
17.Repair to telephone kiosk at end of Tithe Barn Lane. This has been dealt with by BT.
18. Improvements to Castle Hill Footpath by Rangers. Work has been promised for next Thursday. Further work replacing the muddiest parts with gravel will be carried out in the summer.  
6435   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1. Neighbourhood Plan-The  Working Party agreed to at the previous meeting, with the addition of Cllr Bosomworth and John and Rachel Procter, had met 3 times and made preliminary plans for the NP and arrangements for the public meeting next Thursday. The Chairman has prepared a video presentation. He, John Procter, and Andy Birkbeck will speak at the meeting. A list of skills which residents can offer will be suggested and anyone able to offer any of these and willing to serve on the steering committee will be asked to put their names and details on slips of paper. A total of 10-12 people will be required for this committee but with others represented on small committees. The Parish Council is to take final authority for all decisions. The aim is to draw up a rough document by June/July and to finalise the document by November. Cllr Frankland will put the LCC Core Strategy on the website. Cllr Tatman asked the Clerk to obtain a hard copy of the Core Strategy and the LDF. (Action JG)
2 .Park Field  Cllr Wright reported that:-
· The logs from the trees cut down by Andy Ward are now blocking the beck and it was suggested that Cllr Bradford should ask him to remove them. (Action JB) 
· There is a lot of debris at the far side of the beck blocking it up at 2 bends. Cllr Bosomworth to be asked to deal with this. (Action MB)
· The fence surrounding the copse has been damaged by children sitting on it and needs tightening or replacing . Mark Hullah to be asked to deal with it. (Action JG)
3 .Willan’s Wood. There was nothing to report. Cllr Bradford had offered to cut the hedge in front. 
4. Playground. Cllr Wright agreed to consult Cllr Bradford about whether SMP had taken action recommended by Wicksteed re fitting a safety chain to the cantilever swing.(Action GW) 
5. Web Site . There was nothing to report, other than a request to advertise offers from the East Keswick butcher on the website. Council agreed with Cllr Frankland that this was not appropriate. 
6.School and Community Links. Cllr Wright said that the children had been disappointed to get no sponsorship from businesses they had approached. It was suggested that Martin Ward might be able to provide further suggestions. She hoped that families of school children would get involved in the next litter pick. Council agreed to hold this on Saturday April 14th – the same day as East Keswick. The Clerk to make arrangements.(Action JG)

2. E mail from John Procter re purchase of Duck Ark. The suggestion was for any Jubilee profit to go towards the purchase of an ark to attract more ducks to the pond. Council discussed this, but agreed that this was intended as a natural rather than an ornamental pond, and preferred the suggestion of Norman Overfield for a simple wooden structure on the island in the pond.   
3. Complaint from Margaret Avenue resident re lack of Litter Bin at Bank Top The resident reported that youths at the Bank Top bus stop constantly fling down beer bottles on the ground at the bus stop before entering the buses because there is no bin in which to put them. The rubbish and broken glass in the area is most unsightly. This is the second such complaint received on this matter. LCC claimed in the past that they have no money for new bins. The Clerk said she would contact them again. (Action JG).
