POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM The Police (PCSO Emma Leighton) attended and reported 2 crimes during the month- one of criminal damage and one of theft from a motor vehicle. Speeding issues are being monitored by the Police and Emma agreed to a request to pay particular attention to speeding on Keswick Lane and on the A58. There have been a number of recent incidents of elderly people being targeted by bogus officials and vulnerable people should be warned to ask to see identification. Land Rover thefts are now more common in the Leeds area as thieves are keen to get spare parts for existing models, especially since the last Land Rover Defender was produced recently.                                                                   The Chairman reported receiving a recent bogus telephone call from an Indian lady posing as a Microsoft official. The PCSO advised calling 101 in such circumstances.

6903   MATTERS ARISING  

1 Vacancy on Parish Council – It was agreed to approach 2 people who had been suggested as suitable councillors. (Action JG) 
2. Update on 106 Money for Bardsey. Cllrs Ward will put together a proposal for use of some of this money on Willan’s Wood and Park Field, and Cllr Bosomworth will prepare one for the village pond.  (Action MW/MB)
3.Bowling Club Lease and original Deed of Land pertaining to Village Hal, Bowling and Tennis Clubs from Bramham Estate to Bardsey PC. Hartlaws have confirmed that they are not in possession of this document but point out that unless a restrictive covenant was originally placed on the land (unlikely) there is no legal requirement for the land to be used for recreational purposes in perpetuity. The Council will continue to pursue the location of the original document. Cllr Sidle will send a reminder to the Bowling Club about replying to the last e mail from the Council setting out terms for a new lease. (Action CS)
4.Highways Update :-                                                                                                                         Cllr Hoyland reported:- 
· A58- Over several weeks water has flowed from Bradgate House on to A58. BH contacted YW who informed her that it had been reported to them on January 29 and discovered to be surface water and therefore nothing to do with YW. 
· A58 Marker Post – Charlie Parkinson , Highways, has requested its location, opposite Barker’s End, which she has forwarded to him. 

· Bingley Ginnel – pursuing funding for re-surfacing and awaiting Bob Buckenham’s return. 

· Church Lane – collapsed road sign has been replaced.

· Drains on Church Lane below Woodacre Lane have been cleaned. BH has gone back to Charlie Parkinson asking what can be done about inlets, which are the main problem.
· Duck Pond –Tithe Barn Lane, South side of Duck Pond, part of the Ferns, Stonecote, Hillcrest and Wheatfields  classed as a bridleway and, therefore , as with other bridleways, those without private vehicular rights, should not drive over . Doing so is actually a criminal offence under Section 34 0f Road Traffic Act 1988. 

· Keswick Lane – Charlie Parkinson has inspected the escaping water and because any work could be undermined by the water and had initially been taken up by Steve, he is going to wait until Steve returns, which is in about 3 week time.
· With regard to the defective area near the escaping water which is causing cyclists to come off their bikes, BH has gone back to Charlie asking what can be done about it.  

· Woodacre Crescent – LCC ‘Woodacre Cres.’ sign is on private land and therefore the ‘No parking’ sign is not on LCC land. Nick Borras has forwarded a map showing Highway’s responsibility.

· Woodacre Lane – Dave Penty had reported on installing 2 new gullies and an inspection chamber.The existing drain has been cleared and a camera survey carried out on March 7th on part of the drain. He could not get a camera through all the drain and more work therefore needs to be done. The camera survey had shown that some of the drain is in a very poor condition, but he needs to assess the rest of the drain before considering further work .It will  probably involve replacing the drain. 
· Cllr Hoyland told Cllrs that she has received information from Jenny Bowes that the hedge along part of Keswick Lane is to be taken out by LCC. She will investigate the truth of this information since the PC has been told nothing on the subject. (Action BH) 

