MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MAY 12TH 2016 
6915   POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM The Police reported 3 crimes during the month – 1 assault, 1 burglary dwelling, (2 arrests made) and 1 criminal damage. The third one concerned the shooting with a pellet gun of a cat left in a garden  There was some discussion on the  increasing incidence of attacks on cats and any relevant information should be passed to the Police. 
Two residents attended to inquire about the PC response to the current retrospective  application for a summer house  at 27 Church Lane. They were informed that the Council has made comments to the Planners but not objected, asking that permission be conditional on the summer house being painted to blend in as unobtrusively as possible with the surroundings.
Tim Gittins attended to inquire why organising the forthcoming Fest, intended as a village event, had been taken over by the Church. Cllrs informed him that it was desirable for organisation of this event to be handled by different people and particularly by younger residents. Tim suggested that in future this generation could best be reached on Facebook/ Twitter and that Jason Cook would be able to assist. He was then informed of the planned changes suggested by Jason to the Bardsey website. 
6916   ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN  It was proposed Cllr Flockton , seconded Cllr   Hoyland, and agreed unanimously that Cllr Stentiford should continue as Chairman. Cllr Stentiford agreed to serve for the following year.

6919   MATTERS ARISING  

1 Vacancy on Parish Council  No one has yet come forward to fill the vacancy. Cllr Frankland will approach another resident. (Action IF) 
2. Update on 106 Money for Bardsey. The Clerk had asked Phil Staniforth (P.& C) for a progress report. He had promised to ask LCC about the state of the funding received to date. from Park Lane Homes re the Castle Fields site. (Action JG)  

3.Bowling Club Lease and original Title  Deeds of Land pertaining to Village Hall, Bowling and Tennis Clubs   Cllr Bosomworth has studied the Title Deeds and accompanying documents relating to the roles of BPC,  the Custodian Trustees of the VH, and  BVHMC ,  the Management Trustees, and summarised the contents. It is clear that the lands were conveyed to the VH Trustees to be used as a bowling club and tennis court, and the ability of the trustees to sell is limited. In the opinion of Mr Dyson of Hartlaws, the use of all 3 pieces of land is restricted to more or less its present purposes, and to make any material change it would be necessary to obtain consent from the original donors and/ or the Charity Commission. If agreement to sell the land was obtained this would have to be for the original purchase price. In monetary terms it is therefore not worth a great deal.
In correspondence during 2003 it was agreed between BPC and BVHMC that the former should advise the latter of any proposed changes to the rentals of the Bowling and Tennis Clubs before they are introduced, and should continue with the present arrangement whereby the PC retains the rental income in return for including the rental amounts in the annual grant to the VH. Thus before we conclude the lease with the Bowling Club the Council needs to document that it has notified BVHMC of the new rent. There is no specific requirement mentioned that they should see the details of the new lease. 
The Clerk said that the Council needed to consider 2 issues arising:-

1. The current ‘Gentleman’s  Agreement’ with the  BVHMC concerning  the present  arrangements over  rent .She said that in her opinion the present arrangement was desirable, as the PC is the elected body in the village. 
2. The question of whether to continue with the present draft lease for the Bowling Club with or without the break clause.  Cllr Ward spoke strongly against the inclusion of the break clause, arguing that the PC risks alienating a large section of the village for a highly unlikely future possibility..Most other Cllrs appeared to share this view, in the light of the new information. 
It was agreed that the Clerk would ask Mr Dyson for confirmation that Cllr Bosomworth has correctly interpreted the documents. If this was forthcoming, the VHC would be advised of the terms of the new lease, without the break clause  ,and, with their approval and that of the Bowling Club, the lease would be officially approved by the PC and  passed to Mr Dyson for drafting. Agreement on the current arrangement over rental income should also be sought between the 2 bodies and a legal agreement drawn up as to the precise role of the two. The Chairman suggested that the information should eventually be scanned and made available electronically .(Action JG) 
4.Highways Update  :-  Cllr Hoyland reported:-
· A58 Milestone – Steve Parry is back and has advised that this is in the system but he is no longer involved with it. BH will need to get back to Charlie Parkinson.
· New Shelter by Rigton Bank – In order for this to work the foliage will have to be kept cut back in order that both travellers and bus driver can have a good view of each other and people are not left in the shelter. Cllrs agreed to approach YEDL and remind them to repair the fence near their sub-station and also to ask them to cut back the surrounding foliage. (Action JG)  
· Grange Close Grassed Area – An advertising board has been placed on a tree, creating a bad precedent. Agreed that BH should ask the homeowner politely to remove it, as it is unsightly. (Action BH) 
· Church Lane/ Cornmill Lane – inlets She still has not obtained an update following an inspection by LCC ,and will follow up with Charlie Parkinson.      

· Woodacre Crescent – Steve Parry has clarified this is an unadopted road.       

· Bingley Ginnel – PROW classified it as satisfactory and therefore would not be a priority for re-surfacing, but be logged for further patching. This could be pursued further but funding could be problematic and the cost estimated at £15,300 based on 1 mtr cost of £30 per m 2-170 x £90.  Agreed to take no further action.  

