MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 8TH NOVEMBER 2012 
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM 
The PCSO for Bardsey, Rebecca Jackson, attended the meeting and reported on the crime figures for the month. There had been 2 burglaries of dwellings, and 2 cases of criminal damage. 
 Stephen Verity, owner of 26 Church Lane, and his architect attended the meeting to discuss his planning application for Oak Tree Cottage.  The application is still running with LCC ,as  extended time has been allowed . They claim that the Conservation Officer is content with the plans. They have been in some difficulty in trying to provide the necessary up to date accommodation required, due to constraints imposed by the Planners regarding this Grade 2 Listed building. The result has been the present design, expanding outwards and incorporating much glass in the design. Cllrs were shown many photos of the proposals and in turn queried the amount of glass visible from outside, particularly from the car park, and the suitability of the juxtaposition of ancient and modern in the total scheme. 
Later, Cllrs agreed to re-consider and possibly modify original comments, although there was still opposition in the main to the proposals. It was also agreed to contact the Conservation Officer about his exact opinion.

6481   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON OCTOBER 11TH 2012. These were approved. 
6482   MATTERS ARISING  
1.Speed limit on Wike Lane  The Clerk reported that no definite decision had yet been taken. 
2. Request for financial help towards road re-surfacing adjacent to Bowling Club on Woodacre Crescent. Cllrs are in favour of making a contribution and the Clerk was asked to contact Martin Smith about costs. (Action JG).
3. Provision of further bins .Cllrs had agreed on the installation of one of the large LCC litter bins at the bus stop at Bank Top but considered that a post mounted bin would be more appropriate at the Callister Hall. Unfortunately there is at present no suitable post in this   location. The Clerk was asked to contact John Woolmer about the possibility of the PC putting in a post themselves, on which his Dept. could attach a bin.  (Action JG) 
4. Path from Congreves to Park Field.- Cllr Bosomworth reported that Sustrans are definitely interested in promoting a cycle way along the path . The death of George Lane Fox, however, has meant that his successor, Nick Pritchard, can take no action until probate is granted (probably in January). 
5. Highways Update .Cllr Hoyland had e mailed Cllrs prior to the meeting with the following:- 
· A58 – 30mph sign overgrowth and cleaning reported. 

· A58 – Site line Cornmill Ginnell/bus stop area – requested growth cut back to increase and improve site line.

· A58 – Bus stop / Rigton Bank area – being assessed and could involve BT/Yorkshire Water. There is a traffic signal management on site meeting arranged and a traffic permit will be issued a.s.a.p .
· Mill Lane – Nick Borras is going to look at the issues of problem parking and will feedback outcome. Not optimistic, however, that he can find a solution to the problem. 

· Rigton Bank – a variety of issues and not sure who is responsible for what. Steve Parry is prepared to offer advice and agreeable to a meeting. 

· Syke Lane – Cllr Bryant considers the best solution would be an extension of the asphalt footpath and this should be submitted to Bob Buckenham  along with his photos. 

· Keswick Lane/ Wike Lane access and footpath – Bob Buckenham’s advice would be helpful and this could be sought at the same time as our submission for Syke Lane. 
At the meeting it was agreed that the Clerk should send Cllr Bryant’s photos to Bob Buckingham with a request for tarmac on the footpath extension. She was also to ask him to consider whether any action could be taken over the problem of the banking at the junction of Keswick/ Wike Lane which makes it impossible for anyone to walk round the corner without walking on the road when exiting Gateon House Lane. (Action JG)
Cllr Hoyland reported that she is to have a site meeting with Steve Parry to discuss problems on Rigton Bank. The Chairman also hopes to attend . 

The gate to the Blacksmith’s Field has been broken off. Cllr Hoyland to report it. (Action BH). 
6. Garden extensions beyond Bankfield.  Bev. Hocking had supplied information, including a copy of the approval granted on appeal. The inference is that the permission given to the householders was only temporary and would cease when development on Bankfield commences, and residents would have to permit a ROW across their land. . 
7. Marker Posts on Cornmill Ginnel. Nick Borras has promised to forward the plan. 
8.Youth Club. It was agreed to continue to monitor numbers attending.    

9 Gap near bridge on Cornmill Lane. An attempt will be made to establish ownership from the Land Registry.(Action JG).If this is unsuccessful the PC will fence it off. Mark Hullah has some fencing left over from Park Field work. 
10. Daffodil Bulbs. Cllr Flockton reported that she had distributed the bulbs to Cllrs. 
11. Dropped kerbs. Cllr Hoyland had been told by Kasia Speakman that work on dropped kerbs should commence between 3 and 7 December.
12. West Well. The Chairman thinks it will be satisfactory with no detriment to the well when completed. 
13. Village Pond. A working party of local residents, Mark Hullah and the PC Chairman, had cleaned the weed from the pond. 
14. Blocked drain at Sportsclub. The Chairman met Colin Kay and Samantha Rawnsley on site .The drain had been rodded through and nothing more had been heard about it since. 
15. Installation of cameras at Sportsclub.  These are now installed and will become operational in the very near future. 
6483   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  Cllr Wright queried whether the bins would be emptied during the winter as Mark Hullah normally empties them when he cuts the grass there. It was agreed to ask him whether he felt that this was already included in his contact. (Action JG)
2 .Willan’s Wood. Nothing to report. 
3. Playground. Repair work has been completed. 
4. Web Site . Cllr Frankland is to include on the website news about snow clearance received in a report from RAY. 
5.School and Community Links. Cllr Wright said that she would like to resign as School Governor as she does not have adequate time to attend the many meetings and sub-committee meetings expected of a Governor. Council queried the need for a PC representative on the Governing Board. They considered that a person acting as a link from the Governing Body who would give a report annually to the PC would be preferable. Cllr Wright agreed to discuss the situation with the Headmistress. She was also asked to raise  the matter of promotional banners which have been appearing around the village. (Action GW)
6. Neighbourhood Plan. The Chairman hoped that Cllrs would support the Open Day on Saturday. Some help with teas would be welcomed.

It was agreed to pay all the bills listed above. 

2. Agreement on Budget for 2012-13 and setting of Annual Precept. The draft budget prepared by the Clerk was approved, with a few amendments. Discussion followed on whether to increase the precept. Cllr Tatman suggested an increase in line with the RPI. All Cllrs voted in favour of this. The precept would become £30,900. 
3. Query raised by Cllr Frankland re Cllrs’ Incidental Expenses. Cllr Frankland sought the views of fellow Cllrs on this subject. He said that most Cllrs nowadays incur an aggregation of expenses – electricity costs, wear and tear on printers, petrol and telephone calls and many which cannot be quantified. He suggested that all Cllrs should be paid a fixed allowance (£20/ £25) in addition to identifiable expense claims made by individual Cllrs. These should be paid in arrears at the end of the financial year. Cllrs agreed with the idea and the Clerk was asked to contact YLCA to find out whether any other local PCs had adopted the idea. 
6486   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.
1 Suggestion from Claudia Powell for Zebra Crossing on A58 at entrance to Church Lane. Claudia said that a crossing at this location would be convenient for children crossing the A58 on their way to school .Cllrs were aware that such a request had been turned down in times past but the Clerk was asked to raise it again with Steve Parry. (Action JG) .
