Arrangements for Printing and Distribution of Document and Letter to Residents. - . CS has obtained quotations from Write Design of Wetherby of £95 for printing the letter (not yet written), £85 for the envelopes, and £65 for assembling the contents. All printing must be completed by June 10th for delivery between June 10th and 17th. Six weeks should then be allowed before a Drop In session. It was agreed to pay in addition for 30 hard copies to be printed.(Write Design had quoted £150 for 25 copies). All members of the SC should have one, and others should be placed in the Village Hall, the Callister Hall, the Bingley Arms, the Sports Club, the School, Hairdresser’s, Wetherby library, Collingham surgery, the Church, the One Stop Centre in Wetherby , the Tennis and Bowling Clubs, EK Methodist Church, and Scarcroft Golf Club.
An approval for use of Ordnance Survey maps will be required. David Gluck will be approached in the first instance on this. (Action JG) 

CS had one query over a photograph of an affordable home. He wished to know the views of the SC as to their preference between a photo of manageable homes in the draft NP or a shot of affordable homes which it had been proposed should replace it. The SC expressed a preference for retaining the original photo unless a better and more recent example of manageable homes  could be found locally, and suggested a suitable group of properties at Whinmoor.(Action CS) 
 Drop In Session – Preferred dates are July 9th or 16th if Village Hall or Callister Hall are free from 10 - 4 .An advert for the occasion should be placed in the Wetherby News. A continuous slide show should be arranged in the Hall on the day and the 5 or 6 central pages, showing the 6 policies should be on display.
