 Minutes of Meeting held on 18.6.14   These were approved. 
 Matters Arising :- 

a) Proposed Meeting with Ian Mackay. This has now been arranged for 24th July at 5pm.The following hope to be present :- LB, JC, IF and CS. 
b) Possible Development Sites:- 

· School Site .  LB has drawn up various plans suggesting where new housing could be situated if Upper School land was made available. .He has found that the School is registered with LCC and has not yet been handed over to the new Trust (This may take some time).  JA reported on the meeting with the Governors who had reacted favourably to the basic concept of releasing some land for development, demolishing Upper School, and building an entirely new school on the site. It is thought that 30 acres at most could be released for housing.  The SC agreed that this could be included in the NP as an aspiration for a development site in the future. 
JA reported that the Governors consider the school site is not well known and trusted that there would be no objection from the PC to their application for a School Sign to be displayed on Woodacre Lane. ES, Chairman of the PC, replied that he considered the Council was unlikely to object. 
· Catholic Church Site. There was nothing further to report at present. The SC continue to believe this is a suitable development site. 
· Triangle of land off Keswick Lane. LB has provided a plan showing the site, owned by Mrs Helen Grayson of Larch Hill, Linden Close.                                                         Disadvantages to development on this site are:-                                                                                                                                        1. It is land locked – David Gooch of Gillbeck  has already been approached with an offer of a land exchange to provide an entry point, but has declined the offer. An entrance from Linden Close would never be acceptable.
     2. It is a wet area. 

     3.It is close to a bend on Keswick Lane.
     4. It is on a steep slope.
     Advantages are:-
     1. It is not in Green Belt.
     2.It is in an area already surrounded by housing.
     3. It would not be overtly visible from anywhere in the village. 
It was agreed that all 3 areas identified as possibilities for development. should be included in the NP as possible housing sites in the future. 
c) ACV sites ES reported that he has not yet applied for Castle Hill and the Bingley Arms to be so classified. 
d) Response to Linton Draft Neighbourhood Plan and Ideas to incorporate in Bardsey NP. The SC agreed that this was an excellent document which deserved to be accepted as a NP. There is much in the style and presentation from which the Bardsey NP could benefit. 
 Finance – Expenditure since last meeting:- There has been no further expenditure. 
 Next Stages in Drafting Neighbourhood Plan for Bardsey. It was agreed that further work should be deferred until after the meeting with Ian McKay. ES has summarised the individual responses contained in the Village Survey, and it was agreed that the SC should consider all of these and possibly incorporate some in the NP. The Vision Statement appears to have met with general approval. 
 Any other business  
a) IF expressed concern that to date no summary of the results of the Survey have been shown on the website – or in the Newsletter. The SC agreed that this needed to be rectified and considered that a special meeting should be set up for selecting the most appropriate information to go public from the many comments recorded.
