Minutes 
Meeting held in Bardsey Village Hall (Committee Room) on Wednesday  May 29th 2013 .
Present : Jane Ambrose (JA), Stephen Bucknell,(SB), Lyndsay Burns (LB),Jack Cairns (JC),June Gallant (JG), Jane Ingham (JI), Chris Sidle( CS), Ed Stentiford (ES), in the Chair, and Lance Tattersall. 
Apologies  Mike Bosomworth (MB) and Ian Frankland (IF). IF was attending a meeting called by Cllr John Proctor with SC Chairmen to discuss site allocations. 
Matters raised by members of the Public  Two residents of First Avenue attended to voice concerns about the NLF proposals for site 1106. Their main concern was the likelihood of this site being accepted for development. LB replied that there were major planning objections and the SC had not given it a “green” designation, but there are political considerations which could result in its eventual acceptance, possibly as a part site only, with the main flood plain excluded. 
 Declarations of any Pecuniary and Other Interests. None.
. Minutes of Meeting held on May 8th  These were approved. 
 Matters arising
· Housing Survey.  LT reported that Rosemary Kidd (RK) has received 284 returns to date.  25% of which had included completion of Part 2. The owners of the Haighfield caravan site ( not included in the original SHLAA sites) suggested that this could be a convenient site for re-development as apartments. JA offered to ask the School to send out text messages to parents of children from Bardsey, reminding them to complete and return the HNS. A press report of Bardsey’s HNS had been sent to the Wetherby News and Yorkshire Post.  
· Possible Visits from Site Developers. It was agreed that CS would draft a simple letter inviting owners of SHLAA sites to discuss their plans with the SC. 
· Needs of Small Businesses LB has drafted a letter to be sent to the owners of all known small businesses in the village ,seeking to establish business needs over the next 10 years and any accommodation likely to be required. Replies to go to ES. 
 Reports by working groups:- 

· Planning – The Consultation Process was discussed. It is anticipated that Developers will make representations, and the SC needs to make its own once the SHLAA allocations are confirmed. There may be need to revisit the “green” sites suggested by the SC when these results are established.  
· Education – JA reported that the School is still trying to set up a nursery premise on site, but although there were early indications that the playgroup in the Callister Hall might be willing to re-locate to the School site, this idea has now been rejected. 
· Health. – Nothing to report.
· Infrastructure.- Nothing to report.  
· Communications – CS intends to include in the next newsletter information on the site allocations ,  an update on local businesses ,and the HNS results, as a staging post towards the next flyer. JC suggested that we should wait until we have meaningful information for the public before producing another flyer. CS is anxious to keep the momentum going.  LB offered to produce a HNS poster reminder. 
· Transport.  – Nothing to report. 
  Meeting on Site Allocations with Cllr John Proctor IF will provide a full report for circulation to the SC and any action required will be agreed with the Chairman , ES.
 Next Stages in drafting the Neighbourhood Plan. Some preliminary work has been done on this by ES and JC. This will be e mailed to the rest of the SC. An action plan for the remainder of the Plan needs to be agreed and possible help from other sources discussed. Those involved in the production of the 2 successful NPs, Thame and Eden, could be approached about possible costs. Nearer home, Jason Cook might be asked to quote for production costs when the likely number of pages for inclusion is known more accurately. Printing costs may be considerable and should all be taken into account in any application for a grant.
 Response to LCC on CIL Proposals. ES and CS had prepared and submitted a response to LCC on 15th May , setting out their view that a larger proportion of the CIL monies should be allocated to parish and town councils. Although agreeing with some of the LCC proposals in general, they considered that areas like Bardsey would be disadvantaged by the present proposals.
