The list of proposed changes arising from a study of all comments received from stakeholders and residents had been circulated to all SC members by the Chairman, ES. 

No members who had been unable to attend this meeting raised any objection to the conclusions reached. The changes are therefore accepted by the whole SC and will be incorporated in the Pre- Submission Neighbourhood Plan, subject to agreement from the Parish Council.  All responses to the document and subsequent actions agreed by the SC will be circulated to members of the Parish Council prior to their next meeting. The Acting  Chairman at this meeting (MB) will recommend approval by the Parish Council. 
 Appointment of Examiner. ES reported that he had spoken to Ian MacKay about our preference for the examiner used by Linton, Nigel McGurk.  IM had suggested that Rosemary Kidd might be an alternative . ES, however, pointed out that she would not be suitable since she had been responsible for our Housing Needs Survey. IM promised to check availability and advised us to carry on as our plan is so far advanced. 
 Summary of Points raised by Examiner for Linton studied by IF, highlighting issues appropriate to BPC Draft NP  IF has made an extensive study of aspects of the Linton Plan which the Examiner regarded with favour/ disfavour , some of which he discussed with  the SC. Taking these into account , he suggested  a few minor modifications to our current document. Two possible additions are a map showing the ‘green spaces’ in the village, and a separation of priorities into high, medium and low. Local community  involvement in all  planning applications  above 2,3 or 4 units also appeared to be important to the examiner.  The NP should be written in the third person and should include a statement committing BPC  to take on delivery  responsibility, i.e. future actions.                                                                                                                                          
.Resources and Needs.  ES is confident that the amount he is claiming for the present period will be sufficient to cover likely costs before Christmas. 
 Basic Conditions Statement. ES will remind David Gluck that the SC has asked him to produce this. The cost of this has been built into the grant from Locality.   
 Review of Project Delivery Plan. IF said that he would make no alteration at present to the Project Plan as he is keen, following a suggestion from Ian MacKay, to tie in the Referendum on the NP with the local elections. The Parish Council should be in a position to sign off the document at its November meeting at the latest. 
 Progress on Boundary Revision. Heather Suggate had advised that there had been no comments on the proposed change. 
 AOB.  IF suggested that a sub committee should be formed to agree on the location of ‘green spaces’ on an additional map..
