Bardsey questionnaire to residents about their village now and in the future

In the recent survey of likes, dislikes and aspirations for the village we had replies from 94 residents from all parts of the village, and of all ages. There were some things we expected as well as several surprises. The table shows a part of the survey where people were asked what they would like to see happen in the village over the next 20-40 years. The percentage is based on the 94 people who responded to the questionnaire, for example 37% wanted a village shop which represents 35 people voting for this. There were many other things that people wanted but these represented less than 8% of those responding and to keep the options manageable we have omitted them from this table.
We are very pleased that a shop recently opened in the village, which unfortunately we cannot take any credit for but we do wish them every success with your support.
