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The Development of the Bardsey Village Hall

From information gathered from various sources over the past few years, the Bardsey Village Hall Development Committee  identified what the requirements of the Bardsey residents and the Hall users are. 

These requirements were established from:

· A Village survey conducted in 1999

· The Village Design Statement of 2002

· The Parish Plan of 2003

· An Open Meeting held in the Hall

· Discussion with Parish Councillors

· Canvassing Hall users

· A condition survey report of 2006

More recently, further discussions have been held with the neighbouring sports clubs, the Bowling Club and the Tennis Club.

Our ‘Application for Planning Permission’ was approved by the Leeds City Council Planning Services on 1st October 2010. Detailed drawings will soon be on display in the Hall.

· The planning application was for a single storey front extension, ground floor rear extension to form a new Tennis Clubhouse, entrance archway, steps and balcony with an access ramp to the side.

· The main aim of the front extension is to improve the access and circulation, refurbish, increase the sanitary facilities to modern standards and provide a lobby and foyer area.

· The addition of a separate Function Suite (above the Tennis Clubhouse) will increase the all-round use of the Hall. It will provide a more intimate private facility for smaller events and meetings.

· Separate access will allow individual use or combined space with the Main Hall if required.

· The Tennis Clubhouse will replace the current timber structure and will provide toilet and changing facilities, not currently available.

· The main extension will utilize the existing land slope and will be separated from the main building with a flat roof link to the Main Hall.

The provision of these much needed facilities will enhance the visual and functional aspect of the existing Hall and will provide a vital addition to the Bardsey community in general.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                            

The Village Hall Development Committee are now looking for financial assistance and the support to raise the necessary funds required to get this project started.

Phase 1 will be the front extension at an estimated cost of £70,000.00.