5. Waste Bins – Parkfield – Cllr Ward reported that at present all appeared to be in order.                                                                                                          

6.Woodacre Crescent Parking Problem     Cllr Hoyland has been informed by Highways that the land on which the sign is sited is not their land. This means that the residents are legally entitled to placing “private” sign on the land.                                                                                                   7. Memorial Seat for Billy Gilmore.  Cllr Bosomworth has reached general agreement on positioning of the new seat. He was thanked by the Council for his diplomacy in achieving this.                                                                                                                                                        8.Hedge alongside Willan's Wood.   Cragwood Tree Care have coppiced the hedge on the A58 and cut down many saplings and laurel bushes on the boundary fence all round Willan’s Wood. They have also crowned the trees overhanging the playground. It would still be helpful to get the dead tree over the playground removed and to reduce the hedge. It was agreed that Cllr Ward would ask Cragwood to quote for one further day’s work on Parkfield.
9.Tour of Yorkshire – 2016 The Chairman reported that there has been a request to use the Scout Hut for tea at 7.30 on the morning of 30th April which he is pursuing. The road from the School to the Church will be closed for 2 hours on April 29th when children’s cycling will take place.                                                                                                                                                         10 Bus Shelters on A58 . The Clerk was informed that both shelters a Congreve Approach will be included in new scheme.                                                                                                                       11. Village Pond .Cllr Bosomworth reported a number of problems:-

· The wall at The Ferns is showing signs of cracking ,likely to be caused by overflow from his pond. 
There appears to be a blockage on the road side of The Ferns, which needs unblocking.

· Query over responsibility for work required. It is likely to be on BPC land, but could be on LCC land, or could be responsibility of Dan Walton at The Ferns( if it is proved he has allowed his pond to drain into the Village Pond. 

The pipe must run across PC land but does this make it the responsibility of the PC- a legal matter? Need to agree a way forward.

· Likely that pond was last de-silted 15 years ago and silt must have built up in that time. Need to agree a plan of work with residents and probably will require de- silting. 
· Poor signage – a board would look much better and be more in keeping. 

· State of verges – Residents are clear that the churning up of the verges has largely been caused by  the contractors’ vans reversing during moving in operations by new residents at the Old Vicarage, but likely that Refuse lorries also reverse there. Again a query over responsibility for repairs. 

Cllr Bosomworth offered to put matters together in a package which might qualify for a 106 grant.  Cllrs agreed to this. The Chairman suggested some wooden posts to prevent reversing on to verges. (Action MB) 
12.. Invitation from Nick Lane Fox to view preliminary planning application by Bramham Estate and Wothersome Plant.  Cllrs considered that acceptance might appear to residents as indicating approval for planning and therefore politely turned down the invitation, but expressed interest in viewing the Wothersome Plant.  Nick replied that this might be arranged in the spring.                                                                                                                                                     13. Litter Pick  It is likely that the WI will organise this in April. Cllr Flockton will make inquiries and the PC will offer assistance. 6904   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  Nothing further to report. 
2. Neighbourhood Plan .Cllr Sidle had circulated all Cllrs with a copy of the Pre Submission Draft NP a few days before the meeting and again on the date of the meeting, with the minor modifications agreed the previous evening at the SC meeting, where the draft document had been approved.  The document incorporates the body text from the Informal Consultation Document, updated and slightly modified by the Chairman .Cllr Tatman asked whether Ian MacKay had approved of the sequential limits for housing adjoining the green belt, which implied that there was a possibility in future for some development on GB.  Cllr Sidle replied that the GB had not been discussed with Ian MacKay ,but  Linton had been advised that it is possible to prioritise possible future development .Cllr Bosomworth pointed out that there had been limited time in which  to scrutinise the document                                                                       .It was then proposed Cllr Bosomworth, seconded Cllr Sidle, and agreed in principle by the majority present, that  the Council should approve the  Pre Submission Draft NP, subject to a few days opportunity for Cllrs to make further comments, due to the very short notice . Cllrs were also told of a suggestion for a famous retired proof reader to travel to Bardsey and then proof read the document for a nominal fee of £100. No definite decision had been taken about this as the fee had not been known until after the last SC meeting. 
3. Playground-Cllr Sidle reported that the camera is due to be installed  next Tuesday. The February Inspection Report  by IPI,  had shown only matters of minor concern and no action was considered necessary.  Responses from Collingham PC and from IPI Inspector on BPC query about incorporating adult type equipment in children’s playgrounds both advised against the siting of adult type equipment within children’s playgrounds, on health and safety grounds. It was therefore agreed to abandon this idea. 
4. Web Site  .Nothing to report. 
5. Sports Club. – Cllr Bosomworth reported :- 