· Blacksmith’s Field  The gate is still broken. Cllr Bosomworth has offered to repair it.  Council agreed. (Action BH) 
5. Village Pond   The Chairman and Cllr Bosomworth had met John Procter and Dan Walton on site during the month. The drain from DW’s garden has been jetted by LCC, partly due to a request from JP, and although still containing a blockage, is now flowing freely. JP had brought documentation showing that Highways/ PROW own the land bordering both sides of the road and bridleway. If this is correct the PC will need their permission to manage it. Report on Tour de Yorkshire. Residents had supported this event very well, although there was disappointment that the Scouts, who had initially promised hospitality, had in the event done nothing. 
7. Advertising of Defibrillator at Village Hall. The Chairman had tried to assist an accident victim requiring use of a defibrillator. The incident had made him aware of the ignorance of many of the public to the locations around the village of defibrillators. He asked fellow Cllrs for their views on how best this information can be disseminated. Notices on the new bus shelters, on the website, and possibly a first aid class were suggested.A further suggestion  at the meeting was that a First Responder service to be set up, possibly to include East Keswick and Scarcroft. Cllr Flockton will ask Claire Tapp to make a suitable space regularly available in the Newsletter to advertise the position of all nearest defibrillators in the area. The Chairman will discuss ideas with Dave Jones. (Action LF/ES) 
8. Follow up on discussion at APM on flooding problem on the Drive and activities of YW.  It was agreed that the Clerk would take this up with YW. (Action JG) 
9. E mail from Norman Overfield re Bin Location at Keswick  Lane. Cllr Bosomworth is to be asked his view on a suitable alternative location for the 2 large bins and Cllr Ward will then discuss the matter once again with Norman. 6920   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field – Cllr Ward reported that he is still waiting for estimates for possible work using 106 money. He also said that one of the steps on the embankment is broken. It was agreed to ask Mark Hullah if he would repair this. (Action JG) 
2. Neighbourhood Plan .Cllr Sidle reported that the document is now almost complete. Proof reading has taken place. There are a few matters outstanding but completion of these should not hold up the consultation process which should commence shortly. Dates for the Drop In Session and for delivery will need to be agreed at the next SC meeting. 
3. Playground Cllr Flockton had noticed that the bearing on the cantilever swing was in need of lubrication. Cllr Sidle will deal with this when convenient. She also commented in her inspection report on the weathering of the wet pour surface. Cllr Sidle thinks it must be weather sensitive to an extent as it appears to be worse in good weather. Cllr Frankland raised the issue of adult type equipment once again. He will make further inquiries about H&S issues and about the type of equipment available. The Sports Club may be agreeable to having some equipment there, as the advice we have received is not to install adult type equipment  in a playground. 
4. Web Site .Jason Cook has provided details of the changes he hopes to make for £300. Council agreed to accept his quotation. 
5. Sports Club.  The Cricket Club have had a successful tour to St Kitts. Gary Hopkins deserves congratulations for being awarded a ‘ Services to  Football ‘ award from the Barkston Ash area . He has worked tirelessly to make Bardsey successful at whatever level they competed, whilst also undertaking unpaid groundwork for BSC over many years.                                                                                                                                     6. It was agreed to approve all the bills listed above. 

2. Possible payment of Insurance for Village Helpers. AON have written stating that this is now overdue. Cllr Flockton has discussed the subject with Pauline Hills, one of the main Helpers. She considers the policy could be allowed to elapse as none of the existing Helpers ever claim expenses. It was agreed that there was no necessity to renew the policy.
3. Parish Council Insurance Renewal. The Clerk has obtained renewal quotations from Zurich and was pleased to report that the Premium has actually gone down.                                     1 1Year Agreement for this year would be £1,032.66

For the previous 5 Year Long Term Agreement we were paying £1,114,46.

Council agreed to sign up for the 5 year agreement. 

4. Letter from LCC re payment of CIL money. LCC Corporate Financial Management wrote explaining that £40.50 has been transferred to BPC, being the amount due at 31st March 2016. Any CIL money collected relating to Bardsey will be transferred twice each year. The City Council can ‘clawback’ any CIL funding not spent within 5 years on appropriate infrastructure. However, a council can ‘bank’ its CIL income until the amount is sufficient to pay for an infrastructure scheme. PCs must publish CIL receipts annually and they  must be shown on websites. 
5. Letter from RAY re renewal of subscription. The Council are willing to renew the subscription. 
6. GGS Annual Quotation - £4,900.00p.a., (£4,750 last year), plus £250 p.a. dog bin emptying, plus £75 per cut Grange Close.  This was agreed.         

6923   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.
1. Tubs and Planting Arrangements. Cllr Tatman had noted the poor condition of some of the flower tubs and with PC approval, had purchased 4 new ones for the Mill Lane bus stop, the telephone box on Keswick Lane, the bench by the school, and the steps up to the Callister Hall. .As tubs will be planted up at the end of the month, the old ones will need removing ASAP and replacing with the new ones which he has already treated with oil and painted with hammerite. He suggested slight changes in the locations.of some other ones. Cllrs Stentiford and Ward will meet up with Cllr Flockton on Friday 3rd June to move/ position the tubs whilst  the ladies do the planting. 
2. Crime Prevention Panel Representative.  John Wright had informed the Chairman that due to his imminent move to Wetherby, he will be unable to continue to act as the Bardsey representative on this committee. The Chairman had thanked him for his years of service.  Cllr Ward said he would consider being the new representative.  
3. E mail request from’ Hayley @fitnFun on behalf of Penny Harrison for Photos of Happy Memories of Bardsey Methodist Church. The church is celebrating 125 years on 20 -22 May    and would like an advert on the Bardsey website asking for the loan of suitable photos .It was agreed to co-operate with this request.                                                                                                   .