· He has met members of the Junior Football section and encouraged co-operation with the Senior section.
· ,CASC (Community Amateur Sports Club ) of which BSC is a member, offering it  certain  financial advantages, has tightened up its regulations . At least 50% of club membership must be playing members and the club must consolidate all section accounts in one overall set of accounts. 
· He has met the Trustees and has agreed to meet them regularly at quarterly intervals. 

· Cameras have again been discussed but no extra ones will be purchased at present. 

· A barbecue or similar event is likely to be organised in connection with the Tour.

1 .New Applications.:-  

(a)  16/00953 – Wood Garth, Wood Lane   - Exts.- No objection. 
(b)  16/01905 – Land off Woodacre Green – Removal of condition 33 (creation of footpath along Bardsey Beck ) of approval 12/05259.   There was much discussion on this application. Park Lane Homes have applied for removal of this planning condition on the grounds that as it is now completely land locked ,a footpath would serve no purpose. Cllrs Tatman and Flockton have visited the site and now agree with this conclusion, in spite of long campaigning in the past for a footpath on the site. The Chairman wondered whether the land could be gifted to the PC for possible future footpath development. Cllr Tatman thought this unlikely and it  would require a great deal of maintenance. He agreed to put the proposition , but in the likely outcome of refusal, gained PC approval to make no comment on the application. 2.Annual Parish Meeting. It was agreed that the date (subject to agreement from the VHC) should be April 28th and Matthew Robinson should be invited to speak ,and in particular to report on flooding and re-opening of Linton bridge.  There may also be a NP display to promote response to the Pre Submission Draft. E mail from Becky Bracey, RAY, concerning Digital Skills Training for over 50's to be offered in 3 villages and positive response from EK VHC.   The Clerk reported that East Keswick Village Hall is keen to host one of these schemes.                                                                                                                                                         4. Complaint re Mountain Bikes failing to keep to bridleways in Hetchell Woods.  A resident had complained about this but Cllrs considered it would be impossible to police and very little harm was being done.                                                                                                                             5. Grass Cutting – Daren Gibson (P & C) had e mailed that the contract management  team for grounds maintenance with Continental Landscapes has instructed the contractors to make a ‘soft start’ to grass cutting from March 7, noting the wet conditions and very mild winter of 2015. 
6908   MINOR MATTERS FOR DELEGATION TO CLERK/NEXT AGENDA.

1. West Well – Cllr Flockton asked whether work is to be carried out on this prior to the Tour. The Chairman replied that he will ensure that the grass is cut beforehand but can do nothing about the hedge. (Action ES) 
2. Verge on A58 near Willan’s Wood.- Cllr Flockton reported that the footpath is gradually narrowing as the verge creeps on to it,  asked whether Highways could be asked to restore the path to its full width. Cllr Tatman asked that they be asked to deal with the whole length from Wood Lane to the traffic lights. (Action BH) 
3. Drains – Cllr Sidle asked that 2 drains be reported to Highways for attention – the drain on the A58 near the traffic lights which has already been repaired but is now blocked, and the first drain on Church Lane from the A58 direction which is also blocked. There is also a deep pothole in need of filling near the former on the A58. 
4. Harewood Cllr Meeting – the Chairman reported that he had met and compared notes, mainly on finance, between the 2 councils.  

5. Fat Pot Hill – the Chairman reported that the woods are full of water. Cllr Hoyland said this was not in our area.
